HE Grand Lodge of the Most Ancient and Honorable
Fraternity of Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska
convened and assembled in its twenty-eighth annual com-
munication in Freemasons Hall, Omaha, Nebraska, on Tues-
day, June 23, A..L.. 5885, A.D. 1885, at half-past seven
o’clock in the evening, there being present:

A lodge of Master Masons was opened in ample form
as required by the law of Freemasonry in Nebraska.
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Brothers Jerome K. Coulter, 25,* John D. Brewer, 58, and
Peter Smith, 75, were appointed the committee on Visitors,
and Brothers Benjamin S. Baker, 35, Joseph B. White, 36,
and George W. Meredith, 110, the committee on Credentials.
These committees were congregated by the Grand Master
and entered upon their labors.

On roll call it was ascertained that one hundred and
eight (of the one hundred and twenty-one) chartered lodges
were represented. Whereupon the Grand Lodge was de-
clared open for the dispatch of business.

The Grand Master announced the presence of Worship-
ful Brothers Albert Pike and William M. Ireland, Past
Masters respectively of Arkansas and Pennsylvania, who
were welcomed with the grand honors.

The Grand Master ordered that all Master Masons in
good standing be admitted to seats in the Grand Lodge
during its sessions.

The Grand Master now delivered his

ADDRESS.

BRETHREN OF THE GEARD LODGE OF NEBRASKA:

In calling you to labor in this, our twenty-eighth annual communication,
to consider what has been done for the good of our ancient and honorable
institution during the past year, and what is thought will be desirable for
the future, I cannot refrain from congratulating you on the bright era
of prosperity in which you now live. I find many things for us to be grate-
ful for, and few to complain of. I remember distinctly saying to myself,
upon entering the official position of Grand Master, that I would stop the
wholesale issuing of dispensations for new lodges. How well I have kept
this resolve, my report will show. I have only this to fear: We are grow-
ing too fast. Our members now reach one hundred and twenty-nine, (eight
of which are extinet, one held in abeyance,) to which add eighteen under
dispensation and several applicants clamoring for admission.

LODGES OONSTITUTED.

The seventeen lodges to which charters were granted at our last annual
communication wers all properly constituted during the month of August,

NoTE.—The figures indicate the lodge to which the brother named belongs.
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except one, and this one early in September, thus leaving a large margin on
the prescribed ninety days. Owing to personal inability I was obliged to
have most of this work done by proxy, much as I would have liked to have
done it myself.

These brothers all reported to me as soon as the lodges were properly
constituted and officers installed, and from their known skill and integrity,
I have no doubt the work was done in a manner reflecting eredit upon them-
selves and honor to the Fraternity.

August 21, 1884, in company with the Grand Custodian, I constituted
Minden Lodge No. 127, and installed the officers thereof.

OFFICIAL VISITS.

With few exceptions I find these lodges working well, and deserving of
commendation. Following I make special mention of those which needed
discipline:

In my official visits I have been accompanied and counseled by such
brothers as your Grand Secretary, Grand Custodian, Past Masters Francis
E. White, David M. McElHinney, and Fred. J. Benedict and other brethren,
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to all of whom I am under obligations for many kindnesses. To Bro.'.
Francis E. White, not only my thanks but those of the Grand Lodge are
due, for his trounble in caring for the property of Rock Bluffs Lodge No. 20.
This lodge was referred to me at our last annual communication for par-
ticular care and attention, and on July 16, accompanied by Grand Secretary
R.“.W..Bro.". Wm. R. Bowen, and W..Bro.". Frank E. White, I proceeded to
Rock Bluffs, and there finding matters in a chaotic condition, I deemed it
for the best interests of the Craft to arrest the charter, and, in accordance
with the resolution of the Grand Lodge, the Grand Secretary closed the
books of the lodge. The property of the lodge was referred to the care of
Bro... Frank E. White, who removed same, shipping to the Grand Secretary,
for which expense he has been reimbursed.

November 21, in company with your Grand Custodian, I went to Sur-
prise to enquire into the advisability of renewing the dispensation of Tuscan
U..D.. We were there entertained by W.".Bro.'. George Miller. We exam-
ined their hall and met many of the brethren who rode in from the country,
notwithstanding the extreme cold. After conversing with them and thor-
oughly discussing their geographical position and the matter of differences
brought before the Grand Lodge last year, by Bro.. Pardoe, of No. 69, I
deemed it for the good of Masonry that their dispensation be restored.
From reports received since from these quarters, I am fully satistied that
my judgment was correct. We then visited Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, where
we took oceasion to bring the brethren together, between whom trouble had
existed, of which doubtless many of you are aware, spending the whole
afternoon with them. "These troubles were all harmonized and good feeling
restored and we left with the repeated promises that they would all redouble
their diligence for promoting brotherly love and the welfare of the Craft.
Since this time I gave my proxy to W...Bro... Rawalt to visit this lodge, and
give such advice and instructions as his judgment might direct. His re-
port was indeed gratifying.

January 30, 1883, in company with your Grand Custodian and Past
Master David M. McElHinney, I visited Waco Lodge, No. 80, opened a
lodge of Master Masons, and proceeded to the business for which the meet-
ing was called, namely, to look into matter of charges against Past Master
Bennett, and also the charges preferred by Bro... Bennett against the sitting
Master, W.".Bro... J. C. Dewey. Bro.". Bennett consented to proceed with the
trial and asked for time to procure witnesses, which extension of time was
twice granted. After proving conclusively to my own satisfaction and those
accompanying me, and of eleven out of seventeen of the brethren present,
as to the guilt of Bro." Bennett, he was declared not guilty, by ballot. Bro.-.
Bennett then withdrew his charges against the Master. It being late at
night I closed the lodge, notifying all to meet promptly at nine o'clock in
the morning, at which time I would advise them regarding my decision in
the matter. Having taken particular pains during the day to inquire into
the facts pro and con and discuss the situation fully and freely, I decided
there was no cause for action against the Master, and that ill feeling and
dissension was existing and was so near evenly divided in two parties, I
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further concluded that it was for the good of these brethren, and the Fra-
ternity at large that their charter be arrested. In the morning when calling
them together, I advised them that I found no ground for charges against
the Master, and that I should be compelled to deprive them of their charter.
I ordered the movable property immediately sent to the Grand Secretary.
In consideration of the affairs of this lodge, I would call the particular
attention of the committee to whom this may be referred to carefully read
the records of this lodge, particularly the last forty pages, and should the
Grand Lodge see fit to approve my action, I recommend that the Grand
Secretary be instructed to promptly attend to settling up the affairs of
Waco Lodge No. 80.

The above seventeen lodges have paid the usual fee of $15.00 each, ex-
cepting Western which remitted $25.00, and Holdrege $15.50. The whole
amount, $265.50, has been paid to the Grand Secretary.

November 25, 1885, in my visit to Tuscan Lodge U..D.. at Surprise I
decided torestore the dispensation to the brothers at this point. Accordingly
I advised the Grand Secretary to return said dispensation to Tuscan Lodge
making the following changes: George H. Miller, S.".W.., vice Madison
Rogers; John A, Furr, J..W."., vice Geo. H. Miller, thus making eighteen
lodges under dispensation.

All the lodges to which I have issued dispensations, have received, not
only the certificate, but the unqualified recommendation of the Grand Cus-
todian, except the first two, which were inspected personally by Past Grand
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Master Samuel W. Hayes. I am informed that most, if not ali, will apply
for a charter at this communication,

September 6, 1884, I received a communication from the Grand Master
of Mexico, bearing date of June 28, 1884, seeking recognition and asking
the appointment of M..W."Bro.. Edwin F. Warren, as their Grand Repre-
sentative. I replied that it was not in my power to grant the request, and
that I would have the matter considered at our next annual communication;
as this was before the communication of 5883, I recommend that some
definite action be taken at this session.

November 14, 1884, I received a communication from Grand Master J.
B. Reges, of Mexico, recommending the appointment of Miguel Reges For-
res as our representative near that Grand East, should we establish friendly
relations with them. I refer this to the consideration of the incoming
Grand Master.

October 16, 1884, I received a circular dated June 30, 1884, from the
Grand Lodge of South Australia, asking recognition. To thisIreplied that
t should be brought before our next annual communication.
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REPRESENTATIVES NEARE OTHER GRAND LODGES.

July 9,1884, I commissioned R.".W.".Bro.'. Etheldred Lundy Turner, Dis-
trict Deputy Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Virginia, our represen-
tative near that Grand Lodge.

March 28, I commissioned M..W..Bro.. Alonzo Bailey, Past Grand
Master of Arizona, our representative near that Grand Lod ze.

REPRESENTATIVES EECOMMENDED FOR OTHER GRAND LODGES NEAR OUR OWN.

October 6, 1884, I recommended the appointment of Past Master Wm. H.
Mann, 64, Representative of the Grand Lodge of Washington Territory.
March 14, 1885, W.".Bro.". Fred J. Benedict, 50. Representative of the Grand
Lodge of Arizona; R.".'W..Bro... Milton J. Hull, 67, as Representative of the
Grand Lodge of Quebec; R..W.".Bro.. Chas. K. Coutant, 11, as Representa-
tive of the Grand Lodge of Scotland; Bro... Benjamin F. Barrows, 11, U. S.
Consul at Dublin, as Representative of the Grand Lodge of Ireland. March
19, 1885; R.".W.".Bro.". Manoah B. Reese, 59, Deputy Grand Master, as Rep-
resentative of the Grand Lodge of Dakota. May 22, 1885, Past Master
Henry Gibbons, 46, as Representative of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky;

DECISIONS.

No. 1. Query: After a ballot has been taken and the Master declares the
result, a brother arises and openly states that he east a black ball, under the
impression that it was altogether a different person. Can the Master under
these circumstances repass the ballot ¥ Answer: Yes. Becauseit would be
a radical injury to the candidate to be excluded on these conditions.

No. 2. Query: What can be done in the case where a candidate has
been rejected in Illinois, removed to Kansas, in jurisdiction of Belleville
Lodge, but nearer in distance to Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, in our own state,
and there applies for initiation. Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, procures waiver of
jurisdiction from the lodge in Illinois, where he was rejected. Result: re-
jected in Hubbell Lodge, No. 92, and afterwards applied io Belleville Lodge
and elected? Answer: You can do nothing, as you have overstepped the
law yourselves. We have nothing to do with the matter. Youshould first
have asked and received permission of Belleville Lc dge, which permission
should have the approval of the Grand Master of Kansas, as well as permis-
sion from Illinois.

No. 3. Query: Can a half-breed Indian be made a mason? Answer: I
know of no law prohibiting the same, but question the propriety.

No. 4. Query: Is the action of a lodge legal? viz.: A motion is made
to levy assessments to pay all indebtedness of the lodge, and there is not a
dissenting voice. A brother present, and making no objection, afterwards
refused to pay the assessment and asks for a demit, saying, he would not
belong to such a blackmailing institution. What is to be done? Answenr:
First, the action of the lodge is legal. Second, the brother being able,
ought to be proud to bear his share of the expenses and is liable to masonic
discipline for refusing to do so.

No. 5. Query: Can a man who has had his hip hurt so as to make one
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leg a trifle shorter than the other, be made a Mason? Answer: If the de-
fect is so trifling as to be scarcely discernable, and not to interfere with his
performing ull the requirements of masonry,I can see no reason why he
cannot.

No. 6. Query: Should the test oath be repeated by the committee or the
visitor? Amnswer: The Grand Custodian says, that according to our work
as now practiced, the committee should lead; in this I do not agree, and re-
commend its change, as it is radically wrong and the brother leading would
be the best proof of his genuineness.

No. 7. Tt is necessary for a Royal Arch Mason, who has received the
Past Master's degree in a chapter to receive the actual Past Master’s degree
before being installed Master of a chartered lodge.

No. 8. 1 find no law making it obligatory to install & master who has
been re-elected, but recommend that it be done.

No. 9. A secret ballot is as necessary on a petition for membership as
for initiation.

No. 10. It is not according to masonic ideas to hold real estate jointly
with Odd Fellows, or with any other organization, and I have enjoined this
being done until the action of this Grand Lodge.

No. 11. It is not according with the principles of masonry to partici-
pate in promiscuous processions and parades like that of Decoration Day.
I have steadily refused to grant permission for this purpose.

No 12 A master mason cannot “resign” his membership. Our consti-
tution provides the only way to get out of a lodge.

No. 13 A person having been blackballed by a lodge whose charter is
afterwards arrested, cannot, during the period that the charter is held in
abeyance, pefition any other lodge, from the fact that the lodge is not dead.
but in a comatose state; but should the Grand Lodge approve the action of
of the Grand Master, and suspend the charter, he could petition any lodge
under whose jurisdiction he should then reside, noting in his petition the
fact of his having been blackballed by the lodge whose charter was arrested:
his petition could then be acted upon the same as if he had never petitioned.

No. 14. A man having had both the third and fourth fingers of his right
hand amputated is not eligible to masonry.

No. 15. A man blind in the left eye is not eligible to masonry.

No. 16. 1t is not necessary to wait a full year before proceeding with a
petition for advancement of a person taking the Apprentice degree in another
jurisdiction and afterwards asks and obtains a full waiver of junisdiction in
favor of our jurisdiction.

No. 17. Where a candidate is elected and does not appear for the Appren-
tice degree, for one year or more, in the absence of by-laws governing the
case, I should require the ballot passed again, but should not recommend
the forfeiture of the fee already paid.

No. 18. Whenever Apprentices or Fellow Crafts fail to post so as to be
proficient in the work, they should still be held in abeyance, as it would not
only be an injury to thomselves (as if advanced without a knowledge of the
work they could not prove themselves and hence the degrees would be of no
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benefit to them) but work harm to the Craft the same as the unskilled work-
man would to the building.

No. 19. I interpret Rule No. 86 to mean ten dollars for each degree and
have decided that it takes thirty dollars to confer three degrees on the same
person without time; twenty dollars for two, ten dollars for one, and this
I deem but just and right, from the fact that ten dollars for the degrees is
too great an inducement for many to get the degrees, in a short time, thus
conceiving a very crude idea of thelectures and hence receiving little benefit
thereby, and there is not one candidate in ten, who is not properly posted
before proceeding, who will afterwards devote the time necessary to obtain
a proper knowledge of the work; further it is unjust to give one person
three degrees for the same money that we charge another for one. I call
particular attention to this point.

MISCELLANEOUS.

I received the following communication from the Grand Master of the
Grand Lodge of Kentucky:

GRAND LopGE OF KENTUCKY F.. AND A.".M.".
Joux G. ORNDORFF, GRAND MASTER.
RusnvILLE, KENTUCKY, February 2, 1885,

.. Worshipful and Dear Brother: The brethren of this jurisdiction have erected a
Masonic Widows and Orphans Home, which oceupies & square of ground in the suburbs of
Louisville, and has large substantial buildings thereon, which cover an area of 24,600 square
feet. There are 183 bencficiaries in the institution who are provided with a home. The
children have facilities for education equal to those of the city schools, and a number of
industries have been established, among them a printing office wherein is published a
semi-monthly paper. 1 have made request that a copy of the “Masonic Ilome Journal” be
sent you, and would be glad if you could give its object some thought. It is in contempla-
tion to make the Journal an illustrated paper, and to increase its present size as soon as
practicable. It hasoccurred to me that of the 557,000 affiliated Masons in the United Siates,
at least 10 per cent would be glad to become subseribers to this masonic paper. Indeed it
is difficult to bring to my mind to believe that there are but few who would not be eager to
do so if its objects were fairly understood, being no more than the maintainance of widows
and orphans of deceased brethren, Besides this the price (about two cents per week) places
it within reach of all and the aim of the managers will be to make it equal to any semi-
monthly of its size in point of merit.

By order of our Grand Lodge, T have appointed committees by counties in Kentucky, to
solicit subscriptions, and shall address the lodges to urge their co-operation.

My object in writing this letter is to request that we may have the co-operation of the
Craft in your Grand Jurisdiction, and to fraternally request that you will favor us with
such ecndorsement of the efforts that may be made therein as you, in your estimate of our
cause and its organ, may suggest, and your wisdom and masonic love may dictate.

I replied to this that it would be submitted for your fraternal considera-
tion at this communication.

January 28, 1885, I received an invitation from the Grand Lodge of the
District of Columbia, inviting all lodges and Masons in good standing in
our Grand Jurisdiction to be present at and assist in the ceremonies at the
completion and dedication of the Washington monument. I promptly re-
plied in a fraternal and courteous manner, and notified all Nebraska lodges.

I have approved amendments to by-laws of various lodges where they
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were made to conform to masonic law and usage. I have also approved
seals of various lodges, the Grand Secretary having certified that each was
distinctive. I have approved orders on the Grand Treasurer, Nos. 252 to
285, inclusive.

I have authorized the Grand Secretary to subseribe for a copy of the His-
tory of Freemasonry in Maryland; this work, coming from the pen of so
eminent a masonic historian as Bro... E. T. Schultz is a warranty that the
work is one which our Grand Lodge can ill afford to be without. Also to
subsecribe for Bro... Rob Morris’s new work; also to complete the set of
Grand Lodge jewels, all of which I am informed he has done.

I have also approved the bond of Grand Treasurer.

T have notified all lodges that the rule regarding insurance would be en-
forced, and am glad to say a large majority are properly insured. If this
matter is closely looked after each year, we will have little or no complaints
regarding loss by fire.

Our system of returns at the close of the year is now working admirably,
as our Grand Secretary informs me all returns were this year received by
him before the 31st of May, thus enabling him to close his accounts by June
16, something never accomplished before in this Grand Lodge.

FRATERNAL DEAD.

July 19, 1884, I received the sad intelligence of the death of M.".W.".Bro.".
Isaac B. Sharp, Past Grand Master of the Grand Jurisdiction of Kansas,
which occurred June 21st, only two days before our last annual communica-
tion; also the same day the death of R.".W.".Bro.". James A. Scott, the repre-
rentative of this Grand Lodge near the Grand Lodge of Virginia.

May 23, 1885, intelligence of the death of M..W..Bro.. Wm. Nassau
Kennedy, Past Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Manitoba, who died in
the city of London, on May the 8rd, while on his way home from Egypt,
whither he had been to serve his country. These notices have all received
proper attention, and I recommend that suitable action be taken by this
Grand Body, regarding these illustrious Masons and also any other of the
Craft who may have passed away during the year just closing.

During the year, on Marech 16, while temporarily at Denver, our
R..W.".Bro..George D. Graff, M. D., suddenly and painlessly passed away
from us. His first appearance in our Grand Lodge was in '61, and for
many years thereafter his genial and courteous presence largely added to
the pleasure of our annual meetings. He was a member of our Omadi
Lodge No. 5, Grand Senior Warden in ’63, 64 and '65, Deputy Grand Mas-
ter in ’65, '66 and '67, and Grand Treasurer from ’68 to '73. His sin-
cere and sympathetic mood, his earnest and sanguine tempermanent, and
his vigorous manliness endeared him to many of the Freemasons of
Nebraska.

BECOMMENDATIONS.

I find many things well calculated to tax the energies and talent of the
Grand Master. Our law is in a lamentable condition, the various rulings
and decisions accumulating from year to year, are left in a promiscuous and
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chaotic state, and in consequence I ma’e ths following recommendations, to
which I call the especial attention of the Grand Lodge.

1. Turgethe creation of a committee whose duty should be to take the de-
cisions of the various Grand Masters after being reported on by the commit-
tee on Jurisprudence, and mold them into by-laws and have same approved
by the Grand Lodge and printed in the proceedings each year,on a paze de-
voted to that particular purpose, and every three years, at farthest, reprintthe
law. This would do away with a long list of decisions to study over, and would
do away with many that are mere repetitions, as indeed I consider nearly all
of my own this year. I trust you will readily see the utility of this com-
mittee. The committee on Jurisprudence make their report on decisions;
it is approved by the Grand Lodge; the committee on Law take the report,
mold all the approved decisions into the form of by-laws; the by-laws are ap-
proved by the Grand Lodge; it is so recorded and then we have a founda-
tion to work from. As it is now, the report of the committee on Jurispru-
dence is accepted, and were it not for our efficient Grand Secretary, nothing
more would be heard from them.

For example, I ask you where is the law on the liquor problem in our juris-
diction. In 5872, there was a decision that to deal in liguors (for instance,
as a saloon keeper) was unmasonic. This decision was approved, and when
our law was codified, this was left out. We find two or three places
where it reads “It is the sense of this Grand Lodge,” but I ask you “where
is the law?” I have been asked repeatedly for opinions on this subject,
and my reply has steadily been, “It is the sense of the Grand Lodge that it
is unmasonic.” But I have not urged the preferring and prosecuting of
charges, except in flagrant cases, for the reason that we have no fundamen-
tal law to work from.

The matter of Master Masons being engaged in the wholesale liquor
traffic is also claiming attention, particularly so, and to this I call especiul
attention, and ask that the law regarding the liquor traffic be arranged at
this session so plainly that the * wayfaring man, though a fool, need not
err therein.”

I recommend that our law read that the habitual frequenting of saloons
or drinking resorts be sufficient grounds for discipline, and that all we need
be obliged to prove, is that one does habitually frequent such resorts.

2. Some of our lodges are habitually dropping from their rolls as dead,
brothers from whom nothing has been heard for years. I met a brother
this last winter, who had been away from his lodge for twenty-five years
and complained that he could hear nothing from it. I enquired into the
matter and found his name erased and reported dead. This is all wrong,
and no lodge has any right to erase a name until they know the brother is
dead, not merely reported so.

3. I find in our Grand Secretary’s office a vast collection of masonic
works, which are rapidly going to waste for the want of a proper place to
keep them. This matter should be carefully and promptly considered, as
they are valmable. His office is wholly insufficient for the work we are re-
quiring him to do, and I recommend that the committee on Ways and Means
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be instructed to take action in this line, also that he be provided with a sap-
ply of suitable filing boxes and various other things which space forbids me
to mention.

4. That the rule requiring Masters to cause to be read in open lodge,
the constitution, rules, decisions and proceedings of the Grand Lodge, be ro
emphasized as to make it obligatory, taking no excuse for its not being
done. This would help the Grand Master, as each one will find that nine-
tenths of the questions asked are already answered in the law, and all that
is necessary is to read.

5. That prompt action be taken regarding our committee on Forcign
Correspondence. We are sadly behind all other jurisdictions, and we are
now in & condition where it is expected of us to be in the front rank and
reasonably so too. That an appropriation be made the Grand Secretary
for office help, that he may have time in which to see that this report is
made, for if it is put upon him to do, you can depend upon its being done.

6. Irecommend an appropriation for compiling a suitable analytical in-
dex to subjects considered by the Grand Masters, as recorded in their copies
of letters sent.

7. That section 2, article XII constitution, be amended so as to terminate
the warrant of lodges under dispensation on April 30, the same as chartered
lodges. We are growing so fast that it is hard work to complete the re-
ports on returns in time for Grand Lodge, and it is desirable to do before
instead of after the annual communication, much work pertaininz to the
issnance of charters.

8. That all old lodges needing books of demits, diplomas and compen-
dinms be furnished same at one-half cost. We furnish them free to all
new lodges, and it would be no more than fair thai old lodges be furnished
at half price, thus inducing their use and securing systemn and uniformity.

9. Thatimmediate steps be taken to induce other Grand Lodges, in con-
nection with our own, to require traveling Masons to carry a regular diploma
and that the same be verified every year at most. The tramp is abroad and
at times works upon the generous inclined brethren, if nothing more serious.

10. That the committee on Returns, who3s work is more laborious than
others, be compensated.

11. That the name or title “Grand Custodian” be changed to “Grand
Instructor,” which he really is.

12. That the committee on Jurisprudence take proper action on the
queries left over from last year.

13. Thatall Master Masons read carefully and thorougzhly aletter printed
in the proceedings of 5880, from Past Grand Master Jordan to M.".W.".Bro.".
Qakley, then Grand Master, as it contains much better advice than I am able
to give, regarding the hungering and thirsting for other secret organiza-
tions, ete.,

14. That definite action be taken regarding the monitor to be used. I
find many different works in use and as we are laboring for uniformity in
work, let us have a standard monitor.

15. That the time of holding the annual communications of the Grand
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Lodge be fixed as follows: The annual communicalions of the Grand
Lodge shall be held on the Wednesday immediately following the fourteenth
day of June, of each year, at such hour as the Grand Master may appoint.
This will enable the Grand Custodian to hold a three. days lodge of instruc-
tion, one day for each degree, and the standing committees can have time
to perform their duties and thus lessen the labor and save the time of the
Grand Lodge. This saving of time and labor becomes necessary from the
fact that our Grand Lodge is increasing in membership so rapidly as to
maxe it impracticable to hold long sessions, and renders it necessary to
do much of the work in committee. Meeting on Wednesday will give
sufficient time for committee work, which is not now the case; the Grand
Lodge would usually close on Thursday and all could reach home on the
morning of June 25, at latest. We would thus revive the Festival of Saint
John the Baptist, which is dear to the heart of every true Mason, and I
- earnestly recommend that this be done by requiring all lodges to install
their office-bearers on that day.

Under my orders W..Bro.". B. F. Rawalt, Grand Custodian, has held two
lodges cf instruction, one at Hastings and the one just closed here; from
his reports I am satisfied that we ought to have more of them. I call your
attention to the inadequate reward paid our Grand Custodian. It has taken
one-half to two-thirds of Bro.. Rawalt’s time during the year, and those of
you who are not in position to know, have no idea of the detriment it is to
one’s business; and for this sacrifice, hard work, sleepless nights, long rides
on freight trains, etc., we pay his actual expenses and five dollars per day
when actnally engaged, when we should pay twelve to fifteen hundred dol-
lars per annum and expenses, and then amend our law so his appointment
shall be for three years and he be required to devote all his time to the
work and visit each lodge during the year, or when this is not practicable,
call two or three lodges together, and instruct them. To Bro.’. Rawalt I am
indebted for many kindnesses and much valuable assistance.

I cannot close without referring to the efficient help I have received from
Brother Bowen. Only those who have labored in the Grand Master's office
can appreciate the very efficient help he is, not only capable but willing to
give assistance, and to many of his original ideas is this Grand Jurisdiction
indebted for the high rank it takes in the masonic world.

SPECIAL SESSTONS.

dJuly 15,°84, I presided over the ceremonies of laying the corner stone
of the State Capitol building, a full account of which appears in our 5884
proceedings.

March 3, ’85, with the assistance of Past Grand Master James R. Cain
and your Grand Custodian, I dedicated Freemasons Hall at Humboldt.
After the ceremonies were concluded, we were conduected to the Opera House,
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where a banquet was spread, after which suitable toasts were responded to.
It was truly a “feast of reason and flow of soul.”

Owing to the fact that Past Grand Master Furnas has been absent from
Nebraska nearly all the time since our last communication, I have not been
able to collect as perfect a history of the Orphans Educational Fund as I had
determined to. Brother Furnas will present a detailed statement. Ithasbeen
impossible for this dear brother to attend to this matter, as he himself wished,
overburdened as he has been with official duties for the last year, and I hope
suitable resolution will be passed at this communication concerning the
valuable official labors, as well as masonic interest, taken on Masons’ Day
at New Orleans, by this illustrious brother.

CONCLUSION.

Finally, brethren of the Grand Lodge, my record is before you. My
labors as Grand Master are nearly over and I can say that personally, or by
my representative W... Bro.. Rawalt, nearly two-thirds of the lodges have
been visited, and my only regret is that I could do no more, as I find that
the system of official visitations is conducive to more good than one can
well imagine.

. For seven years I have labored among you to the best of my ability, to
promote the greatness of our ancient and honorable institution, and especi-
ally the Grand Lodge of Nebraska. I have contributed my mite, my vote
and what infiuence I had for its good. You have honored me more than I
deserved or even expected, having bestowed upon me every elective office in
your power, excepting secretary and treasurer. I do not expect, having
reached the highest honor attainable in Ancient Craft Masonry, to be an
idler, but to always be found ready to do my share so far as my ability will
permit for the good of masonry and the world. I cannot close without
tendering my thanks to this Grand Lodge for its kind and fraternal help; to
all the grand officers I am under obligations, as they have steadily shown a
desire to assist and strengthen me.

Owing to a long and severe illness, very soon after the closing of the
Grand Lodge last year, and business of such nature as to absorb all my
time and talent, I have not been able to do what I promised myself to do
when installed. I have fallen far short, but feel that ¥ have done my
best. What errors I may have committed, have been of the brain and not
of the heart. T shall soon restore to you the badge of authority so gener-
ously given me one year ago, and my only wish is that it may be given one
far more capable and worthy.

The Grand Master’s address was, on motion, referred to
Brothers Lininger, 3, Hastings, 19, and Lowe, 11, for sub-
division and reference, as was also the following report

from the Grand Secretary:

In Geanp LoODGE, June 23, 5885.
To the Grand Lodge:

I report performance of the duties of the year, including the issuance
on September 30, ’84, of our June 24 and 25, '84 proceedings, and by
August 15, of the last of the seventeen charters ordered at last Grand
Lodge, all records having been returned to these lodges before that date,
and the new books and blanks having been supplied by August 9. If the
Grand Lodge is willing to continue this prompt manner of dispatching its
business, this year’s charters can be issued a month earlier, by July 15.

Under the rebate-credit system the annual returns, mn duplicate with
appertaining funds, were received in May from all chartered lodges but
one, and that lodge sent one copy with funds by May 8. Of our one
hundred and twenty-one chartered lodges, ninety-eight had their returns
with funds in by May 7, thus securing (if the returns were “reasonably
accurate and well made)” the full credit of twenty-five cents per capita
the other twenty-three chartered lodges earned smaller credits varying
from twenty-four cents to four cents per capita. Under the direction of
the Grand Master his eighteen lodges under dispensation promptly sent
in their statements of work dome, with the appertaining funds. I am
therefore enabled to submit the Grand Lodge ledger with every account
closed to June 15,’85, and the committee on Accounts, W.".Bro.. John
J. Mercer, 4, veteran chairman, has had same in hand for two days. The
returns and statements of work have been referred to R..W.. Bro.". Eben
K. Long, 11, veteran chairman of the committee on Returns; the report
of that committee will be submitted to you in printed form. And the
records of the eighteen lodges under dispensation have been in the hands
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of W... Bro.. George B. France, 56, veteran chairman, since yesterday, and
I learn that the report of that hard worked committee is now ready for
submission to you.

The returns, statements of work, funds, petitions for charters, etc.,
being promptly received, the above named committees have had time to
thoroughly do their work, and the beneficial effects of such promptness
will be felt in many ways hereafter. The ethics of our society do not
come under the supervision of this office; but as the Craft learn to be
prompt in our business matters, so will they become prompt in "relief,
exacting in morals and foremost in good works.

The efforts of this office have been made effective during the year by
the aid afforded by the Grand Master, M..W.. John J. Wemple; his
interest in the operations of this office has been beneficial to the society
and the Grand Secretary; and such supervision by the Grand Master
over this office should be continued, especially in so busy a year as this
has been,

The Black Book is compiled from the annual returns of the lodges, and
had the proofs I sent out for correction been retarned a little more
promptly I could have submitted the third edition, including all changes
up to April 30, ’85, at this session. As it is, the book is in type, is
partly printed and can be issued at an early day. In this connection I
propose the use of a fourth character or arbitrary sign, for the purpose now
verbally explained. If authorized by the Grand Lodge, its use will permit
the general and speedy publication throughout our jurisdiction of valua-
ble information.

I submit:

The votes on the three amendments to the constitution of the Grand
Lodge which were proposed at our last annual communication and ask
that same be referred to a committee for verification of my canvass.

[Roman type gives the law as it is, the proposed erasures are so indi-
cated, and the additions are in italics.]

Article XII. Section 4. ‘“No warrant or dispensation for the institu-
tion of a new lodge shall be granted for a less sum than &fteen twenty-five
dollars, and no charter shall be granted for a less sum than thirty-five
fifty dollars in addition to the dispensation fee herein provided for.”

A communication from the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, June 5, 85,
with reference to the use of diplomas, seeking to guard masonic lodges
against the approach of cowans and eavesdroppers, while affording as
easy access as possible to all true Brethren.

A communication from the Lakeside Home, Toronto, being (in com-
formity with the deed of gift of R..W..Bro.. J. Ross Robertson of the
Grand Lodge of Canada) a hospital for sick children without charge to the
children of Freemasons.

A communication from the “Gran Logia de Libres y Aceptados
Masones del Districts Federal ” of Mexico, seeking recognition.

Some years since Grand Master Tulleys recommended that new lodges
be furnished with the necessary books and blanks, and as that plan has
become well established, I propose that it be incorporated in our law. For
several years I have been selling to the old lodges at cost the books and
blanks they needed, the funds going into the Grand Lodge treasury, and
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this plan I think shonld be perpetuated. I therefore offer the following
amendments to our by-laws:

Section -—— Each new lodge on being chartered shall be furnished by
the Grand Lodge, (through the Grand Secretary and under direction of the
Grand Master) without charge, the following books and blanks, viz: One
record book, one ledger, one compendium, one book of one hundred blank
demits numbered and with stubs, one book of one hundred blank uniform
Nebraska diplomas numbered and with stubs, one book of one hundred
blank receipts for dues, one book of one hundred blank orders on treasurer,
one visitors register, one hundred blank petitions for initiation, one hund-
red blank petitions for admission, and one hundred sheets of headed
paper.

Section The Grand Secretary shall keep in stock for sale at cost to
the subordinate lodges all the books and blanks enumerated in section ——
the proceeds to be paid into the treasury of the Grand Lodge; the funds so
received may be used, under direction of the Grand Master, for the pur-
chase of further supplies of such books and blanks.

In sending out the blank annual returns this year I entered thereon the
number of each class of Masons remaining on the rolls May 1, 5884, and
also entered the debtor and credit balances of each lodge. As a conse-
quence but eight chartered lodges now owe the Grand Lodge anything.
That this excellent feature in our domestic affairs may be continued I
offer the following amendment to our by-laws:

Section The Grand Secretary shall annually notify the secretaries
of the sums remaining due from or to each subordinate lodge on the
twentieth day of April. And on the tenth day of June of each year he
shall close the account of each subordinate lodge preparatory to submit-
ting same to the Grand Lodge at its annual communication.

I again invite the attention of the Grand Lodge to the necessity of
sooner Qr later reprinting its proceedings from 5857 to 5874 a period of
seventeen years. During the earlier years of my service the Grand Lodge
could not afford to largely engage in this work, and during late years I
have been too busy to urge the undertaking. The work should be under-
taken while Brothers Jordan, Armstrong, Wheeler, Furnas, Deuel, Hill,
Dunham and I are still living, we having been residents of Nebraska since,
or earlier than, 1857; some who could have greatly aided in this work,
Brothers Irish, Welch, Graff and others, have already departed, and the
time will soon come when uncertainties cannot be decided. I recommend
that a certain appropriation be made annually to be expended by the
Grand Secretary in stereotyping, not printing, a reprint, such expenditure to
be under the supervision of the Grand Master. My idea of a reprint is that
of the Grand Chapter of Nebraska, with like copious indexes of subjects
and names.

During the year I have prepared the authorized blank pay-rolls, being
assisted by W..Bro.". Francis E. White, 6, veteran chairman of the com-

mittee on Pay-roll. ¢ Fraternally,
WM.

March 28, by request of Clay Centre Lodge, U..D."., I attended and
took charge of the lodge and buried Brother Burt, of Clay Centre Lodge,
U..D. ., with the honors of masonry.

March 29, by order of M.".W.-. John J. Wemple, and bearing his proxy, I
visited Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, and gave instructions, and found the
lodge in a flourishing condition, and made full report to the Grand Master
at that time.

February 9, opened Grand Custodian’s Lodge of Instruction in hall of
Hastings Lodge, No. 50, and held same for six days and nights, and exem-
plified the work and lectures, giving two days and nights to each of the
degrees.

It gives me pleasure to report
that I find all ready, willing and anxious to become proficient in the
established work and lectures as ordered by the Grand Lodge, and I can
see the lodges are rapidly approaching a uniform work; and if Ihave been
instrumental in bringing about the approach of a uniform work and
lectures I shall feel that I have not labored in vain, for this one object is
what I have given time and hard study to bring about, realizing that in a
uniform work harmony would prevail in its perfection. In my labors of
the year I have been greatly assisted by the Grand Master and other Grand
Officers, and especially to Bro.. A. Campbell, of MecCook, for kindness in
granting permits to ride on trains that do not carry passengers regular.
This has on several occasions enabled me to reach places on time which I
could not have done otherwise.

In closing this report, I desire to say that my experience convinces me
that general schools are not a success; that there is not enough good acz-
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complished to justify the time and expense; that the instructor should
visit the several lodges, and there give the instruction, then all present
hear for themselves and not by proxy: thus would the entire membership
be stimulated to perfect themselves. And to the Grand Officers and
brethren that I have met and labored with during the year,I thank you for
the kindnesses you one and all have extended to me. At times the load
has been heavy, but with all the cares and trials, you one and all have
always met me with smiles and encouraging words, and this has and still
cheers me to fight on the great battle of life, ever remembering in whom
we have trusted. Our trust being in God, he will bring us at last to that
Grand Lodge that is far above.

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Section 17, Article V, of the by-laws relative to Masonic
offenses now reads as follows:

“In case an accused brother shall plead guilty, such plea may be accepted
as evider.ce, and shall render the taking of further proof unnecessary; but
such plea shall not excuse the lodge from voting upon the question of
guilt or innocence and the lodge shall proceed to decide the deqgree of punish-
ment as provided in Section two (2), Article siz (VI), of these by-laws.

R..W..Bro.. Long, 11, presented the following report from
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the committee on Returns; unanimous consent was given
to consideration of the proposed change in the law, and the
amendment was adopted without dissent:

To the M. W.. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Returns, to whom was referred recommendation
No. 7, Grand Master’s address, have considered the subject, and would
recommend that Section 2, Article XII, be amended as follows: Strike
out, commencing with the word “first,” in line eighteen, up to and includ-
ing the word “ holden,” line nineteen, and insert “upon the 80th of April
preceding the annual communication of the Grand Lodge.”

M..W..Bro.. Warren, 2, introduced the following report
from the committee on Jurisprudence; the Grand Lodge
consented to the immediate consideration of the proposed
amendment of the by-laws, and the proposed amendment
was adopted:

In accordance with the recommendatior: of the Grand Master, your com-
mittee on Jurisprudence presents the following amendment to the by-laws
of this Grand Lodge:

Insert at the end of Section one (1), the following, “a committee on cod-
ification of the law.”

Add to Section two (2), the following paragraph:

“It shall be the duty of the committee on codification of the law, to di-
gest the various decisions of the Grand Master and committee on Juris-
prudence, reconcile the same, and incorporate them into the law in the
form of additional by-laws or rules.”

M..W..Bro.. IHayes, 55, presented the following report
from the committee on Jurisprudence, which was considered
by sections and was adopted, except so much as recom-
mends disapproval of the Grand Master’s decision No. 1. A
motion to sustain the committee’s disapproval of decision No.

1. Regarding the decision of the M..W... Grand Master, we approve de-
cisions Nos. 2, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 18, 14, 16, 17, 18 and 19, and disap-
prove Nos. 1, 15, and would approve No. 3 after striking out the words
“but question the propriefy.”
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2. As to decision No. 6, we approve the construction placed upon the
law by the Grand Custodian, and recommend no change.

3. Your committee can conceive of circumstances where it might be
right and perfectly proper for lodges to own real estate jointly with other
organizations, but recommend that it only be done with the knowledge and
consent of the M.~ W.". Grand Master.

4. Replying to the following query of Bro.. John W. Bowen, of Jasper
Lodge, No. 122, we answer in the negative:

Does it require a special dispensation for a public installation?
J. W. BowkN, Jasper Lodge, No. 122,

5. To the following query of Bro.. H. A. Spiher, of Fidelity Lodge, No.
51, we also answer in the negative:
After a petition for initiation has been reported on by the committee, can said petition

be returned without a ballot?
H. A. SPIHER, Fidelity Lodge, No. 51.

6. To the following query of Bro.". Henry A. Guild, Pomegranate Lodge,
No. 110, we reply: Where a petitioner shows that he has been rejected by
another lodge, all proceedings should be delayed until a waiver of jurisdiction
has been received from the rejecting lodge. A waiver of jurisdiction un-
der such circumstances is a withdrawal of objections. Upon receipt of
such waiver the petition canbe referred as in other cases. The secretary of
the lodge, under the direction of the master, should ask for such waiver
over the petitioner.

A. B. petitions for initiation into lodge C. In his petition he admits that helives within
the jurisdiction of lodge D., by which lodge he has been rejected. His petition is received
and referred. Subsequently, a report from the committee is called for, when a member of
the commitlee moves that its chairman be instructed toinform the petitioner that it will be
necessary for him, before lodge C. can do anything in his case, that he procure a waiver of
jurisdiction from lodge D., and also a withdrawal of objection to his initintion, the
ground taken being, that it is the duty of a lodge to see that candidates come possessed of
the requisite qualifications, and not to possess them of the same.

The Master, however, refused to entertain the motion, and directed the secretary to
write to lodge D., asking for a waiver of jurisdiction, and a withdrawal of objection, in the
case of A. B.

Now, query: Was such action on the part of the Master regular, and in harmony with
the law and usages of Frecemasonry ?

With regard to the following queries, found on page 40, of our '84 pro-
ceedings, your committee report that they can see no difference in prinei-
ple between wholesale and retail liquor dealers. But so far as this com-
mittee can ascertain there is now no law in this jurisdiction prohibiting
Master Masons from engaging in the liquor traffic.

Does a Master Mason of this jurisdiction, engaging in the wholesale liquor business, sub-
ject himself to Masonie discipline?
2d. Should charges be made against a Brother Master Mason who does cngage in (he
wholesale liquor business?
Wt S. RANDALL, Master Fairfield Lodge, No. 84.
Does the rule in regard to saloon keepers apply to persons engaged in the wholesale lig-
uor business?
C. M. CarTER, Lancaster Lodge, No. 54.

All of which is fraternally submitted.
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Bro... Crites, 6, offered the following resolution :

Resolved, That it is the sense of this Grand Lodge that it is a Ma-
sonic offense for a Mason to engage in the retailing of intoxicating liquors
as a beverage.

M. W. . Bro.. Hastings, 19, moved to amend by inserting
the words, “or wholesaling ;” and as thus amended the reso-
lution was adopted.

A resolution prescribing the duties of lodges under the
above resolution was introduced and laid on the table.

The following report, from the committec on Charity, was
adopted:

To the M. .W.. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Charity, to whom was referred the subject matter
of the letter of Grand Master Orendorf, of Kentucky, would report that we
have had the same under consideration, and that we heartily concur in the
object and purposes of the magnificent charity organized and being car-
ried out by the Masons of Kentucky. It reflects credit upon them, and
honor upon the whole Fraternity. We recommend the newspaper—The
Masonic Home Journal—to the consideration of the members of this Grand
Lodge, and suggest that they subscribe for the same, and thus contribute
to the building up of one of tha noblest charities in existence, and at the
same time procure for themselves a journal replete with literary merit.

We further recommend that the thies hundred dollars received from
M.~ W.. D. M. Browning, Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Illinois, be
covered into the Relief Fund of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska.

Regarding the matter of diplomas or credentials to be furnished to
traveling brethren, we would recommend that the matter be referred to a
committee of three, of whom the Grand Secretary shall be one, to corres-
pond with the various Grand Lodges relative to the advisability of requit-
ing each Master Mason in good standing in their jurisdictions to be furn-
ished with a diploma. We would further recommend that each subordinate
lodge in this jurisdiction be required to furnish each Master Mason in good
standing with a diploma, and that the same be verified each year.

We further recommend that the prayer of Bro.. C. N. Barnes, of Waco
Lodge, No. 80, applying for aid, be not granted.

We further recommend that one hundred (100) dollars be donated to
Corinthian Lodge, No. 83, to e expended for the relief of Bro... Peter L.
Frazer, an indigent brother, eighty-four years of age.

Bro.". Stark, 68, presented the following report from the

special committee of which he was chairman; the report
was received :
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To the M. W.. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your special committee beg leave to report that they find the following
to be the votes of approval and rejection, on the following proposed
amendments to our constitution:

The Grand Master then put the questions:

“Shall the proposed amendment to Section 4, Article XII
of the constitution, [increasing fees for dispensations and
charters for new lodges] be adopted?” which proposed
amendment was concurred in.

“Shall the proposed amendment to Article II, of the con-
stitution, [making Past Grand Wardens members of the
Grand Lodge] be adopted?” which proposed amendnient
was not concurred in.

“Shall the proposed amendment to Article II, of the con-
stitution, [making Past Masters members of the Grand
Lodge] be adopted?” which proposed amendment was lost.

Bro.. Dinsmore, 49, presented and read the following re-
port from the committee on Ways and Means; it was reread
and considered by sections, and was adopted:
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To the M. .W.. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Ways and Means, make the following report:

We find the Grand Secretary’s office so crowded from floor to ceiling
that there is not adequate space left for the prompt and ready dispatch
of the duties devolving on him as Secretary. But few if any of us would
think we could work in so close quarters.

We find his office deficient in the matter of filing pigeon hole cases,
filing case, tables, desks, etc., the tables now in use being borrowed. We
also find that our Grand Secretary has so labeled and numbered all papers,
cases and packages that any matter wanted can be readily found; in fact,
we find the system as near perfection as is usually found in the best regu-
lated offices. We recommend that immediate steps be taken to secure a
more commodious office; that steps be taken to procure a fire proof vault
for the storage of the most valuable papers and documents of the Secre-
tary’s office; we recommend that from theunexpended balance in the
Grand Treasurer’s hands the following appropriations be made and ex
pended by the Grand Secretary, with the conmsent and approval of the
Grand Master, viz.:

For commencing the reprinting, indexing and stereotyping
of the proceedings of this Grand Body from 1857 to 1874,

or such a portion of the same as may be, the sum of........ $500.

We find that the proceedings of other Grand Jurisdictions in the Sec-
retary’s office are being badly damaged, if not entirely destroyed, for the
want of proper binding. We therefore recommend that the sum of $250
be appropriated to commence the binding of such reports, to be expended
by the Grand Secretary upon the approval of the Grand Master.

We recommend that $800 be appropriated to defray the miscellaneous
expenses of the Grand Secretary’s office for the coming year. For the
payment of clerk hire employed by our Grand Master, which he is too
modest to charge in his bill of expenses, the sum of $50. For the pay-
ment of assistant employed by Grand Secretary during the year 1884,
$100; for assistant to Grand Secretary for the year 1885, the sum of $250.
For Grand Tiler for present session, $10.

That part of the Grand Master’s address referred to us, relating to the
compiling an analytical index to letters sent, we would recommend that
the sum of $50 be appropriated to pay for the same, when compiled under
the direction of our Grand Secretary.

That part of the Grand Secretary’s report referred to us, relating to the
furnishing of books, blanks and other supplies to old lodges, we would
recommend that the Grand Secretary be instructed to furnish blanks and
books required for the old lodges at one-half cost; that the sum of $250
be appropriated, to be expended by him with the consent of the Grand
Master to carry this recommendation into effect.
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We recommend that the sum of $200, to be expended in procuring
necessary assistance in preparing for reprint the proceedings of this
Grand Body from 1857 to 1874, as suggested by that portion of the report
of the Grand Secretary referred to your committee.

We are assured by the Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha that they will
erect during the present year a building adjoining this which will contain
a fire-proof office, which will be duly tendered to this Grand Body as a
Grand Secretary’s office, rent free. Should this be domne, it will not only
be desirable, but almost a 'necessity that the same be at once accepted, and
to make the same available, we would recommend that the Grand Secre-
tary be instructed to draw his warrant on the Grand Treasurer for the
furnishing and equipping the same in a convenient manner, all expendi-
tures to be made with the approval of the Grand Master. We recommend
that the sum of $50 be appropriated to pay Bro.. E. K. Long for his time
in compiling the report on lodge returns.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

M..W. Bro.. Oakley, 19, laid before the Grand Lodge the
following report from the committee on Grievances, which
was coneurred in, excepting thelast part [numbered 5,] which
was not adopted:

To the M. .W.:. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska.:

Your committee on Grievances submit the following report:

1. In the case of William P. Grantham, a suspended member of Rock
Bluffs Lodge, who asks for a remission of dues, amounting to six dollars at
date of suspension, we recommend that the dues be remitted and that the
Grand Secretary be, and he is hereby, authorized to issue a demit to the
said Bro.'. William P. Grantham.

2. Your committee to whom was referred the application of Bro..
James H. Stewart, of Waco, for demit, would recommend that upon pay-
ment of Grand Lodge dues, if any, the Grand Secretary be, and he is
hereby, authorized to grant a demit.

3. In the matter of application for reinstatement of John W. Tew,
expelled from Washington Liodge, No. 21, of Blair, Neb., on the 8th day of
January, 1884; we recommend that the matter be laid over for one year,
and the application be referred back to said Washington Lodge for re-ap-
plication.

4. Your committee to whom was referred the matter of appeal of Bro.".
Clark Shelly, J.".W.., of Falls City Lodge, No. 9, beg leave to report: that
they have had the same under consideration, and find that the accused
plead guilty as charged, and the lodge erred in not proceeding to pass
some grade of punishment under the laws. The appeal of Bro.. Clark
Shelly, J.".W.., of said Falls City Lodge, is hereby sustained, and Falls City
Lodge, No. 9, is hereby directed and required to take up the case and find

degree of punishment upon him.

All subordinate lodges should understand that when a brother is
clearly found guilty, either by confession or by positive proof, it is the
bounden duty of the lodge to proceed to pass sentence,and that a verdict
of not guilty in such cases is highly irregular and censurable.

5. Your committee to which has been referred the appeal of Champion
8. Chase from the decision of Capitol Lodge No. 8, wherein said Capitol
Lodge expelled said appellant from membership therein, beg leave to re-
port: that we have carefully examined the same, and in the judgment of
your committee the punishment inflicted was excessive, whereupon your
committee recommend that the sentence of said lodge be modified and
said Champion 8.

bers of the lodge, or fractional part thereof.

2. It shall be the duty of the Nebraska Masonic Relief Committee, under
the direction of the Grand Master, to take cognizance of all charities incum-
bent upon this masonic jurisdiction, consider the best means to provide
therefor, receive and disburse all funds pertaining thereto, and dispense
at gsuch times and in such manner as shall be considered most practicable
and effective all charity, relief and assistance, and make annual return to
the Grand Lodge of their proceedings and accounts.
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3. It shall be the duty of the Nebraska Masonic Relief Committee to
provide such system as will best prevent imposition upon the several
subordinate lodges, and result in a perfect co-operation in all matters of
charity.

4. 1Its officers shall be as follows: The Grand Master shall be ex-officio
president. There shall be elected annually at such time as the Grand
Master shall designate a secretary and a treasurer, at which time the Grand
Master may select one vice president for each lodge.

5. The representatives of any lodges holding concurrent jurisdiction
shall constitute subordinate committees and shall annually elect a president
and secretary, and in all things be subordinate to the Nebraska Masonic
Relief Committee, and be governed by such regulations as it may impose.

M..W. Bro.. Furnas, 4, submitted the following report
from the committee on Foreign Correspondence, which was
adopted :

To the M.".W. . the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to which was referred that
portion of the M.~ W... Grand Master’s address pertaining to the recogni-
tion of the Grand Lodges of Mexico and South Australia, has performed
its duty as well as the limited time given it would permit and report as
follows:

The application of the Grand Lodge of the Republic of Mexico for
recognition, comes before us in proper form and with features strongly
recommending it to our favor. But without here entering into details, your
committee is of opinion further information should be in possession of
this Grand TLodge before recognition is extended. To thisend we ask that
the Grand Secretary be instructed to obtain all possible information on
this question, more particularly as to the existence of other masonic or-
ganizations in the Republic and communicate the same to this Grand
Lodge at its next annual communication.

As to the application from South Australia the committee are of opin-
ion we should first know the position and action, if any, of the Grand
Lodge of England before this Grand Lodge acts in the matter.

In the matter of Dr. John J. Solomon making certain claims on the
Fraternity, your committee, after a careful examination of all the papers
placed in ifs hands, can find no legitimate claims as to membership in the
Fraternity, and therefore recommend the dismissal of the whole matter
from further consideration in this jurisdiction.

As to the matter of a National Relief Association your committee is,
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with the light before it, unable to see the propriety of this Grand Lodge
-entering into that line of work.

The Grand Orator W..Bro.. William Leese, 38, now
delivered the following oration; on motion a copy was
requested for publication with these proceedings, and thanks
returned for the interesting and carefully prepared ad-
dress.

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge
of Nebraska:

The twilight of another masonic year has grown dim in the horizon,
and the softening touch of time has concealed within her bosom the
pleasing memories and the bitter disappointments of another yeax.

As we peruse the pages of the old historians, we find various periods
mentioned as the starting point of our time-honored institution. Some
have based their arguments on solid, indisputable, fixed facts, while others
have wreathed them with the bright flowers of fancy, surrounded them
with the halo of song, and peopled them with creatures of their own
bright imagination. And yet, when I look back on the path that has been
trod by so many illustrious men, notwithstanding so many !and-marks
are visible to guide me on my way for information, I hesitate and pause
as on the brink of some dreadful abyss. When I realize to what depths
of antiquity they have penetrated, the work that has been performed,
delving among the musty records and archives of ancient Freemasonry,
and the rich fruits of their toil brought forth, I start out on my journey
with fear and a trembling footstep.

Freemasonry is the oldest institution on the earth, its advocates date its
origin at the creation, and this the A. D. 1885, is the 5885th Masonic year;
and that our institution has ever been held in the same high estimation as
at the present time, is evidenced by the fact that Kings, Princes and
Potentates, the highest, best and wisest men of every age and country,
have leveled themselves with the fraternity, patronized their assemblies,
and when designated as a Freemason always considered themselves honored.

We read in the book of Genesis that the earth was peopled with the
descendants of Noah, and at this early time Freemasonry was known. We
read in chapter 11, 3rd verse, these words : “And they said to one another,
‘go to, let us make brick and burn them thoroughly, and we will build a
tower, whose top may reach unto the heavens, and let us make us a name
lest we be scattered abroad upon the face of the earth,’ And the Lord
came down to see the tower which the children of men builded and said,
‘Behold, the people are one, and they have all one language, and this
they begin to do,’and for their vanity the Lord confounded their language
and scattered them abroad upon the face of the earth.” And thereby oc-
casioned that which they had endeavored to avoid, and hence the tower
was called Babel or confusion.
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Herodotus says, upon the top of this tower was an observatory, by the
use of which the Babylonian masons advanced their skill in geometry and
astronomy beyond all other nations, for we learn that in the year B. C.
331, when Alexander took Babylon, Calisthenes, the wise philosopher who
accompanied him, found that the people had astronomical observations
for 1903 years before their time, which carries the account back as far as
115 years after the flood and 15 years after the building of the tower of
Babel. And we will show you that after the dispersion from Shinar, they
still carried with them their knowledge of masonry and advanced it to a
greater degree of perfection, and we will trace from this time, its history
as a continued and connected whole, by symbols, similar customs, the
sciences, arts and laws.

Nimrod, the son of Cush, the grandson of Ham, began to be a mighty
one on the earth. He founded the first great empire in Shinar or Babylon
and became the Grand Master or overseer of all the Masons after the gen-
eral migration. He built many cities in the empire of Shinar, as described
in Genesis, chapter 10, and under him flourished a learned class of mathe-
maticians, whose successors were styled magi or wise men, by way of emi-
nence for their superior knowledge.

The people dispersed from Shinar at varions times, commencing 154
years after the flood, and traveling north, south, east and west, aided by
their superior knowledge and skill, notwithstanding their language had
been confounded, as they had agreed upon certain signs and grips where-
by thsy might know each other should they meet in distant parts of the
earth, which gave rise to the univeral custom among Masons conversing
with each other without speaking, and of recognizing each other by cer-
tain signs and tokens.

The second son of Ham, noted for his skill and might, first settled in
Egypt and was the progenitor of the line of native kings called Pharoahs.
The era of Mizriam or Menes varies in time from 2188, according to the
bible, to 3643 B. C., according to Bunsen, one of the most learned writers
of Germany. The first dynasty lasted for 253 years from Mizriam to
Hespu, comg-ising five kings. Mizriam or Mcnes, the second son of Ham,
leads the colouies into Egypt and was the founder of the first Egyptian
empire, 2188 years B. C. which lasted 1663 years. His skill in masonry is
exemplified by his works. Memphis, founded by Mizriam, who according
to Herodotus, changed the bed of the Nile and made a high embankment
fourteen miles above the city to protect it from inundation. The remains
of this embankment still exist. Thebes, the beautiful city described by
Homer as the city of 100 gates, was celebrated for its many magnificent
palaces and temples. It supplanted Memphis, the ancient capital of the
Pharaohs ;

At the Persian conquest Cambyses obtained trom this city two million
pounds, and ruined many of the noblest monuments of masonry, and its
grandeur departed when Alexander laid the foundation of the city of his
name.

Recent excavations have brought to light many valuable remains as far
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oack as the eleventh dynasty. The gregt pyramids of Egypt, being the
supposed sepulchres of ancient kings, the greatest being considered the
first of the seven wonders of the world. It measures 481 feet in hight and is
764 feet square at its base. In its construction 100,000 masons were em-
ployed for 30 years, or what is more probable, for 50 years, during the
whole reign of Cheops, which is dated at 2123 B. C. Some writers say it
was built of Arabian marble and others say it is artificial stone made on
the spot. The operations of General Vise recently gave rise to the dis-
covery of hieroglyphics of red ochre on the blocks of granite. They con-
tained the names and titles of kings, numerals and directions for the
position of materials and many masonic emblems, and no doubt can re-
main but that masonry was well known at that time, carried hither by
Menes or Mizriam from Shinar.

The offspring of Shem traveled into the south and east of Great Asia
and preserved their original skill and much cultivated the arts.

Abram was born two years after the death of Noah. He had become
well skilled in the arts and sciences before leaving Ur. He traveled into
the land of the Canaanites, but becanse of a famine that prevailed in that
country he was forced with his family down into Egypt in the year B. C.
1920, according to Usher’s chronology of the Hebrew text. He communi-
cated his skill to the Canaanites, for which they honored him as a prince.
He transmitted his knowledge of masonry to all of his offspring. Isaac
did the same to his sons, and Jacob communicated his knowledge to his
family, of which we have an illustrious example in his son Joseph, who,
when he was sold into Egypt as a slave, retained such strong ideas of the
early instructions received that he excelled the Egyptian masons in knowl-
edge and was installed by the command of Pharaoh, the Grand Master
over all the masons of Egypt.

The descendants of Japheth occupied the Isles of the Gentiles, the
coast lands of the Meditteranean sea in Europe and Asia Minor, whence
they spread northwest over the whole continent of Europe and a consid-
erable portion of Asia.—Gen, x,v. Josephus identifies the descendants of
Tubal, the son of Japheth, with the Iberians that are the inhabitants of a
tract of country between the Caspian and Euxine seas.

Some writers contend that the mysteries of masonry can be traced
from Egypt to India, by Brahma; to China and Japan, by Buddha; to
Gaul and Britian, by Gomer. But be this as it may, I can find no account
of how long the posterity of Japheth in the north and west of Europe had
lost their skill, or how the knowledge thereof first came into the British
Isles, the earliest histories of the country being so interwoven with fables,
and perplexed with contrarieties that authors cannot agree where to begin,
how to go on, or where to end, so that the several parts of it may hang to-
gether with the color of truth. This, however, we do know, the Druids of
Britian had many of the masonic usages in their time. They believed
in the immortality of the soul. They held their assemblies in the woods
and groves, or under the branches of some wide-spreading oak, and what
they taught was committed to memory, and not on any account allowed
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to be written. And it is certain that the first inhabitants of Britain must
have brought with them no small knowledge of masonry, as is evidenced
by some very admirable skill displayed in architecture, the remains of
which are described by our very earliest writers, and in their day were so
defaced by the ravages of time that if was hard to determine what might
have been their original use.

In the year 1491 B. C., Moses, released from bondage, marched out of
Egypt with 600,000 men, besides the children, and for their sake, God
divided the Red Sea by that miraculous east wind, when they were pursued
by Pharoah and his hosts. This hegira of Moses occurred 430 years after
the first pilgrimage of their ancestors. Exodus 13th chapter. “And God
inspired Moses, Bezaleel and Aholiab with wisdom of heart.” See Exodus,
31st chapter. And they raised that curious tabernacle and situated it due
east and west to perpetuate that miraculous east wind by which their
mighty deliverance was wrought. Although it was not of stone or brick,
it was framed by geometry, and constructed according to the pattern that
God discovered unto Moses on Mount Sinai, and that was afterwards the
model of King Solomon’s temple.

Joshua succeeded Moses as the ruler and he marshalled the Israelites and
led them over Jordan into the promised land B. C. 1451. Having finished
his wars with the Canaanites, he fixed the tabernacle at Shiloe in Ephraim,
ordering the chiefs of Isracl to worship God, cultivate the land, and carry
on the grand design of architecturo in the best Mosaic style.

The Israelites made prodigious progress in the study of masonry,
having many expert artists in every tribe, who met in lodges or societies
for that purpose. We also learn from the old writers that the Romans
were pre-eminently an architectural race, and that the sciences and arts
connected with architecture include a vast range and are connected inti-
mately with the other attainments of an advanced civilization.

We can easily comprehend the progress that the lodges in those early
times made, when states were formed after the model of families, and the
religious and political constitution confusedly mingled. This character
was retained by the lodges, particularly the lodges of architecture, until the
fall of the Roman empire.

The city of Tyre was founded by the Sidonians B. C. 1252, and was
repaired and extended by Hiram in the year B. C. 1056 under whom it
flourished. Being a Mason, he enlarged Tyre, and extended it over a small
island. This part,rebuilt and fortified by Hiram, withstood the long siege
of the Assyrians, and suecessfully resisted a longer siege by Nebuchad-
nezzar. It was finally overcome by Alexander the Great, who filled the
space from the main land to the island and thus succeeded in reducing the
whole city.

During the reign of Hiram, the Israelites, on account of their prox-
imity to the Masons of Tyre and Sidon, had splendid opportunities for
improving their knowledge of the arts and at last attained to a very high
degreo of perfection, not alone in masonry, but also in the regularity and
discipline of their well formed lodges, which through all succeeding ages
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has been followed with no material changes. Thus link by link, and step
by step, we trace the forms of masonry from the year 101 after the flood.
For 1200 years we trace a similarity in their customs, arts, sciences, lodges
and discipline. Also by their signs and tokens as Masons, agreed upon
before their language was confounded at the building of the tower of
Babel. The general uniformity of the works of art in their appearance,
and especially in the early times, indicates most strongly the relation that
existed before the dispersion, and that the knowledge of Masonry acquired
at the building of the tower of Babel was retained and carried to the most
distant parts of the earth. See 1st Chron. Chap. xi, 7. In the year B. C.
1015 David was king of Israel and being old and stricken in years, and the
day was drawing nigh that he would die, and having taken Jebus the strong-
hold of Zion, which was called for him the ecity of David, but afterwards
and in his time, acquired the name of Jerusalem, he assembled the peo-
ple of Israel and informed them that he had an intention for a long time
to build a house of rest for the ark of the covenant of the Lord, and had
made great preparations for the building, but being a man of war and had
shed blood. the privilege of building it was denied him, and that it was the
divine will that the building should be undertaken by his son Solomon, and
requested them to assist him in 8o landable a work. On the death of David,
B. C. 1012, and the succession of Solomon to the throne, Hiram, king of
Tyre, who had ever been a lover of David, sent an embassy to Solomon
expressing great joy at Solomon's succession. Solomon was much pleased
with this and wrote to Hiram saying, “Thou knowest how that David, my
father, could not build a house unto the name of the Lord, for the wars
that were on him on every side, and the work had been left to me to begin
and finish in time of peace, and requested Hiram to let some of his people
go with his own workmen to Mount Lebanon to assist in hewing the cedar
trees, observing that “there is not among us any that has skill to hew
timber like unto the Sidonians” and promised for the workmen'’s wages
whatever Hiram should consider reasonable. When Hiram heard the
words of Solomon he rejoiced greatly, and wrote to Solomon saying, “I
have considsred the things which thou sendest to me for, and I will do all
things concerning timber of cedar and timber of fir, My workmen shall
bring them down from Lebanon unto the sea and I will convey them by
sea in floats unto the place that thou shalt appoint me. And thou shalt
accomplish my desire in giving food for my household.” And Solomon,
much pleased with this answer of the Tyrian king, ordered him a yearly
present of 20,000 measures of wheat and oil for his own household. 8ee 1st
Kings, Chap. v: 1-11, and the same quantity qf wheat, wine and. oil for
Hiram’s masons. Hiram sent the timber all hewed, squared and numbered
on floats by sea to Joppa where they were received by Solomon’s men and
conveyed by land to Jerusalem. He also sent him a man of his own name,
a Tyrian by birth, but of Israelitish descent, who was a second Bezaleel
and honored by his king with the title of father. He is described in two
places in Holy Writ. In 1st Kings, chapter vii: 13th, 14th and 15th verses,
and in 2nd Chronicles, chapter ii : 13th and 14th verses. In the first he is
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called a widow’s son of the tribe of Naphtali, and in the other, a son of a
woman of the daughters of Dan, but in both, that his father was a man of
Tyre. That is, that she was of the daughters of the city of Dan in the tribe
of Naphtali, and is called a widow of Naphtali as her husband was a Naph-
talite. See Numbers, chapter ii, verses 25-29. He is not called a Tyrian by
birth or descent, but a man of Tyre by habitation, as the Apostle Paul was
a man of Tarsus.

But the conclusions testify that God had endued Hiram with wisdom,
understanding and mechanical cunning to perform everything that Solo-
mon required. Not only in building the temple with all its costly magnifi-
cence, but also in founding, fathoming and framing all the Holy utensils
thereof according to geometry, and to find out every device that shall be
put to him. And that great light of masonry assures us that he fully
maintained his character in far larger works than those of Aholiab and
Bezaleel in building the tabernacle, and for which he will be loved and hon-
ored in all masonic lodges until the last stroke of the pendulum of time.
In Solomon's absence, he filled the chair as Deputy Grand Master, and in
his presence was his Grand Warden, or principal overseer, the master of all
the artists, as well those whom David had formerly procured from Tyre and
Sidon, as those Hiram should now send. The fellow-crafts were ordered
to be partitioned into lodges of a certain number, with a Master and War-
dens in each, to be duly paid, fed and clothed, and to take care of their
succession by educating the entered apprentices. Thus a lasting founda-
tion was laid for perfect harmony, love and friendship.

To carry on the stupendous work with greater ease and speed, Solomon
caunsed all the craftsmen to be numbered as follows: Rulers, 300; over-
seers, that were expert Master Masons, I Kings, 16th chap., 3,300; stone
squarers, polishers and sculptors, and hewers in the mountain and in the
quarries being able and ingenious fellow-craftsmen, 80,000; the levy out of
all Israel appointed to work in Lebanon one month in three, 10,000 each
month, 1 Kings, chap. v, verse 13th, 30,000. Besides the men of burthen, the
remains of the old Canaanites, 70,000, who were not included, there were
113,000 Freemasons employed in the temple, and all wero so arranged and
classed by the wisdom of Solomon that he was able to level the footstones
of this vast structure in the fourth year of his reign, the third after the
death of David, and the four hundred and eightieth after the children
of Israel passed the Red Sea. 1st Kings, 6th chapter, 1st verse.

The work was begun on Mount Moriah on Monday, the second day of
the month of Zif, which answers to the 21st of our April, and was carried
on with such wonderful speed, that it was finished in all its parts in little
more than seven years, which happened on the 8th day of the month Bul,
which answers to 23rd of our October. See 1st Kings, 6th chapter, 38th
verse. And what is still more astonishing, every piece of it, whether tim-
ber, stone or metal was brought ready cut and framed and polished to
Jerusalem, so that no other tools were wanted, or heard, than those which
were necessary to join the several parts together. All the noise of axe,
hammer and saw was confined to Lebanon, the quarry, and the plains of
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Zaradtha, that nothing might be heard among the Masons of Mount Zion,
save harmony and peace.

Solomon carried on other grand works by which he kept the fraternity
employed. He erected two palaces at Jerusalem for himself and his queen,
the stately hall of Judicature with his ivory throne, the Royal Exchange,
made by filling up the gulf between Mount Moriah and Mount Zion, with
strong arches, upon which many beautiful piazzas were erected, with lofty
collonading at each side, and between the columns, a spacious walk from
Zion castle to the temple. Besides many more costly edifices, and several
cities. And last of all, Tadmor, in the desert towards Syria, one day’s
journey from the Euphrates and six from Babylon. This place was in
later days called by the Greeks, Palmyra. The vast and glorious ruins of
this once great city, comprising marble pillars, arches and other grand re-
mains have been described at large and are to be seen by the traveler to this
day. All these and many more were finished in the short period of thirteen
years after the completion of the temple. Masonry was carried on to a
great extent throughout the kingdom of Israel, and many lodges were in-
stituted under Grand Master King Solomon, who annually assembled the
Grand Lodge at Jerusalem, to preserve and cement the fraternity, and
transmit their affairs to the remotest posterity. Three yearsbefore he died
he composed his penitential songs, the “ Ecclesiastes,” and died in the year
B. C. 975, aged 58 years. 2nd Chronicles, 9th chapter, 30th and 31st
verses; 1st Kings, 11th chapter, and 41st and 42d verses.

Time will not permit, or we would follow step by step the progress of
masonry from the consecration of the temple by Solomon until its destruc-
tion by Nebuchadnezzar and the captivity of the Jews, 416 years after it
was finished; the progress of the fraternity under Cyrus; his order to
rebuild the temple B. C. 536, and the succession of Cambyses, Artexerxes
and Darius, and the completion of the temple by Zerubbabel 20 years after
founding the same. The tearing down the temple by Herod and rebuilding
it anew for the purpose of reconciling to himself the affection of the Jews.
Josephus described the temple of Herod as a most admirable and mag-
nificent fabric of marble set off with the greatest profusion of rich and
costly decorations, and as the finest building on earth since the days of
Solomon. It being larger than the temple of Zerubbabel, besides having
advantages of the Grecian and Corinthian styles of architecture with all
their later improvements.

We could show you the state of masonry from the birth of the Saviour
to the restoration of the Augustan style in Italy, and from the landing of
Julius Ceaesar in Britian B. C. 55, until the accession of James 1st to the
crown of England in 1424, and from thence down to the union of the two
crowns A. D.1756, but t:me will not permit, and I thank you all for your
kind attention.
