HE Grand Lodge of the Most Ancient and Honorable
Fraternity of Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska 

convened and assembled in its twenty-ninth annual communi­
cation in Freemasons Hall, Omaha, Nebraska, on Tuesday, 
June 16, A.-.L.-. 5886, A.D. 1886, at half past seven o’clock 
in the evening, there being present:

and representatives from one hundred and nineteen of the one
hundred and thirty-six chartered lodges.

A lodge of Master Masons was opened in ample form as 
required by the law of Freemasonry in Nebraska.

* The figures indicate the lodge to which the brother named belongs.
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Brothers Milo C. Wilson, 3, John N. Westburg, 11, and 
Newel R. Wilcox, 39, were announced as the committee 
on Visitors, and Brothers John A. Ehrhardt, 41, Lewis 
Dunn, 2, and Velosco V. Leonard, 6, as the committee 
on Credentials. These committees were congregated by the 
Grand Master, and entered upon their labors, W.\ Brother 
Bradner D. Slaughter, 89, being temporarily added to the 
last-named committee.

It being ascertained by roll call that a constitutional num­
ber of lodges were represented, the Grand Lodge was de­
clared open for the dispatch of business, and proclamation 
thereof was made by the Grand Marshal.

R.-.W.-. Brother Milton J. Hull, Grand Senior Warden, 
now entered and took his station, and W.1. Brothers Francis 
E. White and John J. Mercer assumed their places as Grand 
Marshal and Grand Senior Deacon.

The Grand Master ordered that all Master Masons in good 
standing be admitted to seats in the Grand Lodge during this 
annual communication.

The Grand Master now delivered his
ADDRESS.

Brethren of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
Another year has sped its course, and I now call you to labor in this our 

twenty-ninth annual communication. This year has been one laden with 
blessings to our state and to our beloved brotherhood. Comparatively few 
of our numbers have been called to try the realities of the great beyond, and 
we have been blessed with health and abundance. Our lodges have been, 
in the main, prosperous, and discord has been practically unknown in our 
ranks. The Great All-seeing Eye has looked benignly upon us, and for His 
many blessings we should return our grateful homage. The great principles 
of our Order—Morality and Virtue — should characterize the conduct of 
every Mason among us, and while our hearts should well up with praises 
and thanksgiving for what we have received and enjoyed, we should all 
renew our fealty to the Great God above and over us, and for the corning 
year as well as for all future time rededicate ourselves to Ilis service.

We have assembled for the purpose of considering what has been done 
for our noble, ancient, and honorable Fraternity during the past year, and 
what should be done for the future.
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In calling your attention briefly to my stewardship while laboring in the 
work, to which by your choice I have been called. I have no apologies to 
offer for my many failures in the discharge of the duties assumed by me at 
our last grand communication, except to say, that I have done the best I 
could and have made diligent use of the very small allowance of time at my 
command. I now submit it for the test of your “ square, level, and plumb.”

At our last grand communication, charters were granted for the forma­
tion of sixteen new lodges. These have all been duly constituted, and with, 
perhaps, one or two exceptions are in a prosperous condition. Being unable 
to attend personally to this work within the time in which it was deemed 
essential that it should be done, I issued proxies to the brethren named 
below, and they at once constituted the lodges and reported the same to me. 
The proxies issued were as follows:

135, and Rawalt Lodge. No. 138, at Oxford.

To M.’.W.’.Bro.’. John J. Wemple, Past Grand Master, to constitute 
Anchor Lodge, No. 142, at North Loup.

To W.’.Bro.’. Leverett E. Goodell, of Blue Valley Lodge, No. 64, to con­
stitute Western Lodge, No. 140.

July 10,1885, to W.’.Bro.’. Frederick E. Wilson, of Fidelity Lodge, No.

Frederick J. Switz, of Rob Morris Lodge, 
No. 46, to constitute Elm Creek Lodge, No. 133.

I wish here to express to these brethren my thanks for the prompt and 
efficient manner in which this work was done by them.

I have been unable to visit as many of the lodges as I desired to visit, 
and hence my visitations have been rather informal, and I have kept no 
record thereof. In the month of December I met with a number of the 
brethren and officers at a school of instruction, held at Fremont by W.’. 
Bro.’. Benjamin F. Rawalt, Grand Custodian, and from them I learned that 
their several lodges were in a prosperous condition. Through correspond­
ence and other sources of information I have been able to ascertain the con­
dition of many of the lodges within our jurisdiction, and find them gener­
ally prosperous.

On the eleventh day of April, 1886, I visited Rob Morris Lodge, No. 46, 
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and with the very able assistance of M.-.W. -. Past Grand Master, Alfred G. 
Hastings, and W.'.Bro.-. Robert E. French, Master of said Lodge, I offici­
ated in the burial of our esteemed brother, Captain Emmett Crawford. 
The large concourse of people in attendance upon this funeral attested the 
general esteem in which the deceased brother was held in Nebraska, as well 
as their abhorrence of the sad, perhaps criminal, and untimely termination 
of his life.

Brother Crawford was at the time of his death a captain in the regular 
array and was at the post of duty on the Mexican border, fighting the sav­
ages who inhabit the fastnesses along the border line, and from whence they, 
by a stealthy and barbarous warfare, at unexpected intervals, cross the line 
and murder our citizens. By an agreement between the governments of 
this country and Mexico the armies of either country are authorized to pur­
sue the savages across the border line. It was in the discharge of this duty 
that Brother Crawford met his death. Not from the hands of the Apache 
Indian, but from the treacherous and deadly aim of an ambushed company 
of Mexican soldiers. Thus, in the line of duty, fell a brave soldier, a good 
man, an honored citizen, and a just and upright Mason. He was a member 
of Richmond Lodge, No. 230, in the city of Philadelphia, but a brother 
among us, and as a brother we mourn his loss.

NEW LODGES.

Levi N. Muman as Master, Philip Jenkins as Senior Warden, 
and John F. Lippincott as Junior Warden. Recommended by Alexander 
Lodge, No. 74.

August 29, 1885, To twelve Master Masons at Cambridge, to open and 
hold Cambridge Lodge, with Bros. •. Edgar W. Lewis as Master, Ephraim R. 
Bee, Senior Warden, and George A. Hobson, Junior Warden. Recommended 
by Arapahoe Lodge, No. 109.

September 7, 1885, To twelve Master Masons at Valparaiso, to open and 
hold Valparaiso Lodge, with Bros.-. DeForest E. Green as Master, James A. 
Devore as Senior Warden, and Joshua P. Gibbons as Junior Warden. Rec­
ommended by Wahoo Lodge, No. 59.

October 24, 1885, To ten Master Masons at Ewing, to open and hold 
Ewing Lodge, with Bros.-. Job J. King as Master, Joseph N. Kay as Senior 
Warden, and Peter W. Lane as Junior Warden. ■ Recommended by Trowel 
Lodge, No. 71.

November 20, 1885, To ten Master Masons at Liberty, to open and hold 
Liberty Lodge, with Bros.-. Joseph R. Buffington as Master, Jacob Y. Men­
denhall as Senior Warden, and Charles H. Palmer as Junior Warden. 
Recommended by Tyre Lodge, No. 85.
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November 27, 1885, To eleven Master Masons at Pierce, to open and hold 
Evergreen Lodge, with Bros.-. Charles C. Wilson as Master, William M. 
Burkitt as Senior Warden, and George F. Keiper as Junior Warden. 
Recommended by Mosaic Lodge, No. 55.

November 28, 1885, To ten Master Masons at Davenport, to open and 
hold Davenport Lodge, with Bros.-. George Bradley as Master, Frank M. 
Smith as Senior Warden, and Edward W. Robinson as Junior Warden. 
Recommended by Edgar Lodge, No. 67.-

January 26, 1886, To fourteen Master Masons at Hartington, to open and 
hold Hartington Lodge, with Bros.-. Hiram T. Chapman as Master, Andrew 
Anderson as Senior Warden, and Homer A. Miller as Junior Warden. Rec­
ommended by Corinthian Lodge, No. 83.

February 22, 1886, To ten Master Masons at Wilsonville, to open and 
hold Valley Lodge, with Bros.-. Marion McDonald as Master, Robert B. 
Way as Senior Warden, and John W. Eby as Junior Warden. Recom­
mended by Beaver City Lodge, No. 93.

February 26, 1886, To eight Master Masons at Silver Creek, to open and 
hold Silver Creek Lodge, with Bros.-. Charles Wooster as Master, George E. 
Kelton as Senior Warden, and Aaron P. Sutton as Junior Warden. Recom­
mended by Solar Lodge, No. 134.

March 17, 1886, To twelve Master Masons at Chadron, to open and hold 
Chadron Lodge, with Bros.-. William F. Louger as Master, John H. Bosse 
as Senior Warden, and William Wilson as Junior Warden. Recommended 
by Ark and Anchor Lodge, No. 131.

With few exceptions these dispensations were granted upon the recom­
mendation of the Grand Custodian, among which is Evergreen Lodge, which 
which was granted upon the recommendation of Past Grand Master Samuel 
W. Hayes. I am informed that most of these lodges will apply for a charter 
at the present session of the Grand Lodge. The brethren of Silver Creek 
Lodge, U.’.D."., not succeeding as well as it was hoped they would at the 
time the dispensation was issued, and there appearing to be a want of har­
mony among them, I requested the Grand Custodian to visit them and ascer­
tain if possible, and report upon the cause of the confusion. This he has 
done, and his report will be submitted to you. It may be that this lodge 
should be continued under dispensation another year and that some change 
in the office-bearers may be necessary, but any action taken with reference 
to this lodge should be after mature consideration.

I have granted the following special dispensations to confer degrees out
of time: »

The fees for which, together with the fees for issuing dispensations to 

open lodges, amount to the sum of $361; all of which has been paid to the 
Grand Secretary.

I have also granted special dispensations to various lodges to elect and 
install officers which had failed to do so at the proper time.
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The brethren of Nebraska Lodge, No. 1, at Bellevue, by the vote of a 
bare majority of their number, petitioned for a dispensation allowing them 
to remove their lodge to Omaha. This dispensation I declined to issue, for 
the following reasons: First — The lodge was chartered to be held at Belle­
vue, by the Grand Lodge. I very much doubted the authority of the Grand 
Master to thus repeal or nullify this action. If done at all, I think it can 
be done only by the power that created and located the lodge. Second — As 
this Lodge is something of an old landmark in Nebraska, I was loth to remove 
it, especially so, since by the rapid development of the city of Omaha, I think 
Bellevue will, at an early day, become a suburban town or city of consider­
able local importance, and it will be found convenient, if not necessary, to 
maintain a lodge there. In that event such lodge should not be deprived 
of its original number and standing. If such action is still desired by 
the brethren of No. 1, this body might perhaps grant them a permit to 
hold their sessions in Omaha, temporarily, until it could be ascertained 
whether or not the change should be made permanent.

The charter of De Witt Lodge, No. Ill, having been destroyed by fire, I, 
on the 22d day of February, 1886, issued to the brethren composing said 
lodge a dispensation, authorizing them to continue their labors, and exercise 
their powers as a chartered lodge until the meeting of the Grand Lodge. I 
recommend that a duplicate charter be issued them.

GRAND LODGES SEEKING RECOGNITION.

February 21, 1886, I received a communication from the Grand Master 
of Jalisco of the United States of Mexico, notifying this Grand Lodge of 
the organization of the Grand Lodge of that state, and seeking the recogni­
tion of that Grand Body and an exchange of representatives. I advised the 
Grand Secretary General, Hon. Honorato Milanes, that the documents ac­
companying the request would be submitted to this Grand Body for its action 
at its present session, which I now do, with the hope that you will find it to 
the interest of our society to recognize that Grand Lodge.

I have also received notice of the installation of the Grand Lodge of 
Lower California, with request for recognition and exchange of representa­
tives. This I answered in substantially the same manner, and herewith 
submit to you the application for your action, with the same suggestions as 
above.

Also herewith find circular announcing the constitution of the Grand 
Lodge of Oaxaca of the United States of Mexico, which, having been 
treated in the same way, is presented for your Setion. I have advised M. •. 
W. ’. Grand Master Guzman of this proposed action.

I also call your attention to a communication from M.’.W.'. Past Grand 
Master Ruiz, of Mexico, to our R.-.W.-. Grand Secretary, urging the recog­
nition of the Grand Lodge of the Federal District of Mexico, which I 
submit for your action.

DECISIONS.

No. 1. A petitioner for initiation was rejected by the lodge upon ballot, 
and the result so declared by the Master. Sometime afterward a brother 
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notified the Master that certain charges — in the form of a rumor — against 
the petitioner were not well founded, and asked that the records of a pre­
vious meeting, at which the candidate was rejected, be expunged, and an­
other ballot had, the lodge being U.'.D. •. Query: Can this be done? 
Answer; No. The ballot having been had, and the result so declared and 
entered of record, it is final and cannot be molested.

No. 2. A candidate petitions a lodge, but not the nearest, for initiation. 
His petition is accepted, and he is elected and receives the degrees. Query: 
Is he a clandestine Mason? Answer: No. He is a lawful Mason, but the 
lodge conferring the degrees is subject to discipline for invading the terri­
tory of the neighboring lodge, and if required must pay the fees, except 
Grand Lodge dues, to the lodge within whose jurisdiction the candidate 
resided. Query: In such case where are we to draw the line of juris­
diction? Answer: The candidate must petition the lodge nearest his 
residence.

No. 8. Query: Is a Master Mason who has received the Past Master’s 
degree in a lodge of Royal Arch Masons, but not in a convocation of actual 
Past Masters, eligible to the office of Master of a lodge ? Answer: No. 
He must take the actual Past Master’s degree.

No. 4. Query: In ease of the absence of the Master, .can the Senior 
Warden appoint any Master Mason present to act as Master pro tern.? 
Answer: Yes, after congregating the lodge.

No. 5. Query: Can a “quarter blood Indian” be made a Mason? 
Answer: Yes, if he has the other essential qualifications.

No. 6. Query: Is it proper to prefer charges against a brother for 
having previously dealt in intoxicating liquors, but who has abandoned the 
business? Answer: Under our present Masonic law I should not recom­
mend the prosecution of a brother for having previously dealt in liquors, if 
he has finally abandoned the business.

No. 7. A colored man, claiming to belong to a lodge in the jurisdiction 
of another Grand Lodge, sought to visit a lodge in this jurisdiction, claim­
ing he was “free-born,” and a lawful Mason. The Master refused to admit 
him. Query: Was this correct? Answer: If he belonged to a lodge char­
tered by a Grand Lodge which is recognized by this Grand Lodge, he was 
entitled to visit the lodge — at least his color should not have excluded him. 
As to his being “free-born,” I think “God made all nature free.” If the 
barbarous laws of the American Dark Ages were so framed as to consign 
an infant to bondage during its life, that fact is no indication it was not 
free-born.

No. 8. A brother belongs to L. Lodge, and resides twenty-two miles 
from the place where the lodge is located. S. Lodge is within twelve miles 
of his residence. A brother residing near him, and who is also a member 
of L. Lodge, desires to prefer charges against him. Query: Which lodge 
has jurisdiction? Answer: L. Lodge.

No. 9. A. received the E.'.A. •. and F.'.C.'. degrees. He then asked the 
lodge to waive jurisdiction and allow another lodge to confer the M.-.M.-. 
degree. This request was granted by a majority vote —the vote being
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taken by the uplifted hand. Some of the members voted against the waiver.
Query: Would not the vote of those who voted in the negative debar the
candidate from taking the M.'.M.'. degree at all? Answer: No.

No. 10. Application for affiliation, accompanied by a demit, is presented 
by a M.’.M.'. Query: Is it legal to vote on his application before he has 
visited the lodge? Answer: Yes, if the members have lawful knowledge 
that he is a Master Mason. Query: In case the vote is taken before he visits 
the lodge, should the Secretary enter his name on the lodge books and 
charge him with dues, the same as any other member? Answer: Yes, but 
he should be required to sign the constitution of the lodge as soon as prac­
ticable.

No. 11. A saloon building is being erected. It is proposed to fit up a 
hall in the second story and above the saloon. Query: Can a Masonic 
lodge have its lodge-room and meet above the saloon? Answer: No. 
“Avoid the very appearance of evil.”

No. 12. Entered Apprentice Masons belonging to a subordinate lodge 
fail to present themselves for advancement. Query: How can we proceed 
to dispose of them ? Answer: Do not proceed at all unless they are open to 
lodge discipline by preferring charges against them for unmasonic conduct. 
They have a right to exercise their own volition as to when they will seek 
advancement.

No. 13. A person elected as an office bearer in a subordinate lodge 
does not become so until he is legally installed.

No. 14. A member of a subordinate lodge in this jurisdiction removed 
into an adjoining state, but just over the line, and within a short distance 
of another one of our subordinate lodges. He now wishes to be demitted 
from his lodge and become a member of our lodge near to his residence. 
Query: Can he do so, he being now a resident of another state? Answer: 
Yes. He can affiliate with any lodge he may prefer, the lodge being will­
ing to receive him as a member.

No. 15. A lodge asks permission to confer the M.'.M.'. degree upon a 
F.'.C.'. who belongs to another lodge. Permission is duly given. Upon a 
ballot being had in the lodge which proposes conferring the degree the can­
didate is rejected. Query: Can a candidate be thus rejected? Is he not 
entitled to receive the M.'.M.'. degree notwithstanding the vote by which 
he is rejected? Answer: No. At the time the ballot was ordered he stood 
in the same position with reference to such ballot as he would have occupied 
had he been a member of the lodge and seeking advancement.

MISCELLANEOUS.

The instructions of my immediate predecessor, M.'.W.'. John J. Wem- 
ple, with reference to the final disposition of the property, assets, and in­
debtedness of Waco Lodge, No. 80 (now extinct), have been substantially 
continued by me. Bro.'. John J. Evans has control of the property, which 
yields a revenue, and he is paying off the indebtedness of the lodge as fast 
as the income will permit. I recommend that he continue to rent the lodge 
room, collecting rent therefor and redeeming the outstanding stock until all 
are paid.
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The Grand Secretary has in his possession considerable of property of 
the Grand Lodge, formerly belonging to subordinate lodges which have 
become extinct. This property is of some value and of no use to the Grand 
Lodge. New lodges are continually being created, many of whom do not 
desire to purchase new and valuable property until after procuring their 
charter. I recommend that the Grand Secretary be instructed and author­
ized, under the instructions of the Grand Master, to sell such property of 
the kind referred to as he can, to the new lodges wishing to purchase, and 
that he report to the Grand Lodge at each annual session the property sold, 
the price received, and the amount and character of the property on hand. 
By this means much of this property may be utilized and the new lodges 
be benefited.

On page 169, proceedings of this Grand Body for 1885, will be found the 
following from the report of the committee on Ways and Means: We are 
assured by the Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha that they will erect during 
the present year a building adjoining this, which will contain a fireproof 
office, which will be duly tendered to this Grand Body as a Grand Secretary’s 
office, rent free. Should this be done it will not only be desirable but 
almost a necessity that the same be at once accepted, and to make the same 
available we would recommend that the Grand Secretary be instructed to 
draw his warrant on the Grand Treasurer for the furnishing and equipping 
the same in a convenient manner, all the expenditures to be made with the 
approval of the Grand Master.” This recommendation was adopted by the 
Grand Lodge. Under date of December 5, 1885, I received from the Grand 
Secretary the following copy of a notice received by him from the Masonic 
Temple Craft:

The Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha, Nebraska, 
Omaha, Nebraska, December 4, 1885.

Wm. R. Bowen, Esq., Grand Secretary Grand Lodge A.-.F.-. &A.-.M.'.:
Dear Sir and Bro.'.,—At a regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Masonic 

Temple Craft of Omaha, the following resolution was unanimously adopted:
Resolved, That the Masonic Temple Craft does hereby tender to the Grand Lodge of 

Nebraska, Anc.*.  Free and Acc.*.  Masons, rent free, the 18X24 fireproof room in the 
second story of Freemasons Hall, Omaha, for occupancy by its Grand Secretary, condi­
tioned only upon its immediate acceptance for sucli purpose and its early equipment and 
furnishing in a convenient manner. Attest: EBEN K. LONG,

Secretary M.'.T.'.C.'.

Soon after the receipt of this notice I visited Omaha, and accepted the 
office, and under my direction the Grand Secretary has furnished the same. 
The expense of equipping and furnishing this office seemed to me at first to 
be quite heavy, but upon reflection that it was fireproof and that there 
would be no likelihood of the destruction of the property by lire, I concluded 
“ the best is the cheapest,” and directed that good and substantial furniture, 
etc., be procured, which has been done, except chairs and tables. I doubt 
not your judgment will ratify our action.

I desire to call your attention to the report of the Grand Treasurer. The 
funds of the Grand Lodge are, in my opinion, accumulating unnecessarily, 
and the amount of money now on hand is far in excess of our needs. I can 
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conceive of no possible necessity for the accumulation of such an amount of 
money. The report of the Grand Treasurer made June 23, 1885, which 
appears on page 138 of the proceedings of 1885, shows a balance on hand 
from previous report (1884) of 811,874.07. The amount received during the 
year was $6,853.99, making a total of $18,728.00. Deducting from this 
the pay roll and warrants issued and paid during the year, a balance of $13,- 
829.74 remained on hand. His report from the past year will be before you, 
and from it you can make your own estimates. I presume it will show a 
surplus of about $12,000. What use have we for this money in the Grand 
Treasury? None whatever.

It is true that a proper administration of the affairs of the Grand Lodge 
requires some money at all times in the treasury; but enough will answer all 
demands.

I recommend that the income be so cut down as to diminish this fund by 
use — or that it be at once depleted to about $4,000 by a return to the 
subordinate lodges of the surplus $8,000 upon a ratio or basis of a certain 
amount for each member of the Fraternity.

There are now six thousand five hundred and seventy-three members of 
subordinate lodges in this Grand Jurisdiction. By an appropriation to each 
lodge of a sum of money which would equal $1.25 for each Master Mason 
belonging thereto, the sum of $8,216 would be transferred to the treasu­
ries of the subordinate lodges where it is needed, and the Grand Lodge 
would not suffer thereby.

Or, if thought best, a total temporary suspension of Grand Lodge dues 
might be ordered in cases where reports are made by the time required by 
law, and the revenues from initiations and the establishment of new lodges 
allowed in connection with this surplus to support the Grand Lodge, which 
they would do for the next four or five years. Or, if thought best, the fees 
for initiation might be cut off. There are some objections to this latter 
method, but I think none to either of the former. There is, perhaps, no 
objection to high initiation fees, but there are numerous objections to high 
dues. Therefore, the payment of dues ought to be either (temporarily) sus­
pended entirely, when the reports are made -within the required time, or 
this money ought to be refunded to the subordinate lodge treasuries. I 
recommend the suspension of Grand Lodge dues.

I especially desire to call your attention to the Orphan Educational Fund. 
The report of the Board of Trustees made at our last session and appearing 
on pages 149-50, proceedings of 1885, shows the total fund to be $15,490.17. 
The report to be presented during this session will show a great portion of 
this to be in cash, considering the payments made since the report of 1885 
was made. This fund has been a burden upon the chairman of the Board of 
Trustees and, I doubt not, he has discharged all his duties faithfully and 
well. But it is unjust to impose these unnecessary burdens. Furthermore, a 
fund of the magnitude and sacred character of this one should be treated by 
the application of business principles. No bonds are given for the faithful 
performance of any duty or the accounting for any funds. The board are 
necessarily scattered and no concert of action can be had. The policy of 
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keeping the fund from any intermixture with the funds in the Grand 
Treasury is a good one, and should be carefully followed.

1 recommend that a proper custodian or depositary of this fund be 
selected — but that it shall not be the Grand Treasurer — that he be re­
quired to give a bond in the sum of at least §30,000, to be well and 
amply secured, and to be approved by the Grand Master. That the fund be 
placed in his hands to be loaned out at the highest legal rate of interest ob­
tainable, and be secured by first mortgage on improved farm lands, but the 
amount loaned in no one case to be more than one-third of the appraised 
value of the mortgaged property, exclusive of buildings or other perishable 
improvements; and that no one loan shall exceed the sum of $1,000. 
That application for a loan shall in all cases be made to the Board of Trus­
tees, accompanied by an abstract of the title to the proposed security and an 
appraisement under oath of three disinterested, creditable property holders 
of the county or locality of the land proposed to be mortgaged; and that 
upon the approval of a loan by a majority of the Board of Trustees, and not 
otherwise, the depositary be authorized to pay out the amount thereon. The 
depositary and Board of Trustees to each report annually to the Grand 
Lodge the condition of the fund. By this or a similar method you will 
silence all criticism concerning the management of this fund, and relieve the 
worthy brethren who have thus far labored alone to build it up.

On the 8th of March, 1886, I wrote Bro.-. Silas E Sheldon, the M.-.W.-. 
Grand Master of the state of Kansas, stating, in substance, that as sub­
ordinate lodges within that Grand Jurisdiction and this were springing up 
along the line between the two states, it would be a matter of great conven­
ience to those of the Craft residing near the state line if by the reciprocal 
and mutual action of the two Grand Lodges it could be enacted that each 
Grand Lodge waive jurisdiction over such persons subject to it as might 
reside nearer to a lodge in the other state, and asking for his cooperation in 
securing the needed legislation to this end by the Grand Lodges in the two 
states. Under date of March 14th T received a communication from the 
Most Worshipful Brother, promising to give the matter his attention at an 
early day and write me again, but I have received nothing further from him 
on the subject. It seems to me that such action by these two Grand Bodies 
would go far toward promoting and supporting that spirit of comity and 
mutual friendship which should exist between the two Grand Jurisdictions, 
and that such action would greatly relieve our brethren residing along the 
border line and near lodges in the opposite state, while distant from lodges 
in their own state. I therefore recommend that such action be taken by this 
Grand Body, conditioned upon ratification by the Grand Lodge of Kansas, 
as will secure this privilege to those whom it is desired to benefit, and that 
the Grand Secretary be instructed to forward to the. Grand Master and 
Grand Secretary of Kansas each a certified copy thereof, with the request 
that the Grand Lodge of Kansas adopt the same course, if deemed by it ex­
pedient to do so.

Under date of March 25, 1886, I received from the Grand Secretary a 
circular addressed to this Grand Lodge, dated Tangier, Morocco, February 
27, 1886, as follows:
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To the M.\ W.\ the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, at Omaha :
Dear Sirs and MaWa Brothers,— In handing you the inclosed printed copy of an 

address which the members of the Craft residing at Tangier send to the MaWa the 
Grand Lodge at Washington, we are happy to furnish this proof that even in this remote 
corner of the globe, afar from the influence of civilization, Masonry has gradually, but 
with firm and sure steps, opened at last the way for light of progress and enlightenment, 
which fact can be seen from the number of Masons, now increased to tenfold of what it 
was only a few years back.

Nor can we pass unnoticed the fact that, owing to the numerous obstacles placed in 
our way by ignorance, barbarity, and fanatical intolerance, inherent to all semi-barbarous 
lands, here, more than elsewhere, we need that unity of action which the bonds of our 
Order alone can establish. It is, therefore, with no small degree of satisfaction that we 
find that, putting aside all national, social, political, or religious differences, the Masons 
of Tangier, all, spontaneously and as one man, come forward to join in the representa­
tion we have the honor to nlake.

Being convinced that you, Most Worshipful Brethren, cannot but feel highly and 
justly gratified at these our tidings, we also count, with your valuable coOperation and 
influence to insure the object we have in view, assuring you that it is as much in favor of 
justice and true merit as it is for the honor of our Order, of which all prestige shall be 
irrevocably lost, if a brother such as the worthy Colonel Mathews, the present repre­
sentative of the United States in this country, shall be unjustly dealt by, through the 
intrigue of unprincipled and ambitious men.

The hearty responses we have, on different occasions, received from Spain. France, 
and elsewhere, when similar appeals were made in the presence of threatening danger to 
any individual brother, and the triumph of Masonic truth in all such occasions, leads us 
to hope that our American brethren will not allow themselves to be surpassed by any 
other nations, more especially when one of the most prominent members of the Order is 
the designed victim of our enemies.

The Delegates of Masons residing at Tangier. *

Accompanying this circular is the “ Masonic Appeal” referred to, signed 
by sixty Masons of Tangier, but which is too voluminous to be here copied; 
also a copy of The Times of Morocco, a newspaper published in the English 
language in Tangier, in which is a marked editorial containing an alleged 
statement of the facts in connection with the proposed removal of Colonel 
Mathews, the United States Consul at Tangier. These documents are sub­
mitted to you for such action, if any, as you may see proper to take.

REPRESENTATIVES.

I have accredited R.\W.’. Bro.\ Milton J. Hull, Grand Senior Warden, 
as a representative of the Grand Lodge of Quebec near this Grand Lodge.

FRATERNAL DEAD.

On the 29th day of June, 1885, I received notice of the death of R.’.W.*.  
John Farran Regnault. Grand Treasurer of the Grand Lodge of Virginia. 
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In the death of this brother Freemasonry at large has suffered a loss which 
cannot be repaired. It is said that among his last intelligent words, which 
he dictated and requested to be written, were: “No one has honored 
Masonry more than I have since I commenced my Masonic career in 1844. 
I have made it the study of my life.” This leaves us a precious legacy. If 
all Masons would study Masonry more they would be better men and better 
Masons.

Under date of March 27, 1886, I received at the hands of the Grand Sec­
retary a notification of the death of R.'.W.’.Bro. •. William H. Root, late 
Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of Vermont, and our representative 
near that Grand Lodge. Of our illustrious brother I can say nothing more 
fittingly than the following extract from the obituary notice received from 
his Grand Master: “ Ever prompt and faithful in the discharge of his 
duty, he served the Craft with marked ability, and to his untiring efforts 
may be attributed, in a large measure, the present prosperity of the Grand 
Lodge.”

These notices have received proper attention by me, and I recommend 
that suitable action be taken by the Grand Lodge that the names of these 
illustrious Masons and such others of the Craft who may have passed away 
may be perpetuated in our records.

The labors of the Grand Master of Nebraska are indeed laborious and 
perplexing. Much of this labor might be removed by the adoption of a sys­
tematic and methodical course in the transaction of the business of his office. 
Much valuable time is lost in answering questions upon Masonic law which 
have been repeatedly settled and decided by this Grand Lodge at its previous 
sessions. But the condition of our laws is such that they are practically 
worthless in their present form. If we cannot procure the codification and 
rearrangement of our laws and decisions, then let us procure them to be 
properly indexed, and provided with marginal notes, so that a decision or 
clause in our constitution or by-laws may be found without being required 
to read the whole.

The requirement that Masters “cause to be read in open Lodge the 
constitution, rules, decisions, and proceedings of the Grand Lodge,” is, to 
my mind, wholly nugatory and unreasonable. What Master in his right 
mind would undertake to hold his lodge in session while he or some brother 
selected by him would read the Blue Book of 1882, “ Law of Masonry,” 
through? And then add to that the proceedings of the Grand Lodge. Such 
an undertaking would be wholly impracticable. It will not, it cannot, be 
done. Let us simplify our laws, so that the decisions and enactments on a 
given subject may be found.

Another source of great labor and annoyance to the Grand Master is the 
procedure in the formation of lodges under dispensation. As the custom 
now is, the blank petition is furnished by the Grand Secretary; the petition­
ers sign it and attach thereto as many demits and certificates of membership 
as they may have at hand. These are sent to the Grand Master with the 
assurance that demits, etc., will be forwarded as they are received by the 
brethren. He returns the petition that it may be indorsed by the nearest 
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lodge. It is finally returned to him indorsed and he sends it to the Grand 
Custodian for his recommendation. The proposed lodge is possibly a long 
distance from the home of the Grand Custodian and some time is necessarily 
taken by him in writing or otherwise ascertaining the propriety of establish­
ing it. During this time repeated demands are made of the Grand Master 
to know, “ Why they are put off so long,” and why the dispensation has not 
been issued, etc. To remedy this defect in our system of organizing new 
lodges, I suggest that all petitions and other papers seeking the establish­
ment of new lodges be sent to the Grand Secretary and that none be for­
warded by him to the Grand Master until the necessary demits, certificates, 
indorsements, and recommendations are made. The dispensation can then 
be granted or refused as occasion may require, and the whole be returned at 
once to the Grand Secretary.
***********

I will not detain you further by reciting to you the services of our Grand 
Custodian, W.’. Bro.’. Benjamin F. Rawalt. His report must show this. 
Allow me to say that in Bro. ■. Rawalt I have found an unusually prompt, 
active, and efficient aid. His earnestness in the work, his zeal for Masonry 
and his careful discharge of every assigned duty, will endear him to any 
Grand Master under whom he may labor. To him I am indebted for many 
acts of kindness and much assistance.

We boast of the ability, fidelity, and tact of our Grand Secretary, 
R.’.W.’. Brother Bowen. I am pleased to say that at last he is succeeding 
in reducing his office to that degree of system for which he has labored so 
long and so hard. I have found Brother Bowen an ever ready help “in 
every time of need.” His long experience as Grand Secretary, together with 
his methods and close attention to business, has enabled him to surmount, 
substantially, every difficulty. To him I feel myself greatly indebted for 
valuable assistance.

Finally, my Brethren of the Grand Lodge, I have given you a history of 
my work, and it is before you. That which is good, if any such there be, is 
offered for your profit. That which is bad, and of which there is much, 
should be promptly eliminated and corrected by you. I have fallen far short 
of what I desired to accomplish, but the result is with you as it is. I tender 
to you, each and all, my thanks for the many acts of kindness you have 
extended to me, in overlooking my faults and failures, and solicit your for­
bearance during the remainder of my labors. I restore to you the emblem 
of authority so generously placed in my hands by you one year ago, with the 
hope that it may never be tarnished by improper use or abuse, and that our 
Grand Lodge may continue to prosper in the future as it has done in the 
past, and that it may fully keep pace with the advancement of our young 
and growing state, which we all so much admire.

Daniel H. Wheeler, 6, moved that the re­
port be referred to the same committee contemplated by his 
motion on the Grand Master’s address; this motion was also 
taken under advisement by the Grand Master.

The following report was presented by the Grand 
Secretary:

THE GRAND SECRETARY’S REPORT.

To the Grand, Lodge:
During the year considerable progress has been made in matters that 

needed attention and had become big jobs because deferred. The five hun­
dred dollars appropriated for reprinting our early proceedings prior to 1874 
has been expended, and a further appropriation is asked to continue the work. 
The correspondence necessary before expending the two hundred and fifty 
dollars for binding has taken time, and the volumes that it is proposed to 
bind are about ready. The Freemasons of Omaha have provided the Grand 
Lodge with a fire-proof room for its library and archives, in the second story 
of Freemasons Hall, a few feet from my office. The room is eighteen by 
twenty-four feet and fourteen feet high, with thirty-inch walls containing a 
four-inch air space, arched ceiling and concrete floor, fire-proof doors and 
windows, substantial and suitable in all respects, and with similar rooms 
below and above. Under the appropriation of the Grand Lodge and the 
direction of the Grand Master, I have had built in this room two oak cases 
for our books, documents, and stereotype plates, each case twenty-four feet 
long and fourteen feet high, with glazed sliding doors and adjustable shelves, 
the cost of same and other items of equipment being about seven hundred 
dollars. The room is now open for your inspection, .and my intention and 
hope is that it will become a favorite resort of our Masonic students. It took 
several months to systematically transfer to this library and archive room 
some of the accumulated contents of my office, and much remains to be done 
in this direction; my office is, however, sufficiently relieved to give room for 
the prompt transaction of business.

I return hearty thanks to the Grand Lodge for having adopted the recom­
mendation of the committee on Ways and Means, giving me a clerk for 
seven months of the past year. I have taken much comfort in promptly 
doing my work, and in accomplishing several things that would have been 
impossible without the assistance granted me. For several years after I be­
came your Secretary I pushed my work—for the last few years the work has 
pushed me.

I submit:
The votes of our chartered lodges on the amendment to Article XII of 

the constitution, striking out the words, ‘'Provided that any subordinate 
lodge or lodges failing to act upon proposed amendments [to the constitu­
tion] and report the same as herein provided, shall be counted as voting in 
the affirmative.'" The attention of the constituent lodges has been thrice

directed to this matter, yet but seventy-nine have reported their action. 1
recommend that the votes be referred to a committee for canvass.

The edition of the Black Book for year ending April 30, 1886, is submit­
ted and is ready for distribution, and the representative of each lodge is re­
quested to take one copy home with him. Having compiled this edition with 
sufficient clerical assistance to write for explanations, and having carefully 
indexed the twenty-five hundred names contained therein, I am of the opin­
ion that the time has arrived for a thorough revision of the lists A, B, and 
C, by the lodges, before such revision becomes burdensome or impracticable. 
I recommend that the lodges be this year required to revise these lists, under 
the direction of the Grand Secretary and supervision of the Grand Master. 
In quite a number of lodges three or four names almost identical appear, and 
a little examination would probably show all four to be the same—thus re­
ducing the index considerably.

I submit the warrants, statements of work, records, proposed by-laws, 
and petitions for charters from each of the following lodges under dispen­
sation, viz.: Holdrege, Siloam, Custer, Tobias, Cambridge, Valparaiso, 
Liberty, Evergreen, Davenport, Hartington, and Chadron; also the warrants, 
statements of work, records, and petitions for continuance under dispensation 
of Ewing, Valley, and Silver Creek Lodges. The sixteen charters granted last 
year were issued in ten days after the Grand Lodge closed, and it is hoped 

those granted this year will issue as promptly.
I submit a list of Master Masons who have died during the year ending 

April 30, 1886. It is to be regretted that full names and dates cannot be 
given. [See page 297.]

Petitions for restoration from Champion S. Chase, recommended by 
Capitol Lodge, No. 3, and from William I. Jones and Benjamin F. Jones, 
recommended by Nemaha Valley Lodge, No. 4.

A petition from DeWitt Lodge, No. Ill, for a new charter to replace 
the one recently burned.

The Grand Custodian submitted the following report:
Hastings, Neb., June 16, 5885.

To Manoah B. Reese, Gr.-.Mr.'., and Grand Lodge of
Nebraska:

Brethren,—We have arrived at the close of another Masonic year, and 
as we pause a moment to rest and refresh ourselves on our journey, let us 
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review the work of the year in the Masonic vineyard. First let us devoutly 
return thanks to our Heavenly Father for health and the enjoyment of our 
faculties, which He, in His infinite love, permits us to enjoy. Upon looking 
over our field of labor we find peace, and with but few exceptions, harmony 
exists throughout the lodges of Nebraska. Also I find in my visitations 
among the brethren there exists a desire to conform to all the instructions 
in the work. The one absorbing desire as shown is to know what is the 
work, and then to perfect themselves in the same. The heretofore question 
of, “ Why is it thus?” or, “It was so and so in the state where I was made 
a Mason,” has almost ceased to be asked, and in the place of such questions 
the brothers are anxious to get the wording of our work perfect, all of which, 
to my mind, is encouraging, and shows that the principles of Freemasonry 
are being practiced, and the result will be that in a short time we will have 
a uniform work in all our lodges, and the effect of such will be a greater 
degree of harmony and consequently of interest in the Fraternity, and 
Masons will be known and distinguished from the “ profanes” by their acts 
of love and good will shown by their intercourse with each other and the 
world.

The past year I have visited and instructed as many of the lodges as 
my business relations would permit, yet not as many as I would like to have 
done, and in all the visiting and instructions have received kind and cour­
teous treatment, the memory of which will be remembered with feelings of 
thankfulness. On June 27, 1885, by request, I installed the officers of 
Hastings Lodge, No. 50. After the installation ceremony we were invited 
and participated in a banquet prepared by the brethren, for which the 
brethren of Hastings Lodge are celebrated. On July 4 1 attached my cer­
tificate to the petition of the brethren for a new lodge at Broken Bow, Cus­
ter county, Nebraska, who had been examined by P. '.G. '.M.'. Alfred G. 
Hastings, and who were also recommended by Thistle Lodge, No. 61. On 
July 6 I visited and instructed Mosaic Lodge, No. 55, at Norfolk, Neb. On 
July 10 I visited Cambridge, Neb., by order of W. -.M. ■. Manoah B. Reese, and 
examined into certain complaints which had been made against the granting 
of a dispensation for a new lodge at that place, a report of which I made 
to the Grand Master at that time, which showed the complaint was of a per­
sonal nature and should not have been made, which the records of said 
lodge will show. On July 13, in company with P.’.M.'. Joseph Myre, of 
Hastings Lodge, No. 50, I visited Fairfield Lodge, No. 84, and conferred 
the P.'.M.’. degree upon the Master-elect, Brother A. A. Randall, and in­
stalled their officers. On July 16 I visited Arapahoe Lodge, No. 109, and 
with the assistance of P.'.Ms.'. Andrew J. McPeak and George J. Burgess, 
I conferred the P.’.M.’. degree upon their Master-elect, Brother Alvin Y. 
Wright, and installed their officers and gave their Lodge instruction. On 
July 20, by invitation of Cedar River Lodge, No. 89, I visited Fullerton, in 
company with Brothers E. C. Webster and C. C. Rittenhouse, and publicly 
installed their officers in the presence of the families and immediate friends 
of the brethren, in their lodge room, which was beautifully and appropri­
ately decorated for the occasion, after which we were invited and partook 
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of one of the grandest banquets of the season, for which the brethren of 
Cedar River are famed both far and wide. The remainder of the evening 
was spent in forming new and strengthening old acquaintances, social con­
versation, and dance. This was one of the most enjoyable and pleasant 
occasions of the year, the recollection of which causes the heart to desire a 
recurrence of the same, and to pray that peace, happiness, and prosperity 
may ever be the lot of Cedar River Lodge, No. 89, and of the Craft through­
out the world. July 24 I visited and instructed Cambridge Lodge, U.'.D. •., 
July 25, by invitation, I visited Indianola, and publicly installed the officers 
of Indianola Lodge, No. 123, after which we participated in a banquet 
spread in a beautiful grove adjoining the town, by the wives and daughters 
of the brethren, which was enjoyed by all who partook, and while thus en­
gaged was constrained to say it is marvelous to witness and partake of such 
elegant luxuries in what a few years agone was a desert. This occasion 
shows that with the advent of Masonry comes culture, refinement, and all 
that is necessary for a happy and prosperous community. To the wives and 
daughters of the Brethren of Indianola Lodge, No. 123, I would say, this 
occasion has been one of pleasure long to be remembered, made so by the 
culinary perfection of the delicacies provided, which the one who could excel 
might well be proud. On July 24 I assisted W.’. Brother M. W. Stone in 
constituting Rawalt Lodge, No. 138, at Oxford, and installing their officers. 
On the evening of the 25th I assisted the same Brother in constituting 
McCook Lodge, No. 135, and installing their officers. August 3 I consti­
tuted Bancroft Lodge, No. 145, and installed their officers. August 4 I con­
stituted Scribner Lodge, No. 132, and installed their officers. August 6 I 
visited Ainsworth and constituted Ark and Anchor Lodge, No. 131, installed 
their officers, instructed them in the work, and conferred the M.'.M.-. 
degree. October 7 I had the pleasure of visiting the M.’.W.-. Grand Lodge 
of Illinois, in session in Chicago, forming the acquaintance of many brethren 
of that jurisdiction, meeting there the Grand Masters of Michigan, Wyo­
ming Territory, and the Deputy G.-.M.-. of Texas. I am under special 
obligation toR.'.W. •. L. L. Munn, Grand Secretary of Illinois, for courte­
sies extended me while there. December 10, 11, and 12 I held a Grand Cus­
todian’s lodge in the hall of Hastings Lodge, No. 50, at which there were 
twenty-five Lodges represented, with an attendance of sixty-five. On De­
cember 17, 18, and 19 I held a Grand Custodian’s Lodge in the hall of Fre­
mont Lodge, No. 15, at which there were twenty-four lodges represented, 
and an attendance of eighty-seven. The M.’.W.-. Manoah B. Reese and 
R.’.W.-. Charles K. Coutant, D.-.G.-.M.-., were present during a part of 
the time, and gave me their valuable assistance, for which I am truly under 
obligations.

During the year I examined the new halls at Arapahoe, Neb., Phillips, 
Neb., Fairfield, Neb., Steele City, Neb., and Wilsonville, Neb., all of which 
I found to be secure and arranged for the workings of the lodges.

It affords me pleasure to report that the work and lectures in the lodges 
I have visited are well conferred; that a marked advance is made by the offi­
cers of the lodges toward a uniform work since the edict of -----
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I am under special obligations to P.’.G.'.M.-. J. J. Wemple, W.‘. Bro.-. 
D. M. MeElhinney, of Hastings Lodge, No. 50, and W.-.Bro.-. Martin En­
nis, of Doniphan Lodge, No. 86, and Bro.-. W. S. McKinney, of Hastings 
Lodge, No. 50, who so kindly assisted me in performing work which was 
waiting when I was sick and unable to travel; also W.-.Bro.-. A. Samuel, of 
Wymore Lodge, No. 104.

In closing, I am constrained to return thanks to the M.-.W.-. Grand Mas­
ter and to all the officers and brethren who have so kindly assisted me in my 
labors, and have by their every act of kindness endeared themselves to me; 
that 1 rejoice that I have been accounted worthy and competent to fill this 
honorable station, and especially am I under obligations to the officers of the 
B. & M. and U. P. Railroads for courtesies extended, which have greatly 
benefited the Masonic Fraternity; and we appreciate these kindnesses. And 
now may the peace of God, our Heavenly Father, rest and abide upon us 
all.

REPORT TRUSTEES ORPHAN FUND TO DATE, MAY 31, 1886.
To the M.-. IF.-. Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge 

of Nebraska:
Aware that there is some anxiety concerning this fund and its manage­

ment, growing measurably, 1 am assured, out of a want of full and proper 
knowledge of all the facts in connection with it, as a member of the Board 
of Trustees having in hand its active management, I desire and aim that this 
annual report be as full and detailed as possible to make it, and to submit to 
your committee on Accounts, or if you please, a select committee for that 
special purpose, all the facts, papers, and documents connected therewith. 
To this end, and without making the report over-voluminous, and to be re­
garded as part of this, I refer first, to my report June, 1884, pages 41, 42, 
and 43, printed proceedings of that year.

July 3, 1885, the Omaha Temple Craft loan, principal and interest to that 
date, was paid, $6,613.59.

May 18, 1886, the W. R. Bowen loan, principal and interest to date, was 
paid, $3,062.87.

I have received interest on bank deposit, $44.07.
Since the last session of the Grand Lodge I have made the following 

loans. In compliance with instructions of the Grand Lodge, these loans 
have all been made on improved farm property—real estate.

November 2, 1885, loan $1,000, 5 years, 10 per cent interest, to William 
Chambers, secured by mortgage on 115 acres improved farm land, valued at 
$40 per acre.

November 20, 1885, loan $1,000. 5 years, at 10 per cent interest, to Chris­
topher Shuck, secured by mortgage on 150 acres improved farm land, valued 
at $40 per acre.

February 26, 1886, loan $1,200 to Peter Bentel, 2 years, at 10 per cent 
interest, secured by mortgage on 160 acres improved farm land, valued at 
$40 per acre.

March 9, 1886, loan $1,250, 3 years, 9 per cent interest, to Elza Kirk, 
secured by mortgage on 80 acres improved farm land, valued at $50 per acre.

Snodgrass, secured by mortgage on 78 acres improved farm land, valued at 
$40 per acre.

April 12, 1886, loan $250, 3 years, 10 per cent interest, to John P. Cro­
ther, secured by mortgage on 80 acres improved farm land, valued at $50 
per acre.

June 12, 1886, loan $400, 3 years, 9 per cent per annum interest, to 
Stephen Gilbert, secured by mortgage on 80 acres improved land, valued at 
$45 per acre.

May 31, 1886, loan $2,500, 5 years, 8 per cent interest, to Frank H. 
Young, secured by mortgage on 800 acres land in Custer county, principally 
improved land, valued at $5 and $10 per acre.

The loans to Chambers, Kirk, Shuck, Bentel, Snodgrass, Crother, Taylor, 
and Cole, are all of the best improved lands in Nemaha county, located 
near lines of running railroads and principal towns of the county.

The R. W. Furnas loan is, as stated in a previous report, secured by two 
life insurance policies in the Iowa Masonic Benevolent Association, two divi­
sions, in the sum of $3,600. They were originally made in favor of Mrs. 
Furnas and daughters, and have by them been assigned to the trustees of 
the Orphan Fund. The assessments have been paid to the first of June, 
1886. The “assurance of future payments” is all that I can conceive can 
be given—“the word of a Master Mason.” These papers, with others, 
together with all money belonging to this fund, in my care, have been kept 
in the vault of the First National Bank, Brownville. They are all herewith 
submitted, and are present.

Interest has not been paid on the Furnas loan for some years, but has 
been compounded annually.

As manager of this fund, I have not given bond, for the reason a portion 
of the fund has never been in my hands, or management. I was not willing 
to give bond for money not under my control.
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As Brother Graff is now dead, I consider that loan worthless.
For twenty-five years I have borne all the expenses connected with this 

fund and its management, from my private means, never presenting a claim 
for services, time, or money paid out in various ways. While as shown in 
my report, 1884, and as herein indicated, some of this fund, unfortunately, 
has been lost, not a cent passing through my hands has been even jeopard­
ized.

The past year, that none but the best papers should be prepared, in mat­
ter of loans, advantageous loans secured, and all in unceptional shape, 1 em­
ployed Wm. H. Hoover, one of the oldest, most experienced, and expert real 
estate, abstract, and .conveyance men in the state — of thirty years’ stand­
ing— paying him one per cent on all the new loans, except those of Cole and 
Young. Attention is called to the extraordinarily well gotten up and safely 
arranged papers. The voucher for same, $61.50, is herewith submitted for 
consideration.

The funds on hand are on deposit in First National Bank, Brownville, as 
evidenced by certificates of deposit and certified checks herewith submitted.

M.'.W.'. Bro.'. George W. Lininger, 3, presented the fol­
lowing report from the committee on Doings of Grand Office­
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bearers, which report was adopted entire, and reference of 
subjects made as therein recommended :

To the Jf. •. W. •. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :
Your committee on Doings of Grand Office-bearers beg leave to re­

port. In consequence of your having made this one of your standing 
committees, and the reports being placed in their hands in advance of the 
meeting they are enabled to make an earlier report than usual, thus facili­
tating the work of the Grand Lodge.

The address of the Grand Master has been carefully considered, and such 
parts that belong to other committees we so refer them.

The opening portion of the Grand Master’s address, while containing no 
new truths for the consideration of this Grand Body, furnishes thoughts 
well worthy the consideration of all.

They have been presented in one form or another in every gathering of 
the twenty-nine which have made up the history of this Grand Body; but 
are as pertinent to-day for your consideration as at any time in the past. 
The careful consideration of this report shows that the requirements neces­
sary for a good Grand Master to possess have, as usual, been fully tested and 
have not been found wanting.

So much of the Grand Master’s address as refers to dispensations for new 
lodges we recommend be referred to the committee on Charters and Dispen­
sations, and so much as refers to special dispensations be confirmed.

Your committee beg to dissent from the views taken by the Grand Master 
in regard to the powers of the Grand Master in regard to Nebraska Lodge, 
No. 1, at Bellevue. His other reasons for not granting the petition for 
removal to Omaha may be good and sound advice; but he undoubtedly had 
the authority by virtue of his office, if he desired to use it.

In the loss by fire of the charter of DeWitt Lodge, No. Ill, your com­
mittee recommend that the action of the Grand Master be approved, and a 
duplicate charter be issued them.

So much of the address as refers to foreign Grand Lodges seeking recog­
nition of this Grand Lodge we recommend be referred to the committee on 
Foreign Correspondence, and so much as refers to decisions be referred to 
the committee on Jurisprudence.

We note what the Grand Master has to say under the head of miscellan­
eous, and heartily approve his action and concur in his recommendations in 
regard to the property of extinct lodges.

So much of the address as refers to the acceptance and furnishing of the 
fire-proof room for the records and other valuables of this Grand Lodge we 
recommend be confirmed, and your committee further recommend that a 
special committee of three be appointed, to draft a suitable resolution ex­
pressing the thanks of this Grand Lodge to the Masonic Temple Craft of 
Omaha for providing so safe a place for our records.

Your committee coincide with the Grand Master in regard to waiver of 
jurisdiction near state lines, and recommend reference to the committee on 
Foreign Correspondence; also the circular from Tangier, Morocco, to the 
same committee.
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Under the heading “Fraternal Dead,” we recommend the reference to 
special committee of three.

We agree with the Grand Master that the duties and labors of that office 
are laborious, and sometimes perplexing. He, like his predecessors, is forced 
to the conclusion that the one-year term as Grand Master is not for the best 
interests of Masonry. He can mature no plans; he is kept busy studying 
his own duties, posting himself on Masonic law; and when his year of study 
is ended, and when he could be of some benefit to the Craft, and afford 
pleasure to himself, he steps down upon the floor, and takes his chances with 
the rest of us in trying to prevent hasty legislation, and endeavoring t6 stand 
by the landmarks.

We hardly believe with the Grand Master, that it is impracticable and 
useless to have the law of Masonry read in open lodge, and we should dislike 
very much to see one of the old regulations wiiich we have all obligated our­
selves to, wiped out. If the rule was enforced, it would lessen the corre­
spondence of the Grand Master materially. However, your committee do 
concur with the Grand Master that our laws, as now arranged, are in bad 
shape, hard to find, and should be brought together and properly indexed; 
and we recommend that the committee on Codification of the Law take this 
matter in charge.

So much as refers to the present system of granting dispensations to form 
new lodges should be referred to the committee on Jurisprudence.

So much of the address as refers to the ability, fidelity, and particularly 
the tact of our Grand Secretary is referred to the Grand Lodge.

That all financial matters in the reports of Grand Master, Grand Treas­
urer, and Grand Secretary be referred to the committee on Accounts.

Your committee are glad to announce that the great hobby of your Grand 
Secretary has been fully accomplished, and that he now enjoys the satisfac­
tion of knowing that all the valuables of the Grand Lodge are in a fire-proof 
room. For all this he has worked hard, and deserves a vast amount of 
praise from this, as well as future Grand Lodges.

In regard to his recommendations on the various subjects, we refer them 
to a special committee of three.

The various petitions for restorations we refer to the committee on 
Grievances.

We, your committee, also beg leave to report that we have examined the 
report of Bro.'. Rawalt, Grand Custodian, and find that the work performed 
by him during the past year has been extensive and arduous; but that Bro. •. 
Rawalt has performed these duties with zealous care, untiring zeal, and profit 
to the Fraternity.

In conclusion, your committee desire to congratulate the brethren of the 
Grand Lodge upon the able administration of its affairs by Grand Master 
Reese during the past year, and pray for a continuance of peace, harmony, 
and brotherly love within your borders.

Bro.-. Warren, 2, Trustee of the Orphan Educational Fund, 
submitted the following report, which was referred to the 
committee on Ways and Means for consideration in connec­
tion with the report of the chairman of said Trustees, already 
referred to that committee :
To the M. W. ’. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Brethren,—As a member of the Board of Trustees of the Grand Lodge 
Orphan Educational Fund, I feel that T owe it to the Grand Lodge, as well 
as to myself, to present a brief report of some matters connected with the 
management of the fund, and some recommendations that occur to me as 
eminently proper, as well as in the interest of justice, to be adopted by this 
Grand Lodge.

As you are aware, and as our chairman, Bro.’. Furnas, lias said, the 
entire management of the moneys belonging to the fund, as relates to their 
collection, disbursement, and custody, has been left in Bro.’. Furnas’ hands. 
To him, therefore, whose child the Orphan Educational Fund is, belongs all 
the credit for its successful management. No losses have been sustained, or 
bad loans made, of any funds that have ever come into his hands. For all 
the labor, care, expense, and responsibility, he has neither charged nor 
received one cent of compensation or reimbursement. Not only has be thus 
given his services without the hope of fee or reward, but in his report which 
lies before you, he has erroneously charged himself with moneys which he 
does not legally or equitably owe.

On March 1, 1880, Bro.’. Furnas borrowed of said fund the sum of 
$358.45. It was paid October 31, 1884, principal and interest, as reported 
(see proceedings 1885, page 149), in the sum of $548.88.

On March 1, 1881, Bro.’. Furnas borrowed of other moneys of said fund 
the sum of $464.90. It was paid October 31, 1884, in the amount of 
$610.52.
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In making the computations, Bro.-. Furnas compounded interest at eight 
per cent per annum, while the notes given for the several sums borrowed 
called for “interest at eight per cent per annum.”

I make computations as follows:

But Bro.-. Furnas paid........................................................ 1,159 40
An overpayment of $68.31.

But again, on the 1st day of April, 1878, Bro.-. Furnas borrowed of the 
Orphan Fund the sum of $889.92, and gave his note therefor, “with interest 
at ten per cent per annum.” On the 2d of February, 1880, interest on this 
loan, with others, was reduced to eight per cent per annum.

In making his report upon this loan, “Loan No. 4,” Bro.-. Furnas states 
that there is now due the fund thereon the sum of $1,767.50. (See his 
report.) This result is reached by the same system of compounding the
interest annually.

I make computations thereon as follows:

The same error has been made, and the same injustice done, in the case 

of “Loan No. 6” (proceedings 1885, page 150). This loan was made Octo­
ber 14, 1877, and was, in the beginning, the sum of $1,506.65, and bore 
“ interest at the rate of ten per cent per annum.” Interest was reduced, as 
in the case of Bro.-. Furnas, to eight per cent per annum, from Feb. 1, 1880. 
Bro.-. Bowen has paid to the treasurer of the fund, as reported by Bro.-. 
Furnas, the sum of $3,062.87. This amount was reached by the same erro­
neous and unjust method of compounding the interest annually.

I make computation thereon as follows:

Being an overpayment of the sum of $446.90.
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It seems to me, as an individual, and as Trustee, and especially as a 
Mason, that the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, when the facts are before them, 
cannot afford to go upon record as building up even its Orphan Fund by the 
methods of the usurer, and by the plain violation of a clear legal contract. As 
matter of law, upon a contract bearing “ interest at the rate of ten per cent 
per annum,” interest cannot be lawfully compounded, and the fact that Bro.-. 
Furnas has charged himself with compound interest, and that Bro.-. Bowen 
has submitted to it, does not make it any the less illegal, unjust, and extor­
tionate. The errors should be corrected, and the overplus repaid. This is 
a matter of simple justice and right.

I therefore recommend that the sum of $331.79 be credited upon the 
amount as charged by Bro.-. Furnas upon his remaining unpaid loan; so 
that the sum due the Orphan Fund by him on June 1, 1886, be $1,304.79, 
instead of the sum of $1,636.58; and that hereafter interest be computed on 
the principal, to wit, $889.92, from June 1, 1886, at eight per cent per 
annum.

I further recommend that the sum of $446.90 be repaid Bro.-. Bowen.
I concur in the opinion of Bro.-. Furnas that the “Loan No. 1,” known 

as the Graff loan, is worthless, and should no longer be carried forward. To 
carry it longer will serve no good purpose. I recommend that the same be 
dropped from the assets of the Grand Lodge.

I have examined personally the notes and mortgages held by Bro.-. Fur­
nas, and the certificates of deposits for the cash on hand, and found them 
correct, as stated. I did not examine the titles of the several pieces of real 
estate mortgaged as security for the various loans, that matter not having 
been referred to me, or my opinion asked; Jout I have all confidence in the 
judgment of Mr. W. H. Hoover, whose assistance was secured.

This fund is the nucleus of a noble charity, of which we may well be 
proud; but it should be purged of all errors, and freed from the taint of 
injustice and usury. Fraternally submitted,

as refers to our deceased brethren, Bros.-. Cobb, 19, Blake, 
26, and Allen, 142. On so much of the Grand Secretary’s 
report as contains recommendations to Bros.-. Draper, 87, 
Brown, 44, and Nason, 132; the reports on insurance were 
referred to Bros.-. Wilcox, 53, Brown, 44, and Draper, 87; 
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the votes on the proposed amendment to the constitution to 
Bros.-. Munger, 15, Hastings, 19, and Keene, 15.

The new by-laws of York Lodge, No. 56, were referred to 
the committee on By-laws from Chartered Lodges.

The “International Regulations,” proposed by the Grand 
Lodge of Mississippi, were referred to the committee on For­
eign Correspondence.

The Grand Master now called the Craft to refreshment 
until half-past eight o’clock to-morrow morning.

SECOND DAY —MORNING SESSION.

Thursday, June 17, 5886.

At half-past eight o’clock this morning the Grand Master, 
M.'.W.'. Manoali B. Reese, called the Grand Lodge to labor.

The following accounts were referred to the committee on 
Accounts:

The Grand Custodian’s expense account; Rees Printing Company, print­
ing the Grand Master’s address, and the reports of the Grand Treasurer, 
Grand Secretary, Grand Custodian, committee on Returns, and Trustees of 
the Orphan Educational Fund; Omaha Republican, stationery for this ses­
sion ; the expense account of the Grand Master.

The Grand Custodian offered the following resolution, 
which was referred to the committee on Ways and Means:

Resolved, That the Grand Secretary be instructed to procure a supply of 
blank certificates for issue to those receiving the Past Master’s degree.

Bro.'. Holland, 9, offered the following resolutions, which 
were referred to the committee on Ways and Means:

Resolved, That the Grand Secretary be instructed to draw his order on 
the Grand Treasurer for the sum of six thousand dollars ($6,000), in favor of 
the Trustees of the Orphans Educational Fund, thereby transferring that 
amount from the general fund to the said Orphans Educational Fund.

Resolved, That a committee of one be appointed by this Grand Lodge for 
the purpose of controlling, managing, and investing said fund; that he be 
required to give a good and sufficient bond in the sum of double the amount 
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of money he may ever have in his charge belonging to said fund, for the 
safety of said fund; that the said bond shall be approved by the Grand Mas­
ter, Grand Secretary, and Grand Treasurer; that said committeeman shall 
receive as his compensation the sum of two per cent of the amount invested 
by him during each and every year.

Resolved, That these resolutions be referred to the committee on Ways 
and Means for consideration and report.

The committee on Credentials reported as correct a bill for 
printing a blank report of that committee, and, on motion, 
same was referred to the committee on Ways and Means.

Bro.-. Bradford, 116, submitted the following report from 
the committee of which he was chairman. The report was 
adopted. The Grand Treasurer moved that the Grand Mas­
ter be instructed to indorse the certified check to the order of 
the incoming Grand Treasurer on approval of his bond, which 
motion prevailed:
The M.-.W. -. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Accounts beg leave to report: That we have care­
fully examined the books of our brother Grand Secretary, and compared 
the accounts with the receipts and disbursements, from June 19, 5885, to 
June 10, 5886, and find that they have been carefully and correctly kept, 
and that the balance of Grand Lodge funds now on hand, as shown by said 
books, to be $12,272.30.

We would further report that we have also examined the accounts of the 
Grand Treasurer, and find balance in his hands to the credit of the Grand 
Lodge, as shown by his accounts, $12,307.24, which is correct.

There is a difference between the amount charged the Grand Treasurer 
by the Grand Secretary, and the amount on hand by the Grand Treasurer, 
of $34.94, which said amount the Grand Treasurer reports in his hands, in 
excess of the amount charged him by the Grand Secretary. On examina­
tion, we find that this amount, viz.: $34.94, is made up of two years’ interest 
on the relief fund, which said amount has never passed in or through the 
hands of the Grand Secretary.

We would recommend that the Grand Treasurer give the Grand Secre­
tary his receipt for that amount, viz.: $34.94, thereby making the books 
correspond. 1

Your committee further report that the Grand Treasurer has placed in 
their hands his check on the Merchants’ National Bank of Omaha, duly certified 
by said bank, payable to the order of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, A.’.F.’. 
and A.’.M.’., for the sum of $12,307.24, the amount found due by this 
committee.

Bro.’. Keene, 15, presented the following report, which 
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was adopted ; on voting on the question of adopting the pro­
posed amendment to the constitution, it was concurred in : 
To the Id.'. W.'. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

Your committee, appointed to canvass the vote of the various lodges to 
amend Article XIII of the constitution by striking out the last three lines 
thereof, beg leave to report that we have performed that duty, and find that 
eighty-one (81) lodges have voted in the affirmative, seven (7) voted in the 
negative, and that fifty-five (55) have taken no action. We therefore find 
that proposition is approved by the chartered lodges by a majority vote of 
one hundred and nineteen (119).

Bro.-. Phelps, 34, made report from the committee on 
Grievances, recommending the restoration of Champion S. 
Chase, William I. Jones, and Benjamin F. Jones, which report 
was adopted.

Bro.'. Blake, 26, presented the following report, which was 
adopted:
To the Most Worshipful the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee, to whom was referred that portion of the M.'.W.'. 
Grand Master’s address relative to our “ fraternal dead,” do submit the fol­
lowing report:

That, while we recognize the hand of the Divine Grand Master in the 
prosperity which our Fraternity have enjoyed during the past year, His sum­
mons to so many of our brethren to join the immortal brotherhood of “past 
workers,” should admonish us to a more careful observance of the Masonic 
principles of charity and brotherly love.

Resolved, That our earnest, loving, and heartfelt sympathy is extended 
to the families of our departed brethren, and also to the lodges of which 
they were members.

And we do recommend that, as usual, a memorial page in the published 
proceedings be set apart for their names.

Resolved, That our fraternal sympathy is extended to the Grand Lodge 
of Virginia and the brethren for their bereavement in the loss of R.'.W.'. 
Bro.'. John Farran Regnault, Grand Treasurer of that jurisdiction.

The committee made the following report thereon, which 
was adopted:
To the Grand Lodge :

With reference to the claim of Steele City Lodge, No. 107, against Jasper 
Lodge, No. 122, your committee on Jurisprudence recommend that same be 
referred to the incoming Grand Master, with full power to act; decision 
No. 2 of M.’.W.-. Bro.-. Reese covers the ground, as does the law of this 
jurisdiction.

The Grand Master announced, that at seven o’clock this 
evening he would lay the cornerstone of the new building of 
the Omaha Board of Trade, and requested the assistance of 
the brethren.
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Bro.'. Young, 61, made tlie following report from the com­
mittee on Charters and Dispensations; the report was amended 
by naming Cambridge Lodge, U.'.D.'., Cambridge instead of 
Boaz, and by naming Hartington Lodge, U.’.D.'., Hartington 
instead of Unity, and was adopted:
To the Mr. W.'. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

We, your committee on Charters and Dispensations, report as follows:
We have carefully examined the records and papers transmitted to the 

Grand Secretary by the various lodges working under dispensation within 
this Grand Jurisdiction, and we recommend that a charter be granted to 
each of the following lodges now working under dispensation: Jachin Lodge, 
No. — (Holdrege, U.’.D.'.); Siloam Lodge, No. —; Emmett Crawford 
Lodge, No.---- (Custer, U.'.D.'.); Jewel Lodge, No. — (Tobias, U.’.D.'.);
Boaz Lodge, No. — (Cambridge, U.'.D.'.); Square Lodge, No. — (Val­
paraiso, U.’.D.'.); Parallel Lodge, No. — (Liberty, U.'.D.'.); Evergreen 
Lodge, No. —; Lily Lodge, No. — (Davenport, U.'.D.'.); Unity Lodge, 
No. — (Hartington. U.'.D.'.); and that their by-laws, as approved by the 
committee, be approved.

We would further recommend that the following lodges be continued 
under dispensation — to wit: Ewing Lodge, U.’.D.'.; Valley Lodge, U.'.D.'.; 
Chadron Lodge, U.'.D.'.

We recommend that the dispensation of Silver Creek Lodge, U.'.D.'., 
be not renewed.

The committee also finds that lodges working under dispensation do not 
keep their respective records of proceedings in a uniform and Masonic man­
ner, and we recommend that the R.'.W.'. Grand Secretary be instructed to 
get up a printed form showing how the record of a Masonic lodge should be 
written, and that each lodge within this Grand Jurisdiction be furnished 
with a copy thereof.

We also find that lodges applying for a charter have failed to comply 
with Rule 20 of this Grand Lodge, and we would recommend that each 
lodge be required to comply with said rule.

Bro.'. Wilcox, 53, made the following report from the spe­
cial committee of which he was chairman; the report was 
accepted, but the recommendation was not concurred in :
To the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee, to 'whom was referred that part of the report of the 
Grand Secretary concerning insurance, would respectfully report:

We find that many of the lodges which have not insured their property 
have practically no insurable property; charters and records have no insur­
able value.

We find, farther, that many lodges and eminent Masons doubt or deny 
the authority of the Grand Lodge to command the subordinate lodges to 
carry insurance.
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We recommend that the requirement of the Grand Lodge in that respect 
be repealed.

Bro.-. French, 46, presented the following report from the 
committee on Charity.

To the Most Worshipful the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, A.'.F.'. and 
A.'.M.'.:

We, your committee on Charity, to whom was referred the matter of 
Bro.'. Peter L. Frazer, an indigent brother, eightv-five years of age, frater­
nally submit the following report from Corinthian Lodge, No. 83:

We find that Corinthian Lodge has received the following amounts from 
the Grand Lodge and from other sources, by donations, $245.60. We also 
find from the same report that the said Corinthian Lodge has expended the 
following sum in behalf of the said Brother Peter L. Frazer, $279.44. We 
find that Corinthian Lodge, No. 83, has expended the sum of $33.84 over 
and above the amount received. We also find that the said Corinthian 
Lodge has only twenty-six members on th# rolls, April 30, 1885.

We, your committee, would recommend that the said Corinthian Lodge 
be reimbursed from the Grand Lodge funds the above amount of $33.84. and 
the Grand Lodge to take such action as they may deem best for the future.

The report was referred back to the committee for further 
consideration, whereupon the following report was received, 
and was adopted:
To the M.\ W.'. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Charity, would recommend the adoption of the 
following resolution:

Resolved, That the sum of $100 be appropriated out of the Relief Fund, 
to be expended under the direction of Corinthian Lodge, No. 83, to assist in 
the support of Bro.'. Peter L. Frazer.

Bro.-. Draper, 89, presented the following report:
To the Most Worshipful Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the 

Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
We, the committee to whom you referred the recommendations of the 

Grand Secretary, report as follows:
1st. That we recommend the adoption of the recommendation “that the 

lodges be this year required to revise the lists A, B, and C of the Black Book, 
under the direction of the Grand Secretary and supervision of the Grand 
Master.”

2d. That in the opinion of your committee the subordinate lodges, know­
ing the exact amount of property owned by them respectively, and all the 
circumstances surrounding each case, are better judges of the wisdom and 
expediency of carrying insurance on their property than this Grand Lodge. 
We therefore recommend that the requirement that the subordinate lodges 
shall carry insurance upon their lodge property be repealed.
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3d. We recommend the adoption of the recommendation “that the 
Grand Secretary be prohibited from authenticating any diploma, that does 
not bear the signature of the brother to whom it is to be issued.”

4th. We recommend the adoption of the recommendation that the fol­
lowing by-law be adopted: Section—. Each lodge created by the Grand 
Master shall be furnished, without charge, twenty-five blank petitions for 
initiation and one book of blank orders on the treasurer.

Each lodge created by the Grand Master shall be furnished, 
without charge, twenty free blank petitions for initiation and one book of 
blank orders on the treasurer.

The Craft was now called to refreshment until half past 
one o’clock.

SECOND DAY—AFTERNOON SESSION.

Thursday, June 17, 5886.
The Grand Master, M.’.W.-. Manoah B. Reese, called the 

Craft to labor at the appointed hour.
Bro.-. Charles J. Phelps, Grand Orator, now delivered the 

following oration, for which thanks were returned and a copy 
requested for publication with these proceedings.
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M.'.W.'. Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge of 
Nebraska:

Masonic tradition, rich in-beautiful allusions to the dealings of God, 
through the ages of antiquity, with His chosen people, declares that at the 
building of King Solomon’s Temple a union of operative with speculative 
Masonry was effected.

What then did, and now does, constitute speculative Masonry, and whether 
it was the primitive and pure or the spurious Freemasonry of antiquity that 
was united with the operative art at that memorable period, and how the 
union was consummated, are the principal questions to the discussion of 
which I shall ask your attention for a few moments.

The two principal and all-important dogmas of speculative Masonry are, 
and ever have been, the unity of God and the immortality of the soul, a pur­
suit therefore, of a knowledge of God, “whom to know aright,” we are 
taught, “is life eternal,” constitutes the highest aim of man, and the con­
templation of the attributes of Deity affords the rarest food to the mind of 
the thoughtful student.

The infinitely wise, all-powerful, and omnipresent God of heaven and 
earth, the great Architect of the universe, the Builder and Creator of all 
things, whose supreme intelligence pervades all nature, has implanted in 
man alone, of all his creatures on earth, a share of, or at least that which 
bears the nearest affinity to that supreme intelligence disclosed in the crea­
tion and government of the universe.

Man alone is made capable of understanding anything of the purposes, 
laws, and teachings of created nature, and possessing a share of that intel­
ligence by which all things were made, has within him that which must 
from its very nature exist to all eternity.

And were we left entirely without the revealed word, yet we would be 
impelled from analogy and reason to hope for and believe in a life beyond 
the material existence here. How precious such a hope and belief when 
coupled with the promise of the resurrection of the body!

There is a God who created man and placed him in a state of perfect 
happiness in the Garden of Eden; through disobedience man fell from his 
first estate, and death came into the world by reason of his transgression. 
To alleviate man’s deplorable condition it was divinely revealed to him that 
although the body should suffei- death, it should rise again, and reunited 
with the spirit become immortal.

These truths together with the communications of God to man after the 
fall constituting the primitive and pure Freemasonry of antiquity, were 
transmitted from father to son by oral communication to the time of Moses, 
and by the written word and tradition to the time of Solomon.

And now, when the Jewish nation was at the summit of its power and 
glory, Solomon was about to build a temple for the worship of the God of 
his fathers, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and of Jacob.

The king’s coffers were full, replete with gold and silver. For David, his 
father, had collected and contributed marvelous sums,“and the chief of the 
fathers and princes of Israel” and all the “chief persons had offered will-
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ingly, and gave for the service of the house of God,” gold and silver, brass 
and iron, cedar of Lebanon, precious stones, onyx stones, and marble stones 
in abundance, and all was made an offering to Jehovah by King David, say­
ing, “0, Lord, our God, all this store that we have prepared to build thee a 
house for thine holy name cometh of thine hand and is all thine own, and of 
thine own have we given thee.”

And Solomon sent to Hiram, King of Tyre, saying, “Send me a man 
cunning to work in gold and silver, and in brass, and in iron, and in purple 
and crimson and blue, and that can skill to grave with the cunning men that 
are with me in Judah and in Jerusalem, whom David, my father, did pro­
vide.”

“Then Hiram, the king of Tyre, answered in writing, blessing the God 
of Israel who had given his people so wise a king, and he sent a cunning 
man endued with understanding, a son of a woman of the daughter of Dan, 
his father a man of Tyre, skilled in all manner of work, and to find out any 
device which should be put to him,” and other and many Tyrians, Dionysiac 
artificers, and workmen were engaged in assisting to build the temple.

It is said of these Tyrians that they were associated together in a society 
made up of operative builders possessing great knowledge in the art of build­
ing, in sculpture and in all the arts of their day. They were the principal 
operative Masons engaged at the building of the temple.

Now, the Jews who were engaged with these Tyrian artificers, imbued 
with the zeal with which the whole nation had been stirred by the fervency 
of King David, in his life and labors, and especially by the wonderfully 
beautiful psalms of that great poet, naturally desired to teach those with 
whom they were so intimately associated, a knowledge of their God, for 
whom they were then engaged in building the most magnificent structure 
ever erected, yea! even a temple, in the innermost sanctuary of which the 
living God, by his visible shekinah was to dwell.

What wonder, then, that they, conceiving the comparison, taught the 
Tyrian operative, that the twenty-four-inch gauge was a fit emblem of a 
proper division of time, a portion of which they had always been taught to 
observe in the service of God; that the gavel with which they broke off 
the rough corners of stone, was emblematic of their duty to divest their 
hearts and consciences of the vices and superfluities of life; that the plumb, 
to which the walls were laid, also taught rectitude; that the square, uner­
ring and perfect in its application to the mechanical use for which it was de­
signed, also conveyed a moral lesson, teaching man to square his actions with 
the unerring rule of God’s sacred law; that the trowel with which the master 
workman spread the cement with which that famous fabric nvas united into 
one perfect whole, taught the glorious lesson that brotherly love should 
unite man to man as brothers in the common pursuit of truth, of happiness 
here, and of a glorious immortality in the great hereafter; that the rough 
ashler as taken from the quarry in the rude and imperfect state in which it 
had lain for ages, was emblematic of that rude and imperfect state of man 
by nature, and that the perfect ashler was an archetype in stone of that 
state of perfection to which man, by culture and the blessing of Deity may 
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reasonably hope to attain; and thus, each implement, and the materials 
with which the temple was built, furnished the comparison or contrast with 
a corresponding moral conception or attribute; and in this way and in no 
other were operative and speculative Masonry united at the building of King 
Solomon’s Temple.

Can it be true, that the Jews, filled with pious zeal, and at the very 
climax of their glory and power as a nation, and while engaged in building 
a habitation for the true God, and against the express commands of that 
God, would tolerate in the slightest degree the teachings of the heathen re­
ligions, the so-called sacred mysteries, the spurious Freemasonry of antiquity?

It is said, “That when the temple was completed, its several parts fitted 
with such exact nicety, it had more the appearance of the handiwork of the 
Divine Architect of the universe than that of human hands. ”

And as its materials and the implements with which it had been con­
structed had each in itself become a means to teach some moral lesson, so 
now the temple, in its completed condition, the wonder of the world, the 
pride of the Jews, the resting place of the Ark of the Covenant, the abode, 
within its Holy of Holies, of the Shekinah of the Lord Jehovah, became, 
and ever since has continued to be, the distinguishing symbol of our Fra­
ternity.

And as our ancient operative brethren erected the material temple in ac­
cordance with the designs drawn on the trestle board, adorned with gold and 
silver and precious stones, so are we taught to regulate our lives, by adopt­
ing the virtues of the heart, “ the pure emotions of the soul, the warm affec­
tion gushing forth from the hidden fountains of the spirit,” so that the very 
presence of Jehovah our Father and our God shall be enshrined within us 
as His Shekinah was in the Holy of Holies of the material temple at Jeru­
salem.

Nowhere in any of the systems of spurious Freemasonry can there be 
found any trace of this distinctive feature of our science.

The temple of Solomon, patterned after the Mosaic tabernacle, and arche­
type of a lodge, is, in our system of teaching, a symbol of the world. A 
hymn, by N. P. Willis, written for the dedication of a church, takes up this 
Masonic idea; in it the poet says:

The perfect world by Adam trod 
Was the first temple built by God; 
His fiat laid the corner-stone, 
And heaved its pillars one by one.

The temple, as a symbol representing the inner and spiritual man, and 
the immortal temple of the body, was recognized by that greatest of all 
teachers, who said of Himself, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I 
will raise it up.”

St. Paul said: “ Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that 
the spirit of God dwelleth in you?”

Dr. Adam Clark, in his commentary on the Holy Bible, says: “As truly 
as the living God dwelt in the Mosaic tabernacle, and in the Temple of Solo­
mon, so truly does the Holy Ghost dwell in the souls of genuine Christians; 
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and as the temple and all its utensils were holy, separated from all common 
and profane uses, and dedicated alone to the service of God, so the bodies of 
genuine Christians are holy, and should be employed in the service of God 
alone.”

Mackey has defined speculative Masonry, which he says: “is but 
another name for Freemasonry in its modern acceptation,” to be “ the sci­
entific application and the religious consecration of the rules and principles, 
the language, the implements and materials of operative Masonry to the 
veneration of God, the purification of the heart, and the inculcation of the 
dogmas of a religious philosophy.”

That the application and religious consecration of the rules, the princi­
ples, the language, the implements, and materials used in the building of the 
temple at Jerusalem were made to teach the moral precepts of the religion 
of the Jews, there can be no doubt. The veneration for God’s holy name, 
His word, and His day there taught to the craftsmen engaged in that stu­
pendous work, is taught to-day in all enlightened nations, wheresoever the 
Craft assemble in lodges.

In all Christendom our lodges are dedicated to the holy Saints John. On 
our altar is placed the sacred word, and if in our processions we should de­
termine to carry a banner, would it not be appropriate to emblazon thereon 
the Lion of the Tribe of Judah ?

Upon the substructure formed by the symbolic degrees composing our 
blue lodge system, and existing with the consent and approval of the Grand 
Lodge, is built, not only the Royal Arch Chapter, but the more distinct­
ively Christian coinmandery, and from the publications and open avowals of 
these latter orders, it is made clear that the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and 
of Jacob is none other than the Great Architect of the Universe, whom all 
good Masons everywhere revere and adore.

In view of all that we now profess as Masons, looking to that Great Light 
upon our altar as the rule and guide for our Faith, the sure anchor of our 
Hope, containing promises that are precious incentives to Charity — that 
charity which “suffereth long and is kind, envieth not, vaunteth not itself, 
is not puffed up, doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her’ own, is 
not easily provoked, thinketh no evil, rejoiceth in truth, beareth all things, 
believeth all things, hopeth all things, and endureth all things.”

In view of all this, and of all that we hold most dear in the traditions of 
our Fraternity, can any intelligent Mason doubt that to constitute one com­
plete and perfect whole, consistent in all its parts, our institution must accept 
as its foundation the truths taught in the Holy Bible, together with the tra­
ditions of the sages and holy men, recognized as inspired men by the sacred 
book?

Upon this proposition and hypothesis alone are we entitled to base the 
claim that our teachings constitute a science, or to claim that veneration for 
this ancient and honorable institution which is so generally and generously 
accorded to it.

Let us not believe that our institution had its origin in the sacred mys­
teries of Egypt, or- in any other of the various systems of heathen rites of 
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the ancient peoples surrounding the chosen people of the one true God; but 
rather let us contend for the more consistent and reasonable theory, that 
Freemasonry — not known by that name, it is true, but the same in dogma 
and teaching — was made use of to transmit the miraculous dealings of God 
with His people in the early centuries of our race.

It is undeniable that the historical facts, after the fall of man, were 
transmitted by oral communication from father to son, and it is equally true 
that the Hebrews attached great importance to their traditions; and from 
profane history, tradition, and the revealed word, we may weave a network 
of incident, teaching, and dogma,establishing unmistakably and by fair de­
duction the more reasonable theory that our institution had its origin among 
the faithful followers, teachers, and patriarchs, worshipers of the true God, 
and that it has come down through the ages, a parallel in moral teaching to 
the religion of the Jewish and Christian church, holding dear, as its most 
sacred trust, the moral teachings of the patriarch, priest, and king of the 
old, and the Great Teacher, disciple, and apostle of the new dispensations.

The eloquent St. Paul, learned in all the wisdom of Jewish tradition, his­
tory, and customs, recognizing the significance and beauty in symbol and 
allegory, made use of that ancient mode of teaching, and his sermons and 
epistles abound in figure, type, and symbol.

This habit of his is well illustrated in the strikingly beautiful type found 
in his epistle to the Galatians, where, in speaking of the law of the old and 
the gospel of the new covenants, he says: “Abraham had two sons, the one 
by a bondmaid, the other by a free woman. But he who was of the bond­
woman was born after the flesh, but he of the free woman was by the prom­
ise, which things are an allegory; for these are the two covenants, the one 
from Mount Sinai, which gendereth to bondage, which is Agar. For this 
Agar is Mount Sinai in Arabia, and answereth to Jerusalem which now is, 
and is in bondage with her children. But Jerusalem which is above is free, 
which is the mother of us all. Now we, brethren, as Isaac was, are the 
children of promise. . . . We are not children of the bondwoman, but of 
the free.”

And He who spoke as never man spake before taught the multitude by 
parable.

And as the Christian dispensation and church is the successor of the Jew­
ish, so is the speculative Masonry of to-day the successor and conservator of 
the traditions, truths, and teaching of the primitive and pure Freemasonry 
of antiquity.

Bro.-. Blake, 26, offered the following resolutions, the sec­
ond of which was adopted:

Resolved, That the Grand Secretary, under the direction of the M.-.W.-. 
Grand Master, be instructed to procure suitable implements and vessels for 
the use of the Grand Officers in laying cornerstones and dedicating lodges; 
and that a sum not to exceed SI00 be appropriated for that purpose.

Resolved, That this resolution be referred to the committee on Ways and 
Means.
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Bro.-. Munger, 15, offered the following resolution, which 
was referred to the committee on Ways and Means:

Resolved, That the committee on Ways and Means be instructed to ascer­
tain and report to this Grand Lodge a suitable sum to be credited upon the 
loan due the Orphans Fund from Bro. ’. R. W. Furnas, as compensation for 
his services and expenses in caring for said fund since its establishment in 
1860.

From the Omaha Panorama Company was received an 
invitation to visit the “ Battle of Gettysburg.”

Bro,-. Leese, 38, made a statement regarding the matter 
presented by Grand Master Wemple (pages 136 and 175 of 
’85 proceedings) and Grand Master Reese (page 236 of ’86 
proceedings).

Bro.’. Munger, 15, presented the following report, which 
was adopted:

To the M.-.W.'. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
Your committee on By-Laws of Chartered Lodges respectfully report 

that we have carefully considered the by-laws of York Lodge, No. 56, and rec­
ommend that the words “stated meetings” be changed to “regular meet­
ings,” and that the time of holding such regular meetings be changed from 
the first evening in each month to the first Friday evening in each month, 
and that such by-laws as thus amended be approved.

On motion, it was ordered that the sum of fifteen dollars 
be credited to Alexandria Lodge, No. 74. * * *

Regarding the report of the special committee in the matter of Waco 
Lodge, No. 80 (now extinct), the charges against Bro.-. John S. Bennett, 
and his application for a demit, your committee on Jurisprudence frater­
nally report that we have carefully examined the whole subject matter, 
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together with the report of said special committee; and while we agree with 
said committee as to the guilt of said Bennett, we cannot agree with the 
manner of disposing of him. We therefore recommend that the charges 
appearing on the records of said Waco Lodge vs. said Bennett be read 
before this Grand Lodge, and action be taken as to whether the action of 
said Waco Lodge be approved or be reversed, and said Bennett be expelled, 
and that said action be taken at this session

Bro.-. Butler, 3, moved to postpone consideration of this 
report, which was not agreed to.

The case of D. A. Pettigrew, desiring to be admitted a 
member of a Nebraska lodge without a demit, was referred 
to the committee on Jurisprudence, together with a letter 
from M.’.W/. Theodore S. Parvin, Grand Secretary of Iowa. 
The following report from the committee on Jurisprudence 
was adopted:
To the M. •. W. ’. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

In regard to the desire of D. A. Pettigrew to become a member of North 
Bend Lodge, No. 119, he claiming to have received the three degrees of Ma­
sonry in Rising Sun Lodge, Iowa, some time about 1841, your committee on 
Jurisprudence beg leave to report that there are facts relating to this matter 
which are impossible to procure in so limited a time; therefore we recom­
mend that tlie whole matter be referred to the incoming Grand Master to 
inquire into the facts; and if the brother was made a Mason in a legal man­
ner, and that records are lost to the extent as reported, that he issue his 
dispensation, if in his judgment it be proper, to North Bend Lodge, No. 119, 
to receive the brother’s petition, anil act on same.

Bro.’. Wemple, 50, presented the following report from 
tlie committee on Jurisprudence, which was considered by 
section, and was concurred in :
To tlie JU.'. W.’. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Jurisprudence beg leave to report as follows:
1. We recommend that decisions Nos. 1, 3, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, 13, 13, and 

14 be approved.
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2. We recommend that decision No. 7 be approved, after striking out all 
aftei- the words “at least his color should not exclude him.”

3. We recommend that decision No. 11 be not approved. Your commit­
tee agree with the spirit of the decision of the Grand Master, but think there 
is no law forbidding a lodge to have its place of meeting over a saloon. We 
recommend, however, that no lodge, previously knowing the fact that a 
building is to be used for a saloon or liquor business, be allowed to hold its 
meetings in said building; and further, that no building owned by Masonic 
bodies be rented for the carrying on of saloon or liquor business.

4. We recommend that decision No. 15 be not approved. The lodge 
“asking permission to confer the Master Mason’s degree” had no jurisdic­
tion to spread the ballot. Its action was void.

5. In regard to that part of the Grand Master’s address relating to for­
mation of new lodges, we recommend that no action be taken. Your com­
mittee are of the opinion that the present system is perfect. On the blanks 
now furnished by the Grand Secretary for petitions for new lodges will be 
found sufficient instructions, which, if followed by the petitioners, no delay 
will arise, and if not followed, the petitioners are alone to blame.

To the query submitted to this committee (page 173, proceedings 5885), 
“ Can an appeal to the Grand Lodge be taken from the decision of the Grand 
Master?” your committee beg leave to report in the negative.

Bro.-. Davidson, 17, presented the following report from 
the special committee, of which he was chairman, which 
report was adopted:

To the M.'. W. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
Your committee to report resolutions upon acceptance of fireproof room 

from the Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha, would report:
Whereas, The Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha has tendered to this 

Grand Lodge for the use of the Grand Secretary, as a safe depository for the 
records, library, archives, etc., of the Grand Lodge, an excellent fireproof 
room, free of rent, and the M.-.W.’. Grand Master has accepted the same 
on behalf of the Grand Lodge; therefore be it

Resolved, That the acceptance of this tender by the Grand Master be and 
is hereby ratified and confirmed, and this Grand Lodge hereby expresses its 
appreciation of the fraternal courtesy which has prompted this tender, and 
extends to said Masonic Temple Craft its thanks for this generous act.

The Grand Lodge was now called to refreshment until 
half-past eight o’clock to-morrow morning.
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THIRD DAY —MORNING SESSION.

Friday, June 18, 5886.

The Grand Lodge resumed its labors this morning at the 
appointed hour, M.-.W.-. Manoah B. Reese, Grand Master, in 
the East.

Bro.-. Bowen, 3, offered the following, which was adopt­
ed. Bros.-. Bowen, 3, Tulleys, 53, Wemple, 50, Adair, 5, and 
Young, 148, were appointed such committee:
To the M.IF. -. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

As you have again chosen me as your Secretary, I should like to have the 
close of my fifteenth year in your service marked by some measure of decided 
benefit to our Fraternity. To this end I move the appointment of five (5) ear­
nest and well informed Nebraska Freemasons, who are not timid when radical 
action is proposed, to consider the problem of non-afflliation, and how it may 
be lessened, and to recommend to this Grand Lodge next June legislation on 
the subject.

Ou motion of Bro.-. France, 56, the Grand Secretary was 
authorized to sell, under the direction of the Grand Master, 
the property of extinct lodges, reporting the proceeds to the 
Grand Lodge.

Bro.-. Furnas, 4, presented the following report from the 
committee on Foreign Correspondence, -which was adopted :
To the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to whom was referred 
papers pertaining to the recognition of the Grand Lodges of Lower Cali­
fornia and Oaxaca, find it unsafe to recommend their recognition with the 
light at present before them. While thus acting, we are not prepared to 
refuse recognition, but wait for further information.

Regarding the International Regulations, proposed by the Grand Lodge 
of Louisiana, your committee is of the opinion that some such arrangement 
or agreement would be productive of good, and recommend the adoption of 
the following resolutions:

1. A majority of the lodges regularly constituted in a territory may 
organize a Grand Lodge, with all the powers usually conceded to a Grand 
Ladge; provided, not less than three lodges to concur therein, and all the 
lodges within the territory have been duly notified of the intended action to 
form a Grand Lodge.

2. A Grand Lodge, thus legally constituted in a new territory, is sovereign
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over the whole of that territory, and all the lodges therein located must 
yield obedience to her, and receive new charters from her or be considered 
in insubordination and irregular.

4. .Charges may be preferred to the lodge in whose jurisdiction a brother 
is sojourning who has violated any Masonic penal law, though he be not a 
member of that lodge.

6.'  The Grand Lodge of Nebraska agrees, that should a matter of con­
tention arise between her and some fellow Grand Lodge, if not soon amicably 
adjusted, it will be referred, the fellow Grand Lodge consenting thereto, to 
arbitration for final determination, and without any issuance of any edicts 
of non-intercourse.

Bro.-. Slaughter, 89, offered the following, which was re­
ferred to the committee on Ways and Means:

Resolved, That the Grand Treasurer be instructed to refund to the sub­
ordinate lodges of this Grand Jurisdiction, upon order drawn by the Grand 
Secretary, the sum of one dollar for each and every Master Mason reported 
by chartered lodges April 30, 1886, and that the same be forwarded to the 
Secretaries of the several lodges.

The Grand Custodian asked, “ Can a lodge install its office­
bearers away from its location (town) ? ” On which the com­
mittee on Jurisprudence made the following report, which 
wat not adopted:
To the HI. ■. W.-. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Jurisprudence, to whom was referred the query of 
Bro.-. Rawalt, have had the same under consideration, and answer, that we 
know of nothing to prohibit a lodge from installing its officers away from 
home, but within the jurisdiction of this Grand Lodge.

The following amendments to the by-laws were proposed, 
duly seconded, and laid over for consideration at the next 
annual communication:

By Bro.-. Simmons, 38:
Amend Article — of the by-laws, to read: All chartered lodges are re­

quired to install their officers on the anniversary of Saint John the Baptist, 
June 24; provided, however, that any lodge may, by a two-thirds vote of 
members present at any meeting, decide to install on the first meeting sub­
sequent to the annual communication of the Grand Lodge.

By Bro.-. Wilcox, 53 :
Amend Article — of the by-laws, by inserting in lieu thereof the fol­

lowing; The officers of subordinate lodges shall be installed on the festival 
of Saint John the Baptist; provided, that any subordinate lodge may, by a 
two-thirds vote, elect to install at some time within one week prior thereto.
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Bro/. Warren, 2, presented the following report, which 
was adopted:
To the M.W. ■. Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

Your committee on Foreign Correspondence, to whom was referred that 
portion of the M. '.W. •. Grand Master’s address relating to membership and 
applications for degrees by residents along the border between Nebraska and 
Kansas, have had the same under consideration, and would recommend afetion 
in accordance with the Grand Master’s suggestion, as follows:

Resolved, 1. That whenever citizens of the state of Nebraska, who are 
desirous of petitioning for the degrees in Masonry, shall reside nearer some 
constituted lodge in the state of Kansas, and shall wish to petition said 
Kansas Lodge for the degrees, they be allowed so to do without first obtain­
ing permission of the Grand Master of this jurisdiction; provided, that this 
regulation shall take effect and be in force only upon and after receipt of 
official information from the Grand Lodge of Kansas that similar permission 
is given residents of Kansas to apply for the degrees in neighboring lodges 
located in Nebraska.

2. That the Grand Secretary be instructed to inform the M.’.W.'. Grand 
Master of Kansas of this action, and invite concert and reciprocity in this 
behalf.

3. That whenever the Grand Lodge of Kansas shall have enacted similar 
provisions, the M.-.W. •. Grand Master notify lodges in this jurisdiction along 
the border line between the two states of the taking effect hereof.

The expense account of the Grand Master, $34.70, was, on 
the recommendation of the committee on Accounts, ordered 
paid.

Bro.-. McElHinney, 50, presented the following report from 
the committee on Ways and Means, which was adopted : 
To the M.W.-. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Ways and Means, make the following report:
In relation to the resolutions [page 266] asking for appropriating from 

the funds of this Grand Lodge the sum of $6,000, for the use and benefit of 
the Orphans School Fund, we believe that at the present time it would be 
unwise; that the money is just as safe in the hands of the Treasurer of this 
Grand Lodge, for the present, and that at any time the Grand Lodge may 
deem it advisable to authorize the use of said Orphans School Fund for the 
purpose for which it was created, then, and not before, in our judgment, 
should such an appropriation be made.

We therefore offer the following:
Resolved, That we be discharged from the further consideration of the 

same.
Regarding the resolution offered by Bro. ■. Cobb, 19, requiring the names 

of Nebraska Freemasons to be published with our proceedings, your com­
mittee, having considered the same, recommend that it be indefinitely post­
poned.
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The following report from the same committee was not 
agreed to:
To the M.W. • Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Ways and Means, would report as follows in 
regard to the resolution authorizing the Grand Secretary to procure blank 
certificates for the benefit of those receiving the actual Past Master’s degree, 
we deem the matter inexpedient, and in lieu thereof would recommend the 
following resolution:

Resolved, That Rule II of this Grand Lodge be amended by striking out 
all after the words “ Past Master” in the seventh line.

The following query, from Bro.-. White, 6, was referred to 
the committee on Jurisprudence; that committee reported in 
the negative, which was adopted :

Can a Master of a subordinate lodge, serving as an officer of this Grand 
Lodge, and being present, give his proxy as Master to some other brother?

Bro.-. Dinsmore, 49, submitted the following report, which
was adopted:
To the JZ. ■. W. •. Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge 

of Nebraska:
We, your committee on Ways and Means, to whom were referred the 

reports of Bros.-. Furnas and Warren, Trustees of the Orphans’ School 
Fund, would report that we have had the same under consideration, and find 
that there are the following loans secured by real estate, viz.:

We would recommend that the Graff loan be canceled, and that Bro.-. 

Furnas have credit for the amount of the same, viz.; $2,043.12. We are im­
pelled to make this recommendation from the fact that Bro.-. Graff is dead, 
and his estate insolvent.

We recommend that Bro.-. Furnas have credit, on account of erroneous 
computation of interest, reported by himself, of the sum of $50.33.

We recommend that Bro.-. Furnas have credit for the sum of $61.50, 
being amount paid by him to W. H. Hoover for examining abstracts of title, 
as evidenced by bills rendered.

We would recommend that so much of the report of Bro.-. Warren as 
relates to the manner of computation of interest be not concurred in, as we 
believe that where interest is forborne the borrower should be willing to pay 
interest on the amount so forborne.

We would recommend that in future all loans made provide for the pay­
ment of interest annually, and that when any interest becomes due it be 
the imperative duty of the Trustees to collect said interest at once, as, in 
our opinion, there is no time so good to enforce a claim as when the same 
is due.

We further recommend that Bro.-. Furnas be credited with the sum of 
$497, being excess of cash on deposit, as shown by report of 1885, and cash 
received since.

We would recommend that one of the Board of Trustees be designated 
as custodian of the funds, and that he be required to give a bond, with good 
and sufficient sureties, in an amount not less than double the amount as 
shown by his report to this Grand Body of funds on hand each year, and 
that said bond be approved by the Grand Master on or before July 1 of each 
year.

We, your committee, to whom was referred the bill of the Rees Printing 
Co. for $22, for blank reports of committee on Credentials, have had the 
same under consideration, and would recommend that there be appropriated 
the sum of $22 to pay for the same.

We, your committee, to whom was referred the resolution to ascertain a 
suitable sum to be credited upon the loan of Bro.-. R. W. Furnas, favor of 
Orphan Fund, have had the same under consideration, and would recom­
mend that there be appropriated the sum of $500 from General Fund as 
compensation for services rendered and moneys paid out by him prior to 
June 1, 1885, in the care of said Orphans’ Educational Fund.

We, your committee, to whom was referred the resolution directing the 
Grand Secretary, under direction of the Grand Master, to procure suit­
able implements and vessels for the purpose of laying cornerstones and dedi­
cating lodges, have had the same under consideration, and recommend that 
the same be not concurred in.
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The following report was made :

To the Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge of Ne­
braska :

We, your committee on Ways and Means, to whom was referred the res­
olution instructing the Grand Treasurer to refund to the subordinate lodges 
the sum of $1 for each and every Master Mason reported by chartered lodges, 
have had the same under consideration, and would respectfully recommend 
that the same be not concurred in.

A motion to adopt the report was lost. On taking up the 
resolution offered by Bro.-. Slaughter, 89, Bro.-. Butler, 3, 
moved to indefinitely postpone, which was lost; Bro.-. War­
ren, 2, moved to lay the resolution on the table, which was 
not agreed to; Bro.-. Coutant, 11, moved to amend by credit­
ing each lodge with seventy-five cents per capita, to become 
due April 30, 5887, which did not prevail; Bro.-. France, 56, 
moved to amend by instructing the Grand Secretary to deduct 
the indebtedness of each lodge from the sum to be refunded, 
which amendment was adopted ; Bro.-. Lininger, 3, moved to 
defer consideration until after the appropriations are all 
made, which was lost; and as amended by Bro.-. France, 56, 
the resolution of Bro.-. Slaughter, 89, was adopted. [See 
subsequent reconsideration. ]

Bro.-. Dinsmore, 49, made further report from his commit­
tee, as follows, which was concurred in :
To the M.\ W.\ Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

We, your committee on Ways and Means, would recommend that the 
following sums, or so much thereof as may be required, be appropriated for 
the following purposes, viz.:

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We recommend that all expenditures made from the foregoing sums be 
made by and with the approval and consent of the Grand Master.

We recommend that there be appropriated the sum of $50 to compensate 
the Grand Master for clerk hire for the past year.

We would recommend that the sum of $500 be appropriated as compen­
sation for the Grand Custodian for the coming year.

We would recommend that the policy of selling blank books to organized 
lodges at fifty per eent be continued for the coming year.

Bro.-. White, 6, offered the following amendment to the 
by-laws, which was duly seconded, and laid over for consid­
eration at the next annual communication :

Amend Section 9, paragraph 4, by inserting after the word “year,” in 
the seventh line, page 435, proceedings of 1883, “such sum to which each 
lodge is entitled shall be returned to the several lodges within thirty days 
after the session of the Grand Lodge.”

Bro.-. Willard, 124, presented the following report, which 
was adopted:
To the M. •. W. ’. Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Ways and Means, to whom was referred the matter 
of providing for the codification of existing laws of the Grand Lodge, would 
respectfully recommend that an appropriation of $150, or so much thereof 
as necessary, to be used under the direction of the Grand Secretary, or such 
committee as may be created by this Grand Lodge, to execute the work of 
codification.

A motion to reconsider the vote refunding to the lodges 
one dollar per capita now prevailed, and the further considera­
tion of the matter was indefinitely postponed.

Bro.’. Long, 11, on behalf of the Masonic Temple Craft of 
Omaha, stated that interest on the funds borrowed by that 
corporation from the Orphan Educational Fund had been 
compounded, thus making an overcharge of several hundred 
dollars. The matter was referred to the committee on Ways 
and Means, which committee made the following report just 
before the closing of the Grand Lodge, which report was 
adopted :
To the Grand Master, Wardens, and Brethren of the Grand Lodge :

We, your committee on Ways and Means, to whom was referred the mat­
ter of computation of interest on the Omaha Temple Craft loan, would report 
that we have figured the same over, and do not agree with either the Trus­
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tees or the Temple Craft, and would respectfully recommend that the matter 
be referred to W. W. Wallace, the cashier of the Omaha National Bank, W. 
H. S. Hughes, cashier of the Nebraska National Bank, and John E. Wilber, 
cashier of the Omaha Savings Bank, with a request that they figure the 
interest, and each make a separate report of the amount found due on the 
same on June 27, 1885.

Past Grand Master Warren, assisted by Grand Marshal 
White, now obligated and installed the newly chosen office­
bearers of the Grand Lodge, excepting the Grand Chaplain 
and Grand Orator, who were not present.

On motion of Bro.-. Butler, 3, it was
Resolved, That the thanks of this Grand Lodge be, and are hereby, ten­

dered to Rob Morris Lodge, No. 46, of Kearney, for the kind and fraternal 
courtesies extended in taking charge of and performing the last sad rites at 
the burial of our late sojourning brother, Emmet Crawford, late of the 
United States army.

Bro.-. Blake, 26, offered the following resolution, which was 
laid on the table :

Grand Lodge of Ne­
braska, do make and enact the following by-laws for those who now are, or 
who hereafter may become, members of this lodge.

BY-LAWS.
ARTICLE I.

Section 1. The regular meetings of this lodge shall be held at Free­
masons Hall, on the.............................of each calendar month, and on the
festival of Saint John the Baptist. At a special meeting nothing shall be 
done other than that for which the meeting was called.

ARTICLE II.
Section 1. The Senior Deacon, the two Stewards, and the Tiler, shall 

be appointed by the Master at the time of his installation into office; and 
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the Junior Deacon shall be appointed by the Senior Warden at the same 
time. All the other office-bearers shall be elected by ballot at the regular 
meeting immediately preceding the annual communication of the Grand 
Lodge, a majority of all votes east being necessary to a choice. All the 
office-bearers shall be installed on the festival of Saint John the Baptist.

Sec. 2. The Master, in addition to the traditional and usual powers, 
privileges, and duties of his office, shall decide all points of order, and 
from such decision there shall be no appeal except to the Grand Lodge. He 
shall have powei' to appoint all committees, unless otherwise provided in the 
resolutions raising such committees; to command the presence of the 
Treasurer and Secretary, or any officer or committee of the lodge, with 
their books, papers, and accounts; to preside in every committee whose 
meetings he may attend; he shall sign all orders on the Treasurer, and at 
the time of his installation shall appoint the standing committees on Fi­
nance, on Petitions, and on Censors. He may, at his discretion, draw from 
the funds of the lodge for the purpose of relief, not exceeding ten dol­
lars per month to any one individual, reporting the same at the next regular 
meeting.

Sec. 3. The Senior Warden shall represent the lodge in the Board of 
Administration, and shall be chairman of the committee on Finance.

Sec. 4. The Junior Warden shall be the official presenter and prose­
cutor of charges against the members of the lodge, and such Freemasons as 
may be within its jurisdiction, and shall be chairman of the committee of 
Censors.

Sec. 5. The Treasurer shall give bonds for the faithful performance of 
his duties; shall keep an exact account of all moneys received and expended, 
and shall pay no moneys except on orders signed by the Master. None but 
the Treasurer shall expend the funds of the lodge. At the installation of 
office-bearers he shall submit a full, detailed, and complete statement of his 
official acts during the year; shall promptly deliver to his successor in office 
all the funds of the lodge, and to the Finance Committee all the books, 
papers, vouchers, etc., having any reference to the finances of the lodge. 
At all times his books, accounts, etc., shall be subject to the inspection of 
the Master and the Finance Committee. For these services, faithfully per­
formed, he shall receive at least-----dollars per annum.

Sec. 6. The Secretary shall give bonds for the faithful performance of 
his duties; shall meet all the requirements of his office, as specified by the 
Grand Lodge; furnish demits, diplomas, certificates, etc., duly signed and 
sealed by order of the lodge; prepare the annual returns to the Grand 
lodge, and certificates of representatives; register in the Black Book all sus­
pensions, expulsions, reinstatements, and rejections in this and in other 
lodges, of which he may receive official information, which book shall at all 
times be accessible to committees on Petitions; report, immediately after 
the expulsion or suspension of a member of the lodge, the same to the 
Grand Secretary, stating the cause thereof. He shall preserve a copy of the 
Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska, and of these by-laws, and the standing 
resolutions of this lodge. The volumes of the record, shall be paged con-
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tinuously; shall contain all the transactions of the lodge proper to be writ­
ten; shall contain in place copies of the annual reports of the Finance 
Committee, and of each annual return; shall contain at the foot of the 
record of each meeting a statement (under the three headings of “ dues,” 
“fees,” and “other sources”) of all moneys received by the Secretary since 
the last previous meeting, which sums shall be posted directly to the ledger, 
noting in the record the ledger page of the account, and on receiving the 
sums thus stated the Treasurer shall write his receipt therefor in place in 
the record. The volumes of the ledger shall be paged continuously, and 
shall contain the accounts of the members of the lodge, of cash', the build­
ing fund, etc. On the first day of May of each year the Secretary shall 
charge the Grand Lodge dues to the account of each Master Mason member 
of the lodge in good standing at that date. The compendium shall contain 
a full, detailed, and complete statement of each petition received by this 
lodge, the date received, the petitioner’s name, rank, and lodge, if a Free­
mason, the action taken thereon, the date of conferring each degree, or of 
admission, the place and date of birth, the offices in this or the Grand Lodge 
borne by the brother, the date of his demission, death, or expulsion, and 
such other data as may be pertinent. This compendium shall also contain, 
in the rotation in which they become members of this lodge, the names (one 
given name in full), and also the signatures of the members, as evidence of 
their adherence to the laws and regulations of this lodge and the Grand 
Lodge of Nebraska. The register shall be alphabetically arranged, and 
contain the signature, grade, and lodge of each visiting brother, together 
with the date of his visitation, witnessed by his avoucher. This book shall 
be in the custody of the Tiler under the supervision of the Senior Deacon, 
who will introduce to the lodge no brother who has not registered. It shall 
be the further duty of the Secretary to submit, at the installation, a full, 
detailed, and complete summary of his official transactions during the year; 
a statement of cash, building fund, and other general accounts, and all 
assets and liabilities; a statement of work, showing by dates each initiation, 
passing, raising, admission, reinstatement, restoration, demission, death, 
suspension, and expulsion; and to deliver to the Finance Committee all the 
books, documents, papers, etc., of his office. He, and he only, shall receive 
the dues, fees, and other moneys due the lodge, and (unless otherwise espe­
cially ordered by the lodge) in his hands shall remain all bills receivable, 
bonds, stocks, securities, and other assets. He shall keep in stub-book form 
the receipts, orders on the Treasurer, demits, and diplomas. He shall fur­
nish the chairman of each committee the names of his associates, together 
with a copy of the resolutions or subject matter confided to the committee 
by the lodge. For these services, faithfully performed, he shall annually 
receive such compensation as the lodge may direct, not less than-----dollars.

Sec. 7. The Senior Deacon shall have a careful supervision over the 
Visitor’s Register, and shall introduce no brother to the lodge until he has 
registered on that occasion.

Sec. 8. The Junior Deacon shall aid the Senior Deacon in enforcing the 
provisions of the last section.
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Sec. 9. The Stewards, under the Junior Warden, shall provide and ar­
range the refreshment for the Craft, of whatsoever nature.

Sec. 10. The Tiler shall be in charge of the clothing of the brethren 
and the Visitor’s Register.

ARTICLE III.
Section 1. The standing Finance Committee shall be appointed as pro­

vided in Art. II, Sec. 3; shall consist of three brothers in addition to the 
Senior Warden; shall exercise a general supervision over the financial affairs 
of the lodge; shall examine the books, accounts, etc., of the Treasurer and 
Secretary from time to time as it may deem advisable or be instructed by the 
Master or the lodge; and shall audit and report on all bills, accounts, etc., 
referred to them. At the installation the outgoing Finance Committee shall 
receive the Treasurer’s and Secretary’s annual statements, books, documents, 
papers, etc.; the committee shall thoroughly examine the annual statements, 
with their appertaining vouchers, together with the records, ledger, com­
pendium, and other books, and shall report thereon at the regular meeting 
in J uly; which report, being accepted by the lodge, shall be spread upon the 
record, and the committee be discharged.

Sec. 2. The standing Petition Committee shall be appointed as pro­
vided in Art. II, Sec. 2; shall consist of three brothers; and to this commit­
tee may be referred all petitions for initiation, passing, raising, admission, 
reinstatement, or restoration.

Sec. 3. The standing committee of Censors shall be appointed as pro­
vided in Art. II, See. 2; shall consist of three brothers in addition to the 
Junior Warden; shall jealously vindicate the reputation of the lodge and 
each of its members, also of the Craft and all sojourning Freemasons; shall 
see that the principles of the Fraternity are not violated; and to these ends 
the committee may cause charges to be preferred, or investigations made, as 
may seem best for the maintainance of the integrity of the Craft.

Sec. 4. All reports to the lodge from standing or special committees 
shall be written with pen and ink.

ARTICLE IV.
Section 1. The fees for the degrees shall be paid at the time each degree 

is conferred, and shall be as follows:
For initiation...............................................$ .00
For passing............................................................00
For raising............................................................. 00

No fee shall be charged for admission or demission.
Sec. 2. Of the fee received for each initiation, ----- dollars shall be re­

tained in the treasury as a Building Fund, for the purpose of erecting a 
Freemasons hall; it may be loaned for a reasonable time on real-estate 
security.

Sec. 3. If an elected candidate shall neglect to present himself for six 
months he shall forfeit his right to the degree; provided that the lodge may 
by vote extend the time to twelve months.
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Sec. 4. A candidate rejected for advancement shall apply by formal 
petition over his signature.

Sec. 5. There shall be paid as dues by each Master Mason of this lodge 
in good standing the sum of ----- dollars per annum in addition to the
Grand Lodge dues; the same shall be due and payable immediately after the 
installation of office-bearers in June; at the regular meeting in September, 
and at each succeeding regular meeting during the year, the Secretary shall 
report to the lodge all outstanding dues; whereupon the lodge may take such 
action as seems judicious; but no Freemason, a member of this lodge, shall 
be deprived of any right without trial in open lodge.

Sec. 6. A suspended member must petition the lodge for reinstatement 
over his signature; a Master Mason expelled from or by this lodge must 
petition the Grand Lodge of Nebraska for restoration, submitting his peti­
tion to this lodge for recommendation.

ARTICLE V.

Section 1. No Master Mason of this lodge shall be deprived of any right 
without trial in open lodge.

Sec. 2. Charges of violation of the laws of Freemasonry may be pre­
ferred by the Junior Warden, or by any Master Mason of the lodge, against 
any member of the lodge (Apprentice, Fellowcraft, Master Mason, or sus­
pended Master Mason), or any sojourning Freemason; if such charges are 
accepted by the lodge, trial shall follow as soon as convenient.

Sec. 3. As the constitution of our Fraternity declares that every 
brother ought to belong to a lodge, and be subject to its by-laws and gen­
eral regulations, non-afflliation is hereby declared sufficient cause for charges, 
trial, and punishment.

ARTICLE VI.

Section 1. The library of this lodge shall be for the benefit of the 
lodge, the Craft, and the community; its object, to promote morality, intel­
ligence, and rational enjoyment.

Sec. 2. The Library Board shall consist of the Junior Warden and the 
Stewards of the lodge. The board shall receive, invest, and expend the 
Library Fund; shall provide and maintain facilities for the use of the li­
brary; and shall, at each regular meeting of the lodge, report its action 
during the past month, and submit, for the consideration of the lodge, its 
proposed action for the next month.

Sec. 3. The Library Fund shall receive from the lodge-----dollars for
each initiation conferred, and----- cents per annum for each Master Mason
in good standing on the annual return; these moneys, with such donations 
and bequests thereto as may be made, shall be placed in the hands of the 
Library Board, as hereinbefore provided.
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ARTICLE VII.
Section 1. After the lodge is opened in regular meeting, the following 

shall be the order of business, subject to the will and pleasure of the Master 
of the Lodge:

1. Reading the record of the last regular and subsequent special meetings.
2. Reports of committees on Petitions.
3. Balloting on petitions.
4. Reports of other committees.
5. Unfinished business.
6. Receiving and referring petitions.
7. New business.
Sec. 2. No member present and entitled to a vote shall be excused from 

voting except by the Master, or by the consent of a majority of the members 
present.

ARTICLE VIII.
Section 1. Any by-law of this lodge may be amended in the following 

manner: The amendment must be offered at a regular meeting, lay over 
until the next regular meeting, and if then adopted by a two-thirds vote of 
those present the amendment shall become law and of effect when approved 
by the Grand Lodge or Grand Master of Masons in Nebraska.

ARTICLE IX.
Section 1. All by-laws heretofore enacted by this lodge are hereby 

repealed.
