convened and assembled in its thirty-first annual communica­
tion in the Masonic Temple, Lincoln, Nebraska, on Wednes­
day, June 20, A.’.L.-. 5888, A.D. 1888, at four o’clock in the 
afternoon, there being present:

and representatives from one hundred and thirty-eight of the 
one hundred and fifty-three chartered lodges.
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A lodge of Master Masons was opened in ample form as 
required by the Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska.

It being ascertained by roll call that a constitutional num­
ber of lodges were represented, the Grand Master declared 
the Grand Lodge open for the dispatch of business, and 
proclamation thereof was made by the Grand Marshal.

The Grand Master filled a vacancy in the following com­
mittees (appointed April 10, 5888), and the members thereof 
were congregated as follows :

On Visiting Brethren — Bros.-.John II. McClay, 19;*  Levi M. Hupert, 
54, and Daniel H. Harris, 94.

The Grand Master ordered that all Master Masons in good 
standing be admitted to the Grand Lodge during the sessions 
of this communication.

On motion, the Grand Tiler was instructed to purchase one 
gross of fans for use of members of the Grand Lodge.

The Grand Master now delivered his

ADDRESS.
Brethren, — Another year, freighted with its precious burthen of joys 

and sorrows, wrecks of high resolves, and results of noble deeds, has passed 
beyond recall, and we are again assembled, not alone to review the work of 
the past year, but to consider the needs of the future as well. It is with 
peculiar pleasure that I recognize so many familiar faces in this assembly, 
veterans of this Grand Lodge, whose persistent, intelligent labors, and ear­
nest faith in the principles of Freemasonry, have established the fame of 
Nebraska’s Grand Lodge, and rendered its name as familiar as household 
words throughout the masonic world. There are present also many who 
for the first time will assist in our deliberations. To one and all I extend 
a most cordial and fraternal welcome to this, our thirty-first annual com­
munication. Filled with reverence and gratitude toward the Author of 
all good for the life, health, peace and prosperity that we enjoy, let us seek 
His giidance in all our deliberations, that the work of this grand communi­
cation may tend to the upbuilding of our honored institution, and the conse­
quent increase of knowledge and virtue among the people.
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The past has been a prosperous year to the Masonic Craft of this jurisdic­
tion. Prosperous, not alone in the acquisition of a goodly number of perfect 
ashlars to our temple, but in the successful completion of many important 
designs drawn upon trestle boards by master workmen inspired by charity, 
and executed in peace and harmony.

NECROLOGY.

We are called upon to mourn the loss of not a few members of our beloved 
Fraternity, who have been summoned from their labors on earth, as we 
trust, to the enjoyment of that rest and peace promised to the faithful work­
man, within the portals of that temple not made with hands, eternal in the 
heavens. Of our own jurisdiction, I have received notice of the. following:

Bro.‘.George Miller, of Tuscan Lodge, No. 130, Surprise, Nebraska, met 
with a violent death, being crushed by the machinery of a flouring mill, at 
his home, January 20, 1888. Bro.‘.Miller was born February 2, 1828, in 
Cumberland county, Pennsylvania; removed to Indiana in 1862, and was 
made a Master Mason in LaGrange Ledge, LaGrange, Indiana; came to 
Nebraska in 1872, and settled in Seward county; was a charter member of 
Oliver Lodge. No. 38, Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, and Tuscan Lodge, No. 130, 
and served the brethren well and faithfully as Master of the last two lodges. 
He was also a member of King David Chapter, No. 30, at David City. He 
was a good citizen, an earnest, intelligent and faithful Mason.

Bro.-.George Deans, Past Master of Harlan Lodge, No. 116, died at his 
residence in Alma, Nebraska, May 6. 1888. He was born in Sunderland, 
England, September 6, 1845; emigrated to America at the age of five years, 
his parents locating in Indiana. He was made a Master Mason at Linden, 
Indiana, in .1868, and served as Master of that lodge. Removed to Harlan 
county, Nebraska, in 1874; was a charter member of Harlan Lodge, No. 
116, and its Master at the time of his death. He was also an honored mem­
ber of the Grand Army of the Republic, having served his country faithfully 
in the 72d Ind. Vol. Infantry. He was a physician of marked ability and 
success, prominent in political and social life, honored while living, his 
untimely death regretted by all who knew him.

Bro.‘.Matthew McDougal, Past Master of Friend Lodge, No. 73, A.‘.F.‘. 
& A.’.M.'., Friend, Nebraska, died May 5, 1888, aged forty years. Bro.'. 
McDougal was made a Master Mason in Sussex Lodge, No. 5, A.‘.F.‘.& 
A.‘.M.‘. Ontario, Canada, November 5, 1873; emigrated to Nebraska, and 
became a member of DeWitt Lodge, No. Ill, in 1880; was Master of Friend 
Lodge, No. 73, at the time of his death. He was quite prominent as a busi­
ness man, and represented Saline county faithfully in the lower house of the 
state legislature. He was an earnest Christian, and died in the full triumph 
of the faith that he so worthily adorned while living.

Death’s record the past Masonic year will discover enrolled the names of 
nearly fourscore faithful brethren, whose kindly greetings we shall hear no 
more until we meet beyond the river.

Other jurisdictions have been deprived of able counselors and distin­
guished Masons, as follows.
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August 31, 1887, I received notice of the death of Bro.'.William M. 
Black, Grand Steward and Tiler of the Grand Lodge of Indiana.

February 7, 1888, the first intelligence of the decease of Bro.'.James 
O’Connor, our representative near the Grand Lodge of Tennessee, reached 
us, although this distinguished brother departed this life on the 21st of May, 
1887.

February 23, notice of the death of our veteran brother, James Biles, 
Past Grand Master, and our representative near the Grand Lodge of Wash­
ington, was received. He lived a pure and spotless life, and at a ripe old 
age was gathered unto his fathers, leaving a memory redolent with loving 
deeds and kind words.

May 14, we received the sad news of the death of Bro.'.Daniel Sayre, the 
venerable Secretary of the Grand Lodge of Alabama. Bro.'. Sayre had been 
Grand Secretary more than thirty years, and it has been well said of him, 
“No one lives to say aught against his good name. He so conducted himself 
as to receive and merit the good opinion of all men.” In his death the 
Masonic Fraternity has lost an earnest, intelligent worker, a true friend and 
a wise counselor.

April 19. received notice of the death of M.'.W.'.Bro.'.J. Eastman John­
son, Past Grand Master of Michigan, at the advanced age of eighty-three 
years. His was a most useful and active life, devoted to the public weal; he 
filled every station to which he was called in such a manner as to win the 
confidence and esteem of all good men.

1 recommend to the consideration of this Grand Body the distinguished 
virtues and faithful lives of our departed brethren, and that action be taken 
to express our appreciation thereof.

FOREIGN RELATIONS.

Our relations with fellow Grand Lodges in this and other countries are of 
the most satisfactory nature. No draft has been made during the past year 
upon our sympathies, on account of devastation caused by disease, earth­
quakes, conflagration or inundation, nor has financial aid been solicited; but 
peace and prosperity appear to have waited upon the progress of Masonry 
throughout the world.

October 7, 1887, 1 received a proclamation of protest against the forma­
tion of new lodges within the jurisdiction of Victoria by other Grand Lodges. 
I find no record of the Grand Lodge of Victoria having been formally recog­
nized by this Grand Lodge, and submit this matter to you, for such consider­
ation as shall be deemed proper.

No. 159.
Soon after the close of the last annual communication of the Grand Lodge, 

I received communications from the Master and Junior Warden of the late 
Ogalalla Lodge, U.'.D.'., located at Ogalalla, which were supplemented by 
a petition signed by a majority of the members of said lodge, protesting 
against the action of the Grand Lodge, in naming the new lodge, No. 159, 
Adoniram, contrary to the expressed wishes of the members thereof, and 
asking relief. I directed our R.'.W.'. Grand Secretary to withhold the 
charter of No. 159 until I had examined the merits of the complaint. Upon 
investigation, it appeared that the brethren composing the new lodge had 
unanimously chosen the name “Ogalalla,” whereby their lodge should be 
known and designated; that our committee on Charters and Dispensations, 
ignoring the prayer of these brethren, rejected the name chosen, substituting 
therefor a name wholly repugnant to those most deeply concerned in the wel­
fare of the lodge.

The report of the committee was subsequently adopted by the Grand 
Lodge, there being no representative of the new lodge present to protest 
against such action. Believing that a grave injustice had unwittingly been 
perpetrated by the Grand Lodge, I instructed our R.'.W.'. Grand Secretary 
to cause the charter of this lodge to issue to Ogalalla Lodge, No. 159, instead 
of as directed by the Grand Lodge.

The right to select a name by which the new lodge is to be known has 
been conceded to subordinate lodges since the time of the first Grand Lodge. 
Of late years Grand Lodges claim supervisory control of the nomenclature of 
subordinate lodges, but this only to prevent the adoption of obnoxious and 
improper appellations. I trust that my decision in this case will receive the 
approval of this Grand Lodge.

LODGES U.'.D.'.

They were 
recommended by Beatrice Lodge, No. 26.

February 18, to sixteen Master Masons, to open and hold Gladstone 
Lodge, U.’.D.-., at Ansley, Custer county, with Bro.-.Francis M. Rublee, 
W.’.M.-.; Bro.'.Brougham Stevenson, S.’.W.-.; Bro.’.William 0. Chapman, 
J.’.W.-. They were recommended by Emmet Crawford Lodge, No. 148.
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February 20, to ten Master Masons, to open and hold Hay Springs 
Lodge, U. '.D. '.,at Hay Springs, Sheridan county, with Bro. •.William Water­
man, W.’.M.'.; Bro.-.Madison Finch, S.'.W.'.; Bro.'.Tobias J. Thompson, 
J.'.W.'. They were recommended by Samaritan Lodge, No. 158.

Of these new lodges, Elwood, Curtis, Trenton, and Bromfield were 
strongly recommended by W.-.Bro.’.Benj. F. Rawalt, late Grand Custodian. 
The officers and hall of Amity Lodge were examined by the Grand Master, 
the others being recommended by R.•.W.’.Bro.'.Lee P. Gillette, Grand Cus­
todian, after personal visitation and examination. Most of these lodges 
have done good work and display a commendable spirit of enterprise and 
zeal in the cause of Masonry; all but two, Shickley and Bromfield, will ask 
for charters.

GRAND CUSTODIAN.

July 16, 1887, I appointed R.'.W.-.Bro.'.Lee P. Gillette, Grand Custo­
dian, vice M.- W.-.Bro.-.James A. Tulleys, who declined the appointment, 
because of a prior engagement that effectually precluded his devoting the 
necessary time to this work. Bro.’.Gillette has given his time and talent to 
the duties of the office, and has been indefatigable in his efforts to secure 
uniformity in work and ritual among the lodges in this jurisdiction. Being 
thoroughly posted in the work adopted by this Grand Lodge a few years ago, 
known as the “ Nebraska work,” and having many years’ experience as a 
Past Master, in the government of the Craft, his services as Grand Custo­
dian are of inestimable value to the Fraternity, and I hope that our appreci­
ation of his labors may result in the adoption of some plan whereby the 
Craft may secure his undivided services, for a term of years, or at least until 
oui' lodges have all been thoroughly instructed.

GRAND CUSTODIAN LODGES.

Grand Custodian Lodges, under the immediate supervision of the Grand 
Custodian, have been held during the year at O’Neill, Norfolk, Tecumseh, 
York, Fairbury, Holdrege, Grand Island, Columbus, Orleans, Fairfield, and 
Beaver City, and in addition thereto fifteen Schools of Instruction were held.

They were well advertised, the local lodges in every instance sending 
special invitations to neighboring lodges, and handsomely entertaining all 
who came. I attended quite a number, and gave every encouragement pos­
sible thereto, hoping thereby to enlist the interest of lodge officers in this 
important department of Masonic work, yet the attendance was not such as 
could reasonably be expected, or that would justify the continuance of the 
present system of Grand Custodian Lodges.

Experience teaches that this work can only be satisfactorily accomplished 
by the Custodian visiting each individual lodge, and imparting the necessary 
instructions to the officers and brethren thereof; a fair illustration of that 
old saying, If the mountain will not come to Mahomet, the prophet must 
needs go to the mountain.

SPECIAL DISPENSATIONS.

Many subordinate lodges have neglected to amend their by-laws, to con­
form to regulations of the Grand Lodge now in force, hence an unusual num­
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ber of dispensations lias been required. I desire in this connection to call 
the attention of Masters to the importance of a careful study and the thorough 
revision of the by-laws of their lodges, to see that they conform to those of 
the Grand Lodge, thus relieving your Grand Master, in a great-measure, of a 
duty made irksome by negligence and lack of interest on your part. I have 
granted special dispensations as follows:

To Nos. 5, 44, 62, 81, 89, 116,128, 157, 159, to elect officers at a time other 
than that designated in by-laws.

To Nos. 1, 13, and 39, to elect and install officers, having failed to perform 
those duties at proper time.

To No. 89, to elect and install a Master, the Master-elect having removed 
from the state.

To No. 35 to elect and install a Senior Warden, the Senior Warden thereof 
having been expelled.

To No. 143 to elect and install a Secretary.
To Nos. 3, 9, 53, 63, 71, 76, 91, 96, 117, 121 to install officers, having failed 

to do so at time designated by law.
To No. Ill to open and hold regular and special communications for the 

transaction of business in the absence of the charter, which was destroyed by 
fire.

To Nos. 11, 56, 146, to examine candidates and ballot on petitions for ad­
vancement at special communications.

To No. 56 to open and hold lodge in City Hall, their hall having been de­
stroyed by fire.

To No. 25 to elect delegates, at a special communication called for that 
purpose, to represent said lodge at the annual meeting of the Masonic Temple 
Craft of Omaha.

To Nos. 50, 67, to receive petition for initiation, without regard to time of 
residence.

To Curtis Lodge, L’.'.D.'., to remove to new hall over school-house in Curtis.
To No. 1 to receive and ballot on petitions for affiliation at same communi­

cation.
To No. 55 to examine candidate for advancement at a special communi­

cation.
To No. 19 to elect and confer upon F.-.C.’.Bro.’.Harvey S. Hueston the 

Master Mason degree without waiting the legal time. The usual fee was col­
lected.

To No. 56 to open a regular communication of the lodge one hour earlier 
than time fixed by law.

REPRESENTATIVES RECOMMENDED.

With a view to a more equitable distribution of these official honors, and 
to increase the efficiency of the service as well, I addressed the following 
letter of instruction to our R..W.’. Grand Secretary, on Jan. 9: “In pur­
suance of our plan for the reorganization of our corps of Grand Represen­
tatives, will you, as soen as convenient, correspond with each Grand Repre­
sentative residing in this jurisdiction, who is at present accredited by two or 
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more Grand Lodges, asking him to designate which appointment he prefers 
to retain ? I presume that nearly all these appointments have expired by 
limitation, and should be renewed or new appointments made. As the 
number of Grand Representatives is limited, and we have so many worthy 
Past Masters who have proven their skill and ability, we have thought best 
to confine these appointments to one each, and believe that no brother will 
feel aggrieved thereat.” When thus notified, the brethren interested made 
generous response, and expressed hearty concurrence in the plan outlined. 
Thus I have had the pleasure of recommending for appointment as repre­
sentatives of other Grand Lodges, near that of Nebraska, as follows:

REPRESENTATIVES COMMISSIONED.

The efficiency of a service is increased by frequent inspection and intro­
duction of energetic, intelligent thinkers among the workmen. That this 
may be accomplished with the least friction and the highest results be 
attained in our diplomatic service, a number of Grand Lodges have adopted 
a limited tenure of office for such representatives. Having confidence in the 
wisdom of this plan, I instructed our Grand Secretary to prepare and have 
printed blank commissions so arranged that the term of office would expire 
on the 24th of June, and be limited to three years. Trusting that, the Grand 
Lodge will approve this measure, I have caused commissions to issue, upon 
the recommendation of Grand Masters of those respective jurisdictions, as 
follows:

Nov. 25, 1887, to M.'.W.-.Bro.-.E. G. Bower, as Representative of the 
Grand Lodge of Nebraska, near that of Texas.

March 19, 1888, to M.‘.W.’.Bro.•.Samuel Vestal, as Representative of 
the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, near that of Washington.

April 13, to M.‘.W.'.Bro.‘.Caswell A. Goodloe, as Representative of the 
Grand Lodge of Nebraska, near that of Tennessee.

April 25. R.‘.W.’.Bro.'.Chauncey N. Noteware, as Representative of the 
Grand Lodge of Nebraska, near that of Nevada.

May 3, Rev. Bro.'.Joseph A. Galbraith, Representative of the Grand 
Lodge of Nebraska, near that of Ireland.

May 3, Bro.'.William Brinsmaid, Jr., Representative of the Grand Lodge 
of Nebraska, near that of Vermont.

May 21, W.’.Bro.‘.William T. Price. Representative of the Grand Lodge 
of Nebraska, near that of Maryland.
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June 14, Bro.'. J. K. McLeod, Representative of the Grand Lodge of Ne­
braska, near that of Mississippi.

CORNER-STONES.

July 13, assisted by Past Masters B. F. Rawalt of No. 84, S. J. Whitten 
and G. M. Murdock of No. 67, 1 laid the corner-stone of the Masonic Temple 
at Hebron. The Masonic Fraternity was largely represented, Hebron Lodge 
No. 47 being reinforced by large delegations from neighboring lodges. The 
citizens turned out en masse, and every arrangement having been perfected 
by the thoughtful care of the brethren, the occasion proved a grand success.

Oct. 27, M.'.W.'.Bro.'.E. F. Warren, as my proxy, laid the corner-stone 
of the great bridge across the Missouri river at Nebraska City. It was a very 
successful affair, the procession, composed of all civic and military societies, 
was by far the largest ever witnessed in the city.

Nov. 30, W.'.Bro.'.DeForest Richards, as my proxy, laid the corner­
stone of the court-house at Chadron, Dawes county, Nebraska.

December 19, Bro.'.Albert W. Crites, 6, as my proxy, laid the corner­
stone of the public school building at Chadron, Nebraska.

April 22,1888, an emergent Grand Lodge was opened in Freemasons Hall, 
Lincoln, and assisted by R.'.W.'.Bro.'.Lee P. Gillette, as D.'.G.'.M.'.; R.'. 
W. '.Bro.'.John J. Mercer, G.'.S.'.W.'.; R.'.W.'.Bro. '.Robert E. French, G.'. 
J.'.W. .; R.'.W.'. Bro.'.Christian Hartman, G.'.Treas.'.; W.'.Bro.'.C. H. 
Willard, as G.'.Sec.'.; W.'.Bro.'.H. A. Guild, G.'.Chaplain: W.'.Bro.'.B. D. 
Slaughter, Grand Marshal, and the Masonic fraternity of Lincoln, I laid the 
corner-stone of Grant Memorial Hall, of the University of Nebraska. Mt. 
Moriah Commandery, K.'.T.'., acted as escort, being courteously detailed for 
the occasion by the Grand Commander, R.'.E.'.Sir John J. Wemple. The 
procession was very large and directed in an admirable manner. Addresses 
were made by Capt. W. C. Henry, Dept. Commander of G. A. R., and Hon. 
John M. Thayer, Governor of Nebraska. The occasion was thoroughly en­
joyed by all who participated; every detail being promptly executed, added 
much to the interest and impressiveness of the ceremonies, the credit there­
for being chiefly due to the intelligent, indefatigable labor' of our Bro.'.Edgar
S. Dudley, who had tire affair in charge.

May 17, assisted by R.'.W. .Bro.'.L. P. Gillette as D.'.G.'.M.'.; W.'. 
Bro. .GeorgeE.WhitmanasG.'.S.'.W.'., andW.'.Bro.'.A. Y. Wright asG.'. 
J.'.W.'., I laid the corner-stone of the court-house at Beaver City. The 
ceremonies were conducted under the auspices of Beaver City Lodge No. 93, 
and participated in by members of all the lodges in Furnas county. Arrange­
ments had been made to entertain all the citizens of the county, but, 
unfortunately for the entire success of the occasion, the weather proved very- 
inauspicious, rain falling during the greater part of the day. The attendance 
was large, and the best of feeling prevailed, notwithstanding the adverse 
circumstances. M.'.W. '.Bro. '.Robert W. Furnas delivered a masterly address.

June 14, assisted by M.'.W.'.Bro.'.A. G. Hastings as D.'.G.'.M.'., M '. 
W.'.Bro.'.R. H. Oakley as G.'.S.'.W.'., W.'.Bro.'.L. M. Hupert asG.'.J.'. 
W.'., and Bro.'.C. M. Carter as Grand Marshal, I laid the corner-stone of 
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the Church of the Holy Trinity, in the city of Lincoln. Mt. Moriah Com- 
mandery K.'.T.'. did knightly duty on this occasion, which was gratefully 
appreciated, not only by the Grand Officers, but by the church dignitaries as 
well.

To the brethren who assisted me on this and other public occasions, I 
desire to express my thanks for and appreciation of their services.

DEDICATING HALLS.

December 27 I had the pleasure of dedicating the new hall of the 
Masonic Temple Craft of Hastings, Nebraska. Although the weather was 
quite inclement, the spacious rooms of the temple were crowded with the 
members of the Fraternity, their wives, daughters, and invited guests, the 
wealth, beauty, and intelligence of the city being fully represented. After 
the beautiful and impressive ceremonies of our society were rendered, M.’. 
W.’.Bro.'.John J. Weinplc, in his usually happy style, gave an address of 
welcome, which was responded to on part of the guests by M.'.W.’.Bro.’.R. 
W. Furnas, of Brownville. Rev. Bro.’.L. F. Britt delivered an able and 
instructive oration suitable to the occasion. An ample and appetizing 
lunch was spread in the banquet room, of which all partook, and with 
music and social converse the evening passed —a season of intense enjoy­
ment and satisfaction to all present. The Craft at Hastings is now provided 
with the finest and most convenient, though not the largest, suite of rooms 
for Masonic purposes in the state, of which they are justly proud.

On the same day the new Masonic Temple at Falls City was dedicated 
with full Masonic ceremonies by W.’.Bro.•.Samuel P. Davidson, Grand 
Senior Deacon, as my proxy. The brethren at Falls City are entitled to 
much credit for perseverance and liberality displayed in the erection of this 
temple, one of the best in the state.

No. 69.
At the close of the last annual communication of the Grand Lodge my 

attention was called to the very unsatisfactory state of Masonic affairs at 
Ulysses, Nebraska, by Bro.'.S. C. Oaks, Master of our Fortitude Lodge, 
No. 69.

Deeming an official visit of first importance, I notified Bro.’.Oaks of my 
intention, and directed him to convene his lodge on July 25, giving all the 
brethren due and timely notice thereof. Accompanied by our R.-.W,-. 
Grand Secretary, I visited this lodge, pursuant to notice given. After 
much delay, barely a constitutional number of brethren, members of Forti­
tude Lodge, met in Odd Fellows’ Hall, and opened a lodge of Master 
Masons. Upon a thorough examination of the officers and records of the 
lodge, the following facts were elicited. The lodge had not been convened 
for more than a year, primarily on account of discord among the members, 
but for several months past not having a local habitation. The differences 
among the brethren were irreconcilable, and the lodge being almost equally 
divided in sentiment upon every question arising, it was impossible to trans­
act any business of importance. Finding no disposition among the brethren

to harmonize, and being assured that the lodge, as such, had become as a 
stench in the nostril to all respectable citizens of Ulysses, I arrested their 
charter, and directed the Grand Secretary to take possession of the records 
and property of the lodge, to hold the same subject to the will and pleasure 
of this M.’.W.-.Grand Lodge. I do now recommend that the name and 
number of Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, be stricken from the roll of Nebraska 
lodges.

DECISIONS.

Many questions have been asked, requiring a voluminous correspondence 
in answer, yet of no general interest to the Craft. In many instances a ref­
erence to the law bearing upon each particular case has been sufficient. Such 
rulings as I deem of general interest are given, not as additions to our juris­
prudence, if approved — for there is danger of making too many laws— but 
for the information of the Grand Lodge.

1. The result of a ballot cannot be reconsidered at a subsequent communi­
cation of the lodge.

2. A demit may be granted, notwithstanding the applicant has failed to 
sign the by-laws of the lodge, he being a charter member thereof.

3. A certificate of Masonic standing, equivalent to a demit, under the 
law of the Grand Jurisdiction whence emanating, is entitled to the same 
recognition as a demit when presented by an applicant for affiliation.

4. The petition of a candidate for initiation being refused consideration 
by the lodge, the applicant should not be reported as rejected.

5. When the ballot is declared closed the status of the candidate is deter­
mined, and no objection to the immediate announcement of the result should 
be entertained.

6. A lodge not having jurisdiction rejected a candidate by ballot. Held, 
said action to be null and void. The petition should have been dismissed 
without prejudice to the candidate.

7. Every communication of a lodge, while under dispensation, is a regu­
lar communication, if properly convened.

8. A public ball should not be held in a hall dedicated to Masonic pur­
poses.

9. A resolution to cut off all discussion of the character and standing of 
candidates for the honors of Masonry is not in harmony with the genius of 
our institution, the Master having the authority to direct and restrict debate 
on all questions that may arise. It is unwise. The question of the charac­
ter and standing of candidates for initiation, being of supreme importance, 
demands the most thorough investigation; this is especially true in large 
cities, where the candidate is quite-frequently a stranger to a majority of the 
lodge.

10. It is not necessary that an Entered Apprentice or Fellow Craft should 
reside one year within the state or jurisdiction of a particular lodge before 
making application for advancement.

11. A demitted Mason may, upon his petition, be elected to membership 
without having first visited the lodge.
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12. If after a clear ballot the candidate is estopped by objection, the fee 
should be returned to him as soon as the Master is satisfied that the objec­
tion will not be withdrawn.

13. Lodges may invest surplus funds in any reputable lawful enterprise 
that gives reasonable assurance of permanency and security.

14. Any action had under and by virtue of a by-law that has not been 
approved by the Grand Lodge or Grand Master is illegal, hence null and 
void.

15. A candidate for initiation is discovered to be ineligible, by reason of 
physical defects. His petition should be dismissed without prejudice. 
Masonry teaches us to be just toward all men, and kind to the unfortunate. 
It is, therefore, un-Masonic to place a stigma, even by implication, upon the 
character of one who, through accident, disease, or a freak of nature, has 
become disqualified to be made a Mason.

16. A brother having become a member of a lodge by affiliation, not hav­
ing signed the by-laws, makes application for demit. Can the demit issue 
until the brother signs the by-laws ?

Ans. Yes. The brother having been regularly elected, and having been 
recognized as a member by lodge and Grand Lodge, the mere failure to sign 
the by-laws should not invalidate his claim to membership. I am aware that 
this is in apparent conflict with former rulings of our Grand Lodge; but in 
nine cases out of ten a failure to sign the by-laws is due to negligence on part 
of the officers of the lodge rather than the fault of the brother.

It is the favorable vote of the lodge upon his voluntary petition for affilia­
tion regularly presented for consideration that constitutes a brother a member 
of a lodge, just as a favorable ballot upon his petition for demission severs 
his connection with the lodge.

No. 1.
January 24, upon the petition of Nebraska Lodge No. 1, located at 

Bellevue, all provisions of the law having been complied with, I authorized 
the removal of said lodge to Freemasons Hall, in the city of Omaha, where • 
it is now located, with bright prospects of future prosperity and usefulness.

BY-LAWS.

I am gratified to report an increased interest among subordinate lodges in 
regard to our law. Many lodges have adopted the suggestive code of by-laws, 
as recommended by the Grand Lodge, and others have amended their laws to 
correspond with the regulations of the Grand Lodge. I have approved the 
by-laws of the following lodges: Nos. 3, 6, 9, 19, 44, 50, 67, 71, 97,117. 134, 
137, 159, 161, 163.

SEALS.

I have approved the seals of lodges as follows: Nos. 27, 37, 130, 139, 149, 
150, 151, 154, 155, 156, 157, 159, 160, 161, 162, 163.

FIRE INSURANCE.

Notwithstanding every subordinate lodge in this jurisdiction has had 
repeated instructions and injunction to attend to the matter of securing 
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insurance upon its property, and make due report thereof to the Grand 
Lodge, with the annual returns, a large per cent, of lodges have neglected to 
do so. More urgent demands for the information required by the Grand 
Lodge to complete its report, develops the fact that many lodges have per­
sistently neglected to obey the mandate of the Grand Lodge, urging reasons 
for their delinquency as varied as the hues of the rainbow, and often quite as 
intangible. This lack of prompt and intelligent obedience on the part of 
lodge officers has occasioned your Grand Secretary much unnecessary labor, 
and your Grand Master not a little annoyance.

1 would therefore recommend that our law in regard to insurance be so 
modified as to allow lodges to carry their own insurance, provided, that in 
case of loss by fire, such lodges are absolutely prohibited soliciting aid from 
fellow lodges, or the Fraternity at large.

CODIFICATION OF THE LAW.

Your committee on Codification of the'Law has completed that part of its 
work, and will present the result for the consideration of the Grand Lodge 
at this session. I have no desire to anticipate the action of this Grand Body, 
or to bias the judgment of any member thereof, but it is due the members of 
this committee, and I take great pleasure in expressing my appreciation and 
approval of the eminent services by them rendered to the Craft of this juris­
diction. Their work will bear the closest inspection, and while it may con­
tain crudities and possible contradictions, the fault lies in the law, not in the 
committee, who did not feel authorized to make radical changes in, but only 
to collate and condense the law as found. This work has already elicited 
favorable comment from eminent Masons of other jurisdictions. Much labor 
and diligent research was required, consuming valuable time, and entailing 
expense upon the members of this committee; it is but right that just recom­
pense be awarded them, although no claim for compensation has been pre­
sented.

CLAIM OF MASONIC TEMPLE CRAFT OF OMAHA.

The Temple Craft of Omaha have filed a claim of fifty-nine dollars against 
this Grand Lodge for labor performed and material used in completing the 
Grand Lodge vault in 1886. Finding no record of this outlay having been 
authorized by the Grand Lodge, or an agent thereof, I have declined to 
approve the same, and submit the matter for the consideration of the Grand 
Lodge.

LEASE OF LIBRARY ROOM.

March 8, 1888, a perpetual lease of the fire-proof library room in Free­
masons Hall, Omaha, to the Grand Lodge A.’.F.-.&A.'.M.'. of Nebraska, 
and executed by the Masonic Temple Craft of Omaha, was submitted to, and 
signed by me. By the terms of the lease the Grand Lodge is guaranteed 
complete possession and free access to the fire-proof room located on the 
second floor of the building aforesaid, to be used as a library so long as the 
Grand Lodge may have use for the same, free of cost to the Fraternity.
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No. 80. (extinct).
The financial affairs of the late Waco Lodge, No. 80, are not in the most 

satisfactory condition. Our agent at Waco, Bro.’.J. C. Dewey, writes me, 
under date of June 2, 1888, that the debt of said lodge has been reduced to 
about $200; that the hall, now the property of this Grand Lodge, is leased 
at a monthly rental of $4, and is insured in the amount of $300, the policy 
expiring in March, 1889; that he has now cash on hand, the sum of $10.85, 
rents collected.

Evidences of indebtedness to the amount of $20, and accrued interest 
against the above property, were sent to me from York for collection, and 
are now in the hands of the Grand Secretary. The hall being located over a 
room owned and occupied by a church, cannot be sold without some loss, yet 
it seems to me that, in justice to the creditors, who have waited long and 
patiently the adjustment of their claims, the property should be sold and 
these debts paid, and I would so recommend. I hope that action will be 
taken at this time to relieve the Grand Lodge of further embarrassment on 
this score.

APPEALS AND GRIEVANCES.

A number of appeals have been taken from decisions of subordinate 
lodges, which you will be expected to hear and pass upon at this time.

Bro.’.I. M. Wolf vs. Crete Lodge, No. 37. Indefinite suspension. In this 
case, upon petition of twenty-four members of the lodge, I issued an order, 
on Dec. 23, 1887, suspending the execution of sentence during the pendency 
of the appeal.

Bro.-. E. M. Rathburn vs. Cambridge Lodge, No. 150. Indefinite 
suspension.

Bro.’. Horace F. Miller vs. Arapahoe Lodge, No. 109. Indefinite 
suspension.

Also a grievance in which Ashlar Lodge, No. 33, is complainant.
OFFICIAL VISITATIONS.

It has been my privilege to visit almost one-third of our subordinate 
lodges during the year, and have met with cordial receptions in every 
instance. The importance of official visitations cannot be easily overrated. 
The lodges are encouraged and the officers stimulated to greater diligence in 
acquiring proficiency in the work and rituals of the Fraternity. An observ­
ant and discriminating officer will have many opportunities to kindly point 
out errors and counsel the avoidance of those irregularities and infringements 
of law that are so prolific in creating discord among the brethren.

March 27, I visited Osceola Lodge, No. 65, by invitation, to preside at 
a double trial, which, however, by the wise counsel of the Past Masters 
present, and the good sense of the litigants, we turned into a jubilee, a per­
fect illustration of the power of Freemasonry as a peacemaker.

April 21, I visited Stromsburg Lodge, No. 126, by special invitation, in 
the interests of harmony, with good results, I trust.

April 30, I was called to DeWitt Lodge, No. 111. on matters pertaining 
to discipline and good government.
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MISCELLANEOUS.

July 18, I directed the Grand Secretary to close up the affairs of the 
late Silver Creek Lodge, U.’.D.'., being careful that all liabilities of said 
lodge were fully met, granting demits to'all members who made legal appli­
cation therefor.

December 19, I instructed Bro.’. Edgar-J. Pease, Master of Rawalt 
Lodge, No. 138, to proceed to Cambridge, Nebraska, on the 20th, and preside 
over Cambridge Lodge, No. 150, during a lodge trial, in which the Master of 
said lodge was the complainant. Bro.'. Pease distinguished himself on this 
occasion as an impartial presiding officer of marked judicial ability.

January 17,1888, I instructed the Grand Secretary to issue demits to such 
members of our Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, as desired to unite with other 
lodges. I am fully persuaded that this action was without warrant of law, 
but having decisions of my predecessors as precedents, and the urgent peti­
tions of worthy brethren, who desired active membership, as an incentive, I 
ventured to anticipate the action of this Grand Lodge thus far.

January 21, I granted waiver of jurisdiction, at the request of Axtell 
Lodge, No. 230, Axtell, Kansas, in the case of B. W. Anderson, who had 
been rejected by Waco Lodge, No. 80 (extinct).

January 23, in view of the fact that the publication of the Black Book, 
annually, is an item of considerable expense to the Grand Lodge, and 
believing the desired end can be as well attained at a much less expense, I 
directed our Grand Secretary to issue, in lieu of the regular edition, an appen­
dix in pamphlet form, giving the required information, which may be used in 
connection with the Black Book of last year.

February 8, I directed our Grand Custodian to visit Jasper Lodge, No. 
122, and re-obligate certain brethren who had been made Masons in the 
absence of the charter.

February 9, I directed the Master of Mosaic Lodge, No. 55, to cause 
charges to be preferred in his lodge against a brother of Battle Creek Lodge, 
U.’.D.'., who, in addition to keeping a saloon, used the sacred symbols of 
Masonry to advertise his nefarious business. I was much disappointed in 
the result of the trial, the lodge refusing to punish, although the brother 
confessed his guilt. The Master gave the brother a severe reprimand, and 
reported to me that he had promised to close out his business without delay, 
which I understand he has done.

February 18,1 directed the Grand Secretary, in obedience to the will of the 
Grand Lodge, to procure jewels for the Grand Officers, to replace those lost.

Early in January ray attention was called to the fact that our Osceola 
Lodge, No. 65, had elected and initiated a candidate who'had been rejected 
by Silver Creek Lodge, U.’.D.'., extinct. Upon inquiry, the following facts 
were elicited: In July last a candidate for initiation who had been 
rejected in Silver Creek Lodge made application to Osceola Lodge, and did 
not state in his petition that he had been so rejected, was elected and entered 
as an Apprentice. I immediately ordered a stay of the proceedings in this 
case. Subsequently, while at Osceola, I met this brother and his friends, and 
becoming satisfied that the brother was worthy, and had not wilfully imposed 
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upon the Craft, I legalized his initiation by granting waiver of jurisdiction 
in his ease to Osceola Lodge.

Our Western Star Lodge, No. 2, at Nebraska City, reports having rein­
stated two brethren who. had been expelled. Upon receiving notice of this- 
fact from the Grand Secretary, I wrote to the Master of No. 2, asking an 
explanation of this unusual proceeding. In answer, he informed me that 
the lodge had reinstated two brethren last July, who were expelled for non­
payment of dues in 1864; that one of these brethren had demitted and joined 
another lodge, and had since received his final demit, hoping therewith to 
gain admission to the Celestial Lodge above; the other being now received as 
a worthy member of the lodge, and expressed the hope that the Grand Lodge 
would sanction what had been done. I submit this information to you with­
out comment.

April 10, I made a ruling to be incorporated in the Grand Secretary’s cir­
cular letter of that date, in effect, that as June 24 (festival of St. John the 
Baptist) falls on Sunday this year, and so closely follows the annual commu­
nication of the Grand Lodge, that the time for installation of officers would be 
extended to and include June 30. Will the Grand Lodge approve this action?

The special committees of this Grand Lodge, appointed one year ago, with 
those continued at the last Grand Communication, I understand are ready 
and will submit reports at this session. The subject-matter of these reports 
is of the gravest importance to the Craft, and deserves, as I trust it will 
receive, the careful consideration of this Body.

The annual returns of all chartered lodges were in the hands of the Grand 
Secretary before June 1, with one exception, Samaritan Lodge, No. 158, 
received June 4, a fact that speaks volumes for the efficiency of the service 
rendered by our Grand Secretary, and the enthusiastic co-operation of the 
officers of local lodges.

I have carefully supervised the expenditure of Grand Lodge funds 
during the year, and believe that the greatest economy consistent with the 
best interests of the Fraternity has been observed. The fact that one of the 
appropriations has been exhausted, is proof of the rapidly increasing needs 
of our service, and consequent unexpected demands upon our finances. It 
would be well for the committee on Ways and Means to bear this fact in 
mind when making provision for expenses of the ensuing year.

December —, our York Lodge, No. 56, at York, Nebraska, met with 
serious misfortune in the loss by fire of their beautiful and commodious lodge 
rooms. Neither discouraged nor dismayed by this untimely destruction of 
their home, the brethren arose as one man and proceeded to rebuild, and 
now, I understand, a new temple has arisen, Phoenix-fike, more beautiful 
and convenient than the old, quite ready for dedication.

RECOMMENDATIONS.

I desire to submit the following recommendations:
First, that our law be so amended as to require a petition for a new lodge 

to be signed by twenty resident Master Masons before a dispensation can 
issue Lodges are multiplying too rapidly in this jurisdiction; fully one- 
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third of our chartered lodges to-day are eking out a precarious existence in 
the too often vain hope that to-morrow may bring to them the prosperity so 
much needed. Under our present law eight Master Masons are entitled to a 
dispensation. It is true the Grand Master may refuse to grant theii 
request, as I have done many times during the past year, but having the 
required strength, they presume upon that fact, and so press their suit, that 
it is next to impossible to refuse their petition. The Grand Master should 
be relieved of this grave responsibility. It is not an unusual thing for these 
weak lodges to open and transact important business with less than a consti­
tutional number present. This would be avoided and the success of the new 
lodge assured from the first, if this recommendation should prevail.

The duties attaching to the office of Grand Master of Masons, in this 
jurisdiction, are numerous and very important, requiring in their proper 
discharge more time and labor than should be required of an unsalaried 
officer. As an indication of what may be rightfully expected of that officer, 
pardon me for referring briefly to the work of the past year. In the per­
formance of my duty as Grand Master, I have traveled about five thousand 
miles within the state, and have felt obliged to decline not a few urgent in­
vitations for official visitations. I have written more than one thousand 
letters in official correspondence, requiring ofttimes hours of study and 
Masonic research. Under our present system, if the Grand Master devotes 
the time necessary to the proper discharge of the duties of his high office, it 
must be at the sacrifice of his private business. Brethren, this ought not to 
be; relief should be granted; and while it may not be feasible at present to 
pay that officer a salary sufficient to indemnify him for loss sustained to his 
private interests while thus engaged, valuable assistance may be furnished. 
I would therefore recommend that the sum of four hundred dollars per year, 
payable in equal installments quarterly in advance, be set apart for the use 
and benefit of the Grand Master—this in addition to the necessary expenses 
of the office. Also that the office of Deputy Grand Master be made appoint­
ive instead of elective, or, in lieu of this, that a system of District Deputy 
Grand Masters shall be inaugurated.

I hope the Grand Lodge will devise some measure to correct a serious evil, 
that is liable to greatly injure this Grand Body and bring it into disrepute 
among the Craft at large, unless checked. I refer to the non-attendance of 
the members of this Body upon its regular sessions. Delegates are sent to 
represent their respective lodges in the deliberations of this Grand Body, they 
are paid for this service, yet many of them are seldom seen upon the floor of 
the Grand Lodge. After making certain their enrollment as members, they 
give themselves no further concern until near the close of the session, they 
appear for a brief time to sign the pay-roll. Every member of this Grand 
Lodge should be required to attend its every session, unless excused, else 
forfeit his mileage and per diem.

GRAND SECRETARY.

I cannot close this report without paying just tribute to the untiring zeal, 
sound judgment, and undoubted ability of our esteemed Grand Secretary.
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His extensive knowledge of Masonic affairs, and his devotion to the duties 
of his responsible office, have contributed much to the elevation of the 
standard of Masonry in Nebraska, and to spread the fame of this Grand 
Lodge to earth’s remotest bounds.

I am much indebted to him for valuable counsel and assistance in the dis­
charge of the duties of the high office entrusted to me through your favor, 
and I sincerely hope that this Grand Lodge, appreciating the importance of 
the duties he is called upon to perform, and realizing that the work of the 
Grand Secretary’s office is rapidly increasing from year to year, shall deem it 
but just that he receive a material increase of salary. I know whereof 1 
speak when I say that the present remuneration is wholly inadequate, and by 
no means commensurate with the value and amount of the work performed 
by him.

CONCLUSION.

In conclusion, brethren, as I surrender to you the authority so cheerfully 
delegated to me one year ago, it is with pleasure that I recall the many 
evidences of the good-will borne me by my fraters of the mystic tie. I have 
been rewarded far beyond my fondest anticipations, and having attained the 
highest of earthly honors, through your favor, I can only show my apprecia­
tion of your kindness and confidence by unabated interest in and care for 
the advancement of our noble institution; and this I pledge you. I thank 
you all for the kindly forbearance and earnest support extended to me as 
your Grand Master.

During the year ending April 20, 1888, blanks and blank books have been 
sold to old lodges to the amount of $387.60, at a profit of $16.70, leaving 
stock on hand worth $178.22. This plan of furnishing uniform books and 
blanks of superior quality is of much benefit to the lodges and the Fraternity 
at large; the expense to the Grand Lodge is but the labor involved, and the 
record books and ledgers are better than the average business man can pur­
chase at the same price. Perhaps some additional articles of general use in 
our lodges should be added to the stock now kept on hand, which is as follows:

The Grand Lodge keeps on hand for sale, at cost, to its lodges, the 
following blanks and blank books (the proceeds being turned in to the Grand 
Lodge treasury), at about the prices indicated, viz.: Record books, six quire 
demy, $6.00; ledger, four quire demy, $4.50; compendium (abstract of 
membership), $5.25: book of 100 blank demits, $3.25; book of 100 blank 
diplomas, $3.50: visitors’ register, $2.25; 100 sheets headed paper, $1.00: 
blank petitions for initiation. $1.00 per 100; blank petitions for admission, 
$1.00 per 100; book of 100 blank receipts for dues, 50 cents; book of 100 
blank treasurer’s receipts, 50 cents; book of 100 blank orders on treasurer, 
50 cents; 100 blank duns, 10 cents; 100 blue seal blanks, 15 cents. The 
books of demits, diplomas, receipts and orders all have stubs; the records, 
ledgers and compendiums have canvas covers, and will be labeled and paged 
-as desired. Orders for these books may be sent in to this office at any time; 
but to secure the lowest price and prompt attention, such orders should be 
made during May and June of each year. A full set of the above-named 
books is furnished each new lodge free of charge at the date of constituting.

I submit an abstract of reports of chartered lodges as to the amount of 
fire insurance carried, as required by the Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska. 
It is hoped this law will be enforced or repealed, as its neglect causes consid­
erable correspondence and some irritation. The plea of quite a number of 
the lodges that they have no property worth insuring is not understood, for 
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many of such lodges have received from the Grand Lodge blank books cost­
ing about forty dollars, whose value is increased by the entries made therein.

The foregoing address and reports, with the following 
report from the Grand Custodian, had been placed in the 
hands of the committee on the Doings of Grand Officers 
prior to the opening of the Grand Lodge.

GRAND CUSTODIAN’S REPORT.
Beatrice, Neb., June 1, 5888.

To the M.'.W.'. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
In accordance with the requirements of the Grand Lodge, I submit here­

with my report as Grand Custodian for the past year.
My appointment and commission bears date of July 18, 5887. Upon its 

receipt I determined to visit as many lodges in tnis jurisdiction as possible; 
but as the amount appropriated as “Custodian fund,” at your last annual 
communication, was limited, I have visited only about one-fourth of our 
lodges; — have exemplified the work in forty lodges, and have conferred the 
degrees of Ancient Craft Masonry in quite a number. In conferring the 
degrees I have been well and ably assisted by the officers and brethren of 
the various lodges where the work has been done.

I found quite a number of Master Masons who could not give an important 
and significant word correctly; also, officers who were quite deficient in the 
ritual, and were unable to give the lectures of the several degrees in a credit­
able manner; also, those -who had been members of a lodge for months, who 
had not heard the lectures in full, prior to my visit. Wo have Masters who 
slight the lectures, giving a part of the lecture only. This must be from 
inability; otherwise it is neglect of duty. Such workers deserve censure.

I find most of the lodges are fairly in possession of the ritualistic part of 
the work, but not the floor work, and those beautiful dramatic parts which 
always draw out a large attendance when properly rendered. In many eases, 
the three principal officers of the lodge, and perhaps the Senior Deacon, are 
competent to confer the degree of Master Mason, and to them alone is left the 
entire work of the third degree, instead of calling a number of the brethren 
to their assistance, and fitting them for the different parts. We have plenty
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of good workers among us. Give the brethren a chance. They will come 
out bright, and prove themselves worthy of the trust we place in them.

The brethren at Mason City, Merna, Ansley, Grafton, Culbertson, Stratton, 
Filley, Hay Springs, Shickley, Ohiowa, and Leigh, having petitioned the 
M.'.W.'.Grand Master for dispensation to hold lodges and make Masons, by 
his order I visited them and recommended that dispensations be issued in 
all cases except to the brethren at Ohiowa, whose petition I returned to the 
Grand Master, without remark.

August 12, 5887, I opened and constituted Unity Lodge, No. 163, at 
Greenwood, Nebraska, and installed the officers thereof — proxy for so doing 
having been issued me by the M.'.W.'.Grand Master. Report of this action 
forwarded the R.'.W.'.Grand Secretary, August, 19, 1887.

By order of the M.'.W.'. the Grand Master, eleven Grand Custodian Lodges 
and fifteen Schools of Instruction have been held at the following named 
places: Davenport, O’Neill, Norfolk, York, Tecumseh, Fairbury, Holdrege, 
Grand Island, Columbus, Chadron, Rushville, Tobias, Pawnee City, Nebraska 
City, Orleans, Fairfield, Ansley, Broken Bow, Ogalalla, Grafton, Humboldt, 
Fullerton, Cedar Rapids, Albion, Genoa, and Beaver City. At these Grand 
Custodian Lodges, and Schools of Instruction, one hundred and seven lodges, 
were represented. As a rule, representatives were officers of lodges, who ap­
plied themselves to the work before them, making satisfactory improvement. 
All present appeared anxious to perfect themselves in our authorized work. 
Although official notice was issued by the Grand Secretary that Grand Custo­
dian Lodges would be held at the various places selected by the Grand 
Master, the attendance was not what it should have been. As a rule, there 
was equally as good attendance at the Schools of Instruction, which were 
hastily convened for the purpose of instructing a particular lodge.

In addition to the duties of Grand Custodian, as required by our laws, I 
have, in obedience to the M.'.W.'.Grand Master’s letter of instruction, dated 
August 30, examined the records of lodges visited, given such instruction as 
was found necessary with regard to the proper keeping of records; also in­
formed lodges as to the law of insurance in this grand jurisdiction.

The “ minutes” of the lodges are generally correct, many secretaries show­
ing themselves well adapted to the positions they hold. However, improve­
ment can be made, especially so with the compendium, which appears to be 
neglected; at least, it is found incomplete in many lodges.

Most of the lodge rooms are of good size, convenient, and comfortably 
furnished — nicely carpeted, and safe for all the purposes of Ancient Craft 
Masonry. Cannot we see the dawning time when our lodge rooms shall be 
used for Masonic purposes only? Let us trust that the time is near at hand 
when our lodges will have Masonic homes, when this grand body can safely 
say: “Our lodges shall not occupy any hall or room jointly with any other 
society or order.”

The Masters of lodges, as a rule, are energetic and alive to the interests 
of Masonry, looking well to the welfare of their lodges. Where Masters have 
taken hold of Masonry in earnest, the brethren are found faithfully acting in 
concert with them; such lodges are moving along harmoniously, and the 
Craft is prospering under their care.

Wednesday, June 20, 5888.

The Grand Lodge resumed labor at eight o’clock this, 
evening; M.'.W.'.Milton J. Hull, Grand Master, presiding.

Bro.'.Tulleys, 53, presented the following report, which 
was adopted:
To the M.'. W.'. the Grand Lodge:

Your committee on the Doings of Grand Officers recommend reference as 
follows:

1. That so much of the Grand Master’s address as relates to our fraternal 
dead be referred to a special committee of three.
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2. That so much as relates to our relations with other Grand Lodges be 
referred to the committee on Foreign Correspondence.

3. That so much as relates to the changing of the name of Lodge No. 159 
from “ Adoniram” to “ Ogalalla” be referred to the committee on Jurispru­
dence.

4. That the recommendation of the Grand Master with regard to the 
Grand Custodian be referred to a special committee of three.

5. That so much as relates to special dispensations be referred to the 
committee on Charters and Dispensations.

6. That the appointment by the Grand Master of representatives near 
other Grand Lodges be approved, and that his action in issuing commissions 
for the term of three years be referred to the committee on Foreign Corre­
spondence.

On the adoption of the foregoing report, the Grand Master 
appointed Bros.’.Davidson, 17, Allen, 142, and Hiller, 30, as 
the special committee on our Fraternal Dead, and Bros.’.

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mittee on the Grand Master’s recommendation regarding the 
Grand Custodian.

Bro.'.Wilcox, 104, chairman of the committee on Accounts, 
presented the following report and sub-report from that com­
mittee, which were adopted:
To the W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Accounts most respectfully report that we have 
examined the books of the R.'.W.'.Grand Secretary, and compared the ac­
counts with the receipts and disbursements from June 10, 1887, to June 10, 
1888, and find the balance of Grand Lodge funds now on hand, as shown by 
said books, to be $10,904.18 in the following funds, viz.:

We will farther report that we have also examined the accounts of the R.'. 
W.'. Grand Treasurer, and find balance in his hands to the credit of the 
Grand Lodge of $11,716.15. We further find that there are outstanding 
warrants drawn to the amount of $811.97; that when the same are paid the 
accounts of the Grand Secretary and Grand Treasurer will agree.

The committee further report that the Grand Treasurer has deposited with 
the committee his check, duly certified, on the Merchants National Bank of 
Omaha, in favor of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska, A.'.F.andA.'.M.'. for 
the sum of $6,716.15, also certificate of deposit of same bank for $5,000.00, 
bearing 5 per cent, interest.

We find the interest that the Grand Treasurer has collected on Relief 
Fund, for the years 1887 and 1888, amounting to $44.53, and also the collec­
tion of $12.99, did not appear on the Grand Secretary’s cash account until 
June 20, 1888, as it was only receipted for by the Grand Treasurer at this date.

Your committee on Accounts further find that the R.'.W.'. Grand Secre­
tary has paid additional clerk hire, during the years 1887 and 1888, the sum 
of $60.00 more than was appropriated at the last session of the Grand Lodge 
for that purpose, also the sum of $5.00 additional for glass in Library. We 
would recommend that a warrant be drawn in favor of the Grand Secretary 
for $65.00, to reimburse him for said amounts.

SECOND DAY —MORNING SESSION.

Thursday, June 21, 5888.

The Grand Lodge resumed its labors at nine o’clock this 
morning, under direction of M.’.W.’.Milton J. Hull, Grand 
Master.

Bro.’.Moore, 33, presented the following report from the 
committee on Doings of Grand Officers, in which the Grand 
Lodge concurred:
To the Jf.’. W.’. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on the Doings of Grand Office-Bearers submit the follow­
ing recommendations:

That so much of the Grand Master’s address as refers to the Grand Secre­
tary’s salary be referred to the committee on Ways and Means.

That so much of the Grand Secretary’s report as relates to the Black Book 
be referred to the committee on Jurisprudence; and that so much of his 
report as refers to blanks and blank books be referred to the committee on 
Ways and Means.

That the report of the managing trustee of the Orphan Educational Fund 
be referred to the committee on Accounts.

Sundry documents were received, read and referred as 
follows:

To the committee on Relief, an appeal from Lodge Inde- 
pendencia, No. 166, Oporto, Portugal.

To the committee on Jurisprudence, queries, etc., from 
Lodges No. 33, 47, 49, 63, 99 and 134.
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To the committee on By-laws from Chartered Lodges, 
amendments to the by-laws of Lodges No. 1, 60, 85, 124 and 
140.

To the committee on Accounts, bills for fans, expressage, 
stationery and printing reports of Grand Lodge officers for 
this communication, and for janitor’s services.

Bro.'.Coutant, 11, presented a report from the commission 
on the Nebraska Masonic Home; Bro.’.Hartman, 11, moved 
to amend same so as to read “fifty thousand dollars or so 
much thereof as in the judgment of the committee may be 
necessary; ” the amendment was accepted by the commission, 
and its report was adopted, as follows; a long, interesting and 
instructive discussion was participated in by Bros.’.Lininger, 
3; Coutant, 11; Hastings, 19; Wheeler, 1; Slaughter, 89, and 
others:
To the JJ.'. W. '.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

At the last annual communication of the M.’.W.’.the Grand Lodge, pro­
ceedings of 1887, page 413, the following resolution was adopted :

Resolved, That a commission of seven members of this Grand Lodge be 
appointed to ask for proposals for the location of a Masonic Orphans’ Home 
and School and a Home for Indigent Masons and their families, to report the 
result of their labors to the Grand Lodge at its next session, with such recom­
mendations as they deem proper regarding its location and the best manner 
for providing for its support and maintenance, and such other recommenda­
tions as, in their judgment, may seem for the best interests of Freemasonry.

Your commission named under said resolution would respectfully report 
as follows :

The following resolutions offered at such communication were referred to 
your Commission :

I. Preamble and resolution by Bro. •. Persinger, 36, page 412, proceedings 
1887, as follows :

Whereas, This Grand Lodge has heretofore wisely provided a fund for 
the education of Masons’ orphan children :

And whereas, We believe the time has come for the establishment of 
such an institution ; Therefore, be it

Resolved, That this Grand Lodge be instructed to appoint a commission 
of seven of its members, with full power and authority to act :

1. To ask for proposals in the way of donations, as an inducement for the 
location of a Masonic Orphan Home and School and of a Home for Aged, 
Infirm, and Indigent Masons.
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2. To accept of such proposition as, in their judgment, will best subserve 
the interests of Freemasonry.

3. To make such location, and establish such institution or institutions, 
as, in their judgment, are needed, within ninety days from the rising of this 
Grand Lodge.

4. To report to the Grand Lodge, at its next session, its doings and 
findings.

And Resolved, further, That this Grand Lodge appropriate from its 
present Grand Lodge dues of fifty cents per capita, the sum of twenty cents 
per capita annually, to be applied to the support and maintenance of such 
institution or institutions as shall be located and established by this Com­
mission.

And Resolved, further, That the sum of ten thousand dollars from the 
General Fund now in hands of our Treasurer be appropriated, to be dis­
bursed by this Commission in the location and establishment of such institu­
tions in addition to any bequests or donations that may be accepted by them.

Resolved, That the members of this commission shall be entitled to pay 
for actual and necessary expenses in the performance of their duties, but not 
receive any per diem.

II. Resolutions by Bro.’. Slaughter, 89, page 418, proceedings 1887, as 
follows:

Resolved, That the sum of $6,000 be appropriated from the Grand Lodge 
fund, and that the same be placed at interest, for the purpose of assisting in 
the establishment of an Orphans’ Home whenever the same shall be decided 
upon.

Resolved, That the Grand Treasurer, by and with the advice and consent 
of the Grand Master and Grand Secretary, be, and they are hereby, author­
ized to loan said $6,000.

These resolutions were subsequently considered, were amended, appropri­
ating $5,000, and adopted as amended, page 421, proceedings 1887.

III. Resolution by Bro.'. Reese, 59, page 424, proceedings 1887, as follows:
Resolved, That there is hereby constituted a board of three Trustees, 

whose duty it shall be to invest the Orphan Educational Fund in loans, with 
interest at not less than seven per cent., to be secured by first mortgages on 
farm lands in this state, the amount loaned, in no case, to exceed the sum of 
two thousand dollars in a single loan, nor to exceed one-third the appraised 
value of such property.

All applications for loans shall be made to such board, accompanied by a 
certified abstract of the title, showing the same to be perfect, stating the 
estimated value of the property offered as security, and the amount of money 
desired. Upon such application being made, the board shall cause the 
property to be appraised at its cash value, exclusive of improvements; such 
appraisal to be made under oath by three disinterested reputable citizens of 
the vicinity in which the land is located; said appraisers to be appointed by 
the board. Upon the receipt of such appraisal, the board may, if they deem 
the security good, loan to the applicant the amount of money authorized to 
be loaned thereon, upon the execution of the security according to law.
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There is hereby created the office of custodian of said fund, whose duty 
it shall be to have the custody of the unloaned money on hand and the 
securities for the moneys loaned. He shall pay out the money loaned by the 
board upon their order, and cause the mortgage taken to be recorded before 
the money is paid out. He shall give bonds, annually, in the sum of thirty 
thousand dollars, or twice the amount of money likely to be in his hands, 
with sureties to be approved by the Grand Master and the Board of Trustees; 
and no money shall be paid into his hands until such bond is given and 
approved. He shall report to the Grand Lodge, at each annual meeting, the 
exact condition of such fund, showing the amount on hand, the amounts 
loaned, and the securities held — giving the numbers of the land mortgaged 
in each case, the amount of principal and interest paid during the year, and 
the amount of principal and interest due and unpaid.

The Board of Trustees shall be appointed by the Grand Master, and shall 
hold their offices for the term of three years, except the first appointees, who 
shall hold their terms for one, two, and three years, respectively; and each 
year, after the first, one member shall be appointed. They shall select one 
of their number as chairman and one as secretary; and they shall report to 
the Grand Lodge, annually, their doings, and give a detailed statement of 
the condition of the fund. They shall keep a record of their proceedings, 
and such record shall, at all times, be open to the inspection of the members 
of the Grand Lodge.

Your commission find that much misapprehension has existed among the 
brethren as to the exact nature of these funds, and the objects and purposes 
to which they could be applied.

The first and much the larger, known as the Orphan Educational Fund, 
organized in 18—, as its name indicates, is a fund that can be used for 
educational purposes only. So careful have been its founders, that it should 
not be directed from the purposes for which it was founded, that a provision 
almost constitutional in its nature has been adopted by the Grand Lodge 
with the approval of the subordinate lodges by which the fund or its 
income can be directed to no other than educational purposes.

Your commission clearly are of the opinion that the intention of the 
founders of this fund should be adhered to. That it and its proceeds, with 
such additions as from time to time may be made to it by donation or other­
wise be invested in bond and mortgage, until the sum shall reach $25,000, 
and that thereafter the income of the fund be used for its intended purpose. 
Your commission believe that the fund and the financial situation of the 
Grand Lodge do not at this time warrant any steps towards the establish­
ment of a purely educational institution, to the support of which any part 
of this fund or its income should be applied. The commission are advised 
that at the present rate of increase, the fund will reach the $25,000 limit in 
about seven years.

Your commission would therefore recommend that with reference to the 
preamble and resolutions offered by Bro. ’. Persinger, that no action be taken 
thereunder.
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With reference to the resolutions offered by Bro.’.Reese for the appoint­
ment of trustees for the management of this fund, and of a custodian who 
shall have possession of the securities and uninvested moneys, your commis­
sion recognize fully the merits and wisdom of the various suggestions, but 
with the enhanced cost which must necessarily follow in the proposed 
changes, we hardly feel at liberty to recommend their adoption. As at 
present constituted, the fund is under the control of a board of three trustees, 
one of whom acts as custodian and gives a bond in the sum of $30,000, 
or double the amount of the fund loaned, to be approved by the Grand 
Master. Proper consideration and care seems to be given to the nature 
and value of the security and the unquestioned character of the title to the 
lands offered. We would howevei’ recommend that no one Ioan be made in 
excess of the sum of $2,000.

With reference to the resolutions offered by Bro.’.Slaughter and adopted 
by the Grand Lodge appropriating $5,000 for the purpose of assisting in the 
establishment of an orphans’ home whenever the same shall be decided upon, 
your commission are advised that the same has been invested and is now on 
deposit ou interest in one of the banks in the city of Omaha. We believe 
the time has come when the Grand Lodge would be fully justified in taking 
the first steps towards the organization of a Masonic Home for the aid of 
those in need of masonic charity.

Your commissson would recommend that there be organized a corpora­
tion to be called the Nebraska Masonic Home, the object of which should be 
to extend aid and comfort to poor and distressed Masons and their families 
or their widows and orphans. Such a corporation to have an authorized 
capital of $500,000, to be divided into 5,000 shares of $100 each, but such 
corporation to be perfected only when the Grand Lodge, the subordinate 
lodges and individual Masons had subscribed for 500 shares of the capital 
stock, or so much thereof as in the judgment of the Commission be necessary. 
Each shareholder in the corporation in all its meetings to be entitled to one 
vote for each fully paid-up share of $100 owned by such shareholder. Your 
Commission cannot here enter into full details of what might be found 
necessary and essential in perfecting the organization, and can indicate only 
in a general way the plan of organization, which would be that besides the 
grounds and buildings suitable for present needs which your Commission 
does not doubt, would be furnished by the locality in which it might be 
located, that in addition thereto the fund derived from subscriptions to the 
capital stock should be permanently invested, and its income alone used in 
support of the institution. In this general view your Commission would 
recommend the appointment of a committee of seven members to prepare a 
plan for an organization in the line herein indicated, to solicit subscriptions 
to the capital stock of the same, from the lodges and from Masons, to invite 
proposals from the different towns and cities in the state for the location of 
such institution, and that this Grand Lodge subscribe to such capital stock 
the sum of $5,000, heretofore set apart to that purpose which shall be kept 
.at interest, and when the necessary stock for organization shall have been 
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subscribed, that the stockholders be convened for the purpose of considering 
the different propositions for the location of the institution.

Elaborate reports from the committee on Grievances, pre­
sented by its chairman Bro.-.Phelps, 34, were received, and 
the accompanying resolutions adopted as follows :

Resolved, That the findings, verdict and decision of Arapahoe Lodge, No. 
109, wherein Bro.'. Horace Miller, 109, was indefinitely suspended, be and the 
same hereby is set aside and reversed, and said Bro.'.Horace Miller, 109, 
hereby is fully restored to all his rights, privileges, and membership in said 
lodge.

Resolved, That the proceedings in the matter of the indefinite suspension 
of Bro.'.Israel M. Wolf, 39, by Crete Lodge, No. 37, be and the same are 
hereby set aside for informality; and that said cause be, and hereby is re­
manded to said lodge for further proceedings in accordance with Masonic law.

Resolved, That it is the sense of this Grand Lodge that Doniphan Lodge, 
No. 86, has not trespassed upon the rights of Ashlar Lodge, No. 33, and that 
Ashlar Lodge had no just ground for complaint.

Bro.'. Coutant, 11, submitted tlie following report from the 
committee on Jurisprudence, which was adopted.

To tlie JU.-. W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :
Your Committee on Jurisprudence beg leave to report as follows :
Bro.-.Charles F. Rollins, of Ashlar Lodge, No. 33, submits the following 

queries:
Query 1. “If charges are preferred against a brother who has been 

elected, but not installed, to the office of Master, shall the rest of the officers 
be installed on St. John’s Day? If so, who shall appoint the appointive 
officers?”

Query 2. “If a brother is found guilty of unmasonic conduct who has 
been elected to the office of Master, and the penalty should be for reprimand, 
and after receiving the reprimand by the Master, would it be right to install 
him to the office? If not, what action should be taken?”

Query 3. “A brother has been elected to the office of Master, and then 
charges are preferred against him. Should he receive the Past Master’s 
degree until he has been found not guilty of the charges?”

To the 1st query we answer: The remainder of the officers should be 
installed. All officers appointive hold over until the new Master is installed 
and names their successors.

To query 2d: If the Master elect be tried and reprimanded, and he has 
paid the penalty, he may be installed.

To the 3d query we answer: No; not while charges are pending.
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Bro.■.William R. Morse, of our Solar Lodge, No. 134, asks as to the 
Masonic standing of Bro.'.Hiram M. Dexter, of that lodge. Bro.'.Dexter 
asked for, and, by vote of the lodge in regular communication, was granted 
a demit. No certificate was ever issued to him, and he has since acted with, 
voted and taken part in the proceedings of the lodge.

We answer: The question is fully answered in Decision 2 of Section 110 
of the revised Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska. The voting the demit 
severed the brother’s membership. He must petition for membership in the 
usual way, and be elected before he again becomes a member of the lodge.

To the queries on page 423 of the proceedings of 1887, we answer as fol­
lows:

“Is it necessary to install a re-elected officer-bearer in a chartered lodge?” 
Answer: No; not necessary; but yet advisable, and the better practice.
“ Has a lodge the right to confer the degrees when there are only six 

members of the lodge present, and some visiting brethren?”
Answer: Yes; if eight Master Masons in all are present, one being the 

Master or Warden of the lodge.
With reference to the action of the M.'.W.'.the Grand Master in changing 

the name of our lodge, No. 159, we recommend that his action be approved.
In reference to his recommendation in regard to insurance, we recommend 

that Article 5, Section 101, of the Law of Freemasonry, be repealed.
With reference to the recommendation of the M.'.W.'.the Grand Master 

that the number of petitioners required for a dispensation for a new lodge be 
increased from eight to twenty; as the recommendation would involve a 
constitutional amendment, we recommend that it be not approved.

With reference to the recommendation of M.'.W.'.Grand Master to strike 
from the rolls of lodges the number and name of Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, 
we recommend that it be not approved.

With reference to the action of our Western Star Lodge, No. 2, in re-in­
stating two expelled brethren; as the lodge seems to have acted in perfect 
good faith, your committee recommend that it be approved, but hereafter in 
cases of expulsion, we recommend strict compliance with the law in rela­
tion to restoration.

With reference to the decisions of the M. '.W.'.the Grand Master, we rec­
ommend that all of same, numbered from 1 to 16, inclusive, be approved.

On motion of Bro.'.White, 6, it was
Resolved, That secretaries of subordinate lodges be required to include in 

their annual returns to the Grand Secretary, under the seal of their respective 
lodges, the number of miles by the nearest and most practical route from 
the place in which the lodge is located, to the Grand Lodge. Any subordinate 
lodge failing to comply with the above, shall forfeit the mileage and per 
diem of their representatives.

Bro.'. Hastings, 19, submitted the following report from 
the special committee on Forms and Ceremonies, (Bros.-.
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Reese, 59, Coutant, 11, and Hastings, 19,) appointed at our 
last annual communication; Bro.'.Dunham, 3, moved that the 
report be adopted, and that twenty-five hundred copies of the 
forms, etc., be printed. On motion of Bro.'. Lininger, 3, the 
further consideration of this matter was made the special order 
of business for half-past two o’clock this afternoon.
To the M.'. W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your special committee appointed at your last session on Forms and Cere­
monies submit the following report, and recommend its adoption by this Grand 
Lodge for the funeral service. And we further recommend that the same be 
printed with the forms of ceremony for laying corner-stones, and of dedica­
tion of Masonic halls, and of installation service. And that at least three 
copies be given to each subordinate lodge, and be also placed on sale at cost.

The Grand Lodge was now called from labor until two 
o’clock this afternoon.

The Grand Lodge was called from refreshment to labor at 
the appointed time ; Grand Master Hull presiding.

Bro.'.Lininger, 3, submitted the following report and sub­
reports from the special committee appointed at our last 
annual communication (see page 410, proceedings of 5887), 
which were adopted:
To the M.'.W.'. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your special committee appointed one year ago to report to this Grand 
Lodge the proper word to be used at the congregations of brethren, beg leave 
to report that, having given the matter due consideration, going back over 
the records for one hundred and fifty years, or the earliest records accessible, 
we find that the word to be used is “meetings,” as applied to subordinate 
lodges, and “communications ” for Grand Lodges.

would have liked to have time to have done; but I find this, that wherever it speaks of 
us as the Ancient Order, it says that they hold their “meetings ” thus and so. I find 
the word “ communication ” to be used only in later ages, hence I am inclined to the 
opinion that the word should be “meeting.” There is very little authority upon this 
subject, and what gives it the most weight to my mind is that the ancient Mason used 
the word “ meeting” as far as I have been able to find. Should this be of service to 
you, I shall be glad. Courteously and truly yours,

Hon. George W. Lininger, Chairman Special Committee, Omaha, Nebraska:
M.\ W.’. and Dear Brother,—Since your return from Europe a fortnight since I have 

examined the early records of American Grand Lodges, to learn whether “meeting” 
or “communication” was the word commonly used to describe the congregations of 
our lodges. I herewith submit the result of my necessarily hurried and incomplete 
examination, with the assurance that each quotation refers to a lodge of Freemasons.

Meeting vs. Communication.
Alabama: Constitution, Art. Ill, Sec. 5. “Each subordinate lodge of this jurisdic­

tion shall make returns * * * according to the following form: Return of the officers 
and members, etc., of Lodge, No. —, whose meetings are held * * *. ” See proceed­
ings Alabama, 1826.

Connecticut: Record of the Ancient American Union Lodge, April 15, 1779; “It 
was voted that an emergent meeting be held to-morrow evening.” See “The Early 
Records of Freemasonry in Connecticut,” part I, page 28.

Record of Grand Lodge, October 18, 1804; “That Harmony Lodge, No. 42, * * * be 
permitted to hold their meetings.''' Ibid, part I, page 170.

Record of Grand Lodge, May 12,1824: “ The time, place and object of the meeting,” 
etc. Ibid, part II, page 355.

Record of Grand Lodge, May 15, 1828: “That the members of Putnam Lodge, at 
any regular meeting, have permission.” Ibid, part III, page 424.

Iowa: Grand Lodge by-laws, 1844, “Every lodge * * * * shall deliver a transcript 
of their work, stating particularly the time of every meeting, and whether it be a regu­
lar or called meeting.” “No lodge * * shall receive any petition * * except on the day 
of a regular monthly meeting * * * next monthly meeting."

Illinois : “Resolved, That the Grand Lodge, all subordinate lodges * * * next regular 
stated meeting of the lodge.” Proceedings 1841, page 16.

'■'‘Resolved, That a lodge ought not to confer more than one degree on a candidate 
in a shorter time than from one regular meeting to another.” Ibid, 1842.

Ohio: “Appear and answer at the next meeting." “The trial was postponed until 
the next regular meeting." “ Next succeeding regular meeting." “ List of subordinate 
lodges, the times and places of their meetings." Ohio proceedings, 1819, pages 102, 103 
and 108.

“That all applications for initiation or for membership * * shall lay over at least 
from one regular meeting to another.” Ibid, 1820, page 120.

“That Eastern Star Lodge, No. 55, be authorized to hold it regular meetings."
“ That Charity Lodge, No. 53, be authorized to hold at Zoar.” Ibid, 1825,

pages 155 and 157.
“That the members of Golden Rule Lodge, No. 31, be authorized to hold their 

meetings." “ Proceedings of said lodge at a meeting held.” Ibid, 1827, pages 177 and 181.
“Petitions shall be presented only at regular meetings, and shall lie over until the 

next regular meeting." Ibid, 1826, page 206.
'■'■Resolved, That such moneys so arise from such extra meetings." “ The officers 

shall be chosen * * at the meetings." “ It shall be the duty of the Worshipful Master 
at every meeting." Records of Amity Lodge, No. 5, Zanesville, Ohio, Sept. 26, 1806. 
“ Every member shall pay * * at each stated meeting." Ibid, Aug. 10, 1810. “ Suspended 
until the next stated Ibid, June 22, 1821.
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Minnesota : “Ata meeting of Ancient Landmark Lodge, No. 5,” 1854; ' ‘ at a stated 
meeting or at a meeting to be appointed,” “previous to such meeting,” “ stated commu­
nication,” “ at a special meeting,” “ at the next stated meeting,” 1856.

New Jersey: “Every lodge shall have the privilege of appointing the time and 
place of their meeting” Convention, 1786; “the next meeting of this lodge;” “report 
at the next meeting; ” “ the usual times and places of meeting,” 1788; “the meeting next 
preceding the feast of Saint John,” 1790; “at the meeting of said lodge;” “the proceed­
ings of Harmony Lodge at a meeting held the 14th of April, 5794; ” “the proceedings of 
said lodge at that meeting:” “at some future stated meeting, 1794; “Mount Moriah 
Lodge, No. 27, called a special meeting,” 1812; “the brethren of said lodge * * * were 
authorized to hold their meetings” 1827; that Basking Ridge Lodge, No. 56, have liberty 
to remove the place of holding their meetings,” 1830; “ the regular and extra meetings 
of Saint John’s Lodge, No. 1;” “the regular meeting of said lodge,” 1844; “on the 
evening of the next subsequent to the election in said lodge,” 1846; “at the
regular meeting held January 28,” “an extra meeting was held April 19,” “a regular 
meeting of the lodge was held June 23, 5882,” “ at a regular meeting of the lodge,” “ Sept. 
15,1852, an extra meeting was held,” “ at the regular meeting June 19,” “Aug. 25,1852, at 
a regular meeting,” “at the regular communication of Sept. 22,1852,” 1852; “at fh&X. meet­
ing the dues of every member of the lodge,” 1855.

New York: Early History and proceedings, page 181, “who will regularly attend 
* * their meetings” 1796; page 264, “ the place of meetings,” 1799; page 315, “ at a meet­
ing of----- Lodge,” 1802; page 493, “ a regular meeting of Lodge, No. —,” 1811; page 532,
“ to hold their regular meetings,” “ a sufficient number to renew their meetings,” 1813; 
page 583, “having for some years suspended their meetings,” 1816; page 584, “in lodge 
rooms at the meeting of lodges,” 1816.

Virginia: Proceedings; page 29, “times of your meetings,” 1786; page 52, “the 
days appointed for your stated meelingv,” 1790; page 153, “ I find their meetings thin,” 
“their meetings below a majority,” “their meetings upon an average,” 1796; page 186, 
“the stated meetings,” 1798; page 194, “the time of their particular stated meetings,” 
1798; page 260, “one month previous to the meeting” 1801; page 301, “at a wetfngrof 
the lodge,” 1803; page 303, “until the next regular meeting of the lodge,” “ at the said 
regular meeting of the lodge,” 1803; page 325, “ at the next stated meeting, or at a meet­
ing specially called by the Master,” 1804; page 350, “ regular meetings ” page 351, “ at a 
stated meeting” 1806; page 412, “where said lodge holds its meetings,” 1810; page 503, 
“at a subsequent meeting of the lodge,” 1816.

The conclusion reached is that the old word was “ meeting” ninety-nine times out 
of every hundred. It is remarked, however, that in the early days of American Free­
masonry, our brethren “ held lodges ” instead of “ held meetings.” They would “ hold 
a lodge,” and record same as the proceedings of “a lodge held.”

So much for the custom of American Freemasons before other secret societies 
existed in the United States; and the same reason exists for clinging to the word 
“meeting,” as to the words “cowan,” “eaves-dropper,” “oblong-square,” “hale,” etc. 
A further reason is that “ meeting ” is short, simple, Saxon, while “ communication ” 
is long, lumbering, Latin. The first truly describes our congregations, the latter does 
not, either in its strict, original, or present meaning; and it is hoped that no thought 
exists among us to lift ourselves by our bootstraps —tb convey a big idea by using a 
big word — for such attempt would be as vain as if we were to throw aside our white 
gloves and aprons for the gay trappings of the many secret societies of the present 
decade. Our only hope is to continue to be distinguished by simplicity, and to excel 
in that direction; and as in our work, the word is “give it,” rather than “communi­
cate it;” so, on the several grounds of old-time usage, true meaning, and simplicity, I 
think “meeting” is to be preferred to “communication.”

We your committee to whom was referred that part of the Grand Master’s 

address relating to the financial affairs of the late Waco Lodge, No 80, have 
had the same under consideration, and would recommend that the property 
of said lodge now in the hands of this Grand Lodge be advertised and sold, 
and the proceeds applied to the payment of the debts of said lodge after the 
same shall have been approved for payment by the Grand Master.

We your committee would recommend that the Grand Secretary be in­
structed to add to the supplies kept on hand by him for sale to the subordi­
nate lodges the following articles, viz.:
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White cubes and black balls for the ballot, white leather aprons and Webb 
monitors.

We woidd also recommend that said aprons and monitors be sold to the 
members of the Craft at cost as well as to the subordinate lodges.

Bro.'.Rittenhouse, 50, presented tlie following report from 
the committee on Accounts, which was adopted :
To the JU.'. W.’.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska :

Your committee on Accounts have examined the report of the trustees of 
the Orphan Educational Fund, have compared same with securities on 
loans, and find the report and securities to agree.

Bro.'.Kent, 127, submitted the following report from the 
special committee of which he was chairman, which report 
was concurred in by the Grand Lodge :

Your committee to whom was referred the recommendation of our Most 
Worshipful Grand Master regarding Right Worshipful Bro.'.L. P. Gillette, 
Grand Custodian, submit the following report:

First: Believing, as we do, that to establish a uniformity of work 
throughout the jurisdiction of Nebraska so as to enable all subordinate 
lodges to work and teach the work adopted by this Grand Lodge in a credit­
able and uniform manner, it is absolutely necessary that a custodian visit the 
several lodges at their respective lodge rooms, and instruct the brethren in 
their work, the plan heretofore pursued having proved an ignominious failure.

Second: We recommend that the custodian be secured at a salary of 
$1,200 for the ensuing year, payable quarterly, by this Grand Lodge.

Third: That all necessary traveling and hotel expenses be paid by the 
subordinate lodges by him visited.

Fourth: That said custodian devote his time to this work under the 
direction of the Grand Master.

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On inquiry of Bro.’.White, 6, chairman of the committee 
on Pay-roll, that committee was instructed to make up the 
pay-roll for a period of three days.

The hour for consideration of the report this morning pre­
sented by the special committtee on Forms and Ceremonies 
having arrived, Bro.’.Slaughter, 89, moved :

That the report of the special committee on ritual for burial services, 
corner stone and dedication ceremonies, be referred to a committee consist­
ing of the Past Grand Masters, to report at the next annual communication 
of this Grand Lodge.

A. motion to lay the whole matter on the table was not 
entertained; Bro.’.Hartman, 11, moved, and it was agreed, 
that Bros.’.Slaughter, 89, White, 6, and Lininger, 3, be 
added to the present committee (Bros.-.Reese, 59, Coutant, 
11, and Hastings, 19), and that the whole matter be referred 
back to this committee for a year, to report at our next 
annual communication.

Bro.’.White, 6, offered the following amendment to the by­
laws of the Grand Lodge, which being duly seconded, was laid 
laid over for consideration at the next annual communication :

Amend Section 6, paragraph 1 (page 21, edition of 5887), by striking out 
the words “ the. Master or his proxy,” and insert "the Master, Senior or 
Junior Warden, according to rank;” also insert after the word "attend­
ance," the words, "provided, that in case the lodge is not represented by any 
of the first three officers, the proxy issued by the highest ranking officer shall 
be entitled to the mileage and per diem.”

Bro.-.Coutant, 11, made report as follows from the com­
mittee on Jurisprudence, which report was adopted :
To the M.'.W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Your committee on Jurisprudence have considered the following query of 
our Salem Lodge, No. 47.

“ A Brother Master Mason having been indefinitely suspended for non­
payment of dues, should he be required to pay dues for the whole time during 
suspension before being reinstated, or for amount due when suspended ? ”

Ans. He should be required to pay only the amount due when suspended. 
“ No Lodge or Grand Lodge dues shall accrue against a Mason during the 

term of his suspension.” Art. 6, Sec. 307, Law of Freemasonry in Nebraska.
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Your committee on Jurisprudence would further report on the additional 
queries referred to them.

The Master and Senior Warden, Riverton Lodge, No. 63, submit the 
following:

At a regular communication the Master and Senior Warden were absent. 
The Junior Warden was present. The lodge was opened by a Past Master, 
and the degree of Entered Apprentice was conferred. The Junior Warden 
was not consulted.

“ Query: Was the candidate legally initiated, if not, what is his remedy?” 
Ans. The candidate was legally initiated.
Bro.’.John B. Dinsmore, 49, submits the following :
“ One J. petitioned a lodge within the Grand Jurisdiction of Kansas, for 

the degrees in Masonry, was elected, and had conferred upon him the Entered 
Apprentice and Fellow Craft degrees; he then removed to this Grand Juris­
diction. Afterwards the lodge surrendered its charter to the Grand Lodge 
of Kansas.

“Application was made to a lodge in this jurisdiction to confer on him 
the Master Mason degree. Permission having been granted by the Grand 
Lodge of Kansas, said party was duly raised to the sublime degree of Master 
Mason.

“Query: Of what lodge is the brother a member?”
Ans. Of the lodge which conferred the degree.
As to so much of the R.'.W.'.Grand Secretary’s report as relates to the 

black book, your committee recommend that where candidates have been 
rejected, and their names have been entered in the black book, and such 
candidates have subsequently repetitioned, been elected, and received the 
degrees, that their names be erased from the black book.

Your committee on Jurisprudence, to whom was referred the following 
communication from Shelton Lodge, No. 99, relative to the election of their 
officers for ensuing Masonic year, recommend that this Grand Lodge approve 
the election of officers by said lodge at their May regular meeting.
To the M.'. W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

Whereas the by-laws of Shelton Lodge, No. 99, are such that they call for 
the election of officers at the regular meeting in June, and as that date con­
flicted with instructions of Grand Lodge, the present year the election was 
held at the regular meeting in May, and as a dispensation was not asked for 
we ask that the election be legalized by this body, also ask permission to 
change our by-laws.

Bro.'.Chase, 48, submitted a full and detailed report from 
the committee on Charters and Dispensations, which report 
was adopted; the general report was as follows:
To the M.'.W. '.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Charters and Dispensations, report as follows:
We have examined the records, papers and by-laws transmitted to us by 

the Grand Secretary of the various lodges working under dispensation within

Elwood Lodge is to provide by-laws for approval.
The recommendation in regard to Trenton Lodge is made because of the 

irregularity of its proceedings and the careless manner in which the records 
have been kept.

Your committee further recommend that no charter be granted Battle 
Creek Lodge, U.’.D.’., and that its dispensation be not continued. This 
recommendation is made for the reason that after nearly two years of work 
under dispensation they have only eleven members; they were continued 
under dispensation last year “ for irregularity of proceedings, and the 
slovenly manner in which their records were kept,” and your committee see 
no material improvement in proceedings or records; and we believe them to 
be too weak to successfully sustain a Masonic lodge.

On motion of Bro.’.Turton, 61, the Grand Secretary was 
instructed to return to those named in the dispensation 
creating Battle Creek Lodge the demits filed hy them, and to 
issue Grand Lodge certificates to those entered, passed and 
raised in said lodge.

Bro.’.William J. Outhwaite, 143, chairman of the commit­
tee on Belief, submitted the following report, which was 
agreed to:
To the M.‘. W.’. the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

We, your committee on Relief, respectfully recommend that the sum of 
ten dollars be allowed by this Grand Lodge for the relief of the Oporto, Por­
tugal, orphans adopted by Independencia Lodge, No. 166.

On motion, the report of the committee on Beturns, sub­
mitted in print at the opening of the Grand Lodge by its 
chairman, Bro.’.Long, 11, was adopted.

Bro.’.Long, 11, made report as follows, in which the Grand 
Lodge concurred:
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To the M.'.W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:
Your committee on Returns, upon examination of the record of work 

under dispensation of Pythagoras Lodge, U.'.D.’., for 5886, reported four 
(4) Apprentices as entered during the year.

This copy of the report was lost, or mislaid, and in the following year the 
report contained the names of eight (8) Apprentices.

It is apparent that this lodge was charged for twelve (12) Apprentices 
when they should have been charged for eight (8) only.

Your committee recommend that upon verification of the statement made 
above, the M.-.W.'.Grand Master be authorized to draw a warrant in favor of 
Pythagoras Lodge, No. 156, for the difference claimed of twenty ($20) dollars.

The following letter from Past Grand Master Cain was 
received, read and ordered filed:

Stella, Neb., June 20, 1888.
Wm. R. Bowen, Esq., Grand Secretary, Lincoln, ,Neb.

Dear Sir and Brother: — I regret very much that circumstances, over 
which I have so far failed to exercise any control, will prevent my atten­
dance at the present session of the Grand Lodge. Hoping that the meeting 
may be a pleasant and profitable one, I am,

The following amendments to the law of the Grand Lodge 
were presented, which was laid over for action at the next 
annual communication of the Grand Lodge.

By Bro.'.Young, 148:
Amend Article XII, paragraph 2, of the constitution of the Grand Lodge 

as follows: change the words “eight or more Master Nasons” to “twenty 
or more resident Master Masons.”

Amend Section 105, paragraph 3, of the Grand Lodge by-laws to read, “A 
new lodge may not be organized within ten miles of another lodge except in 
cities of over ten thousand inhabitants.”

Amend Section 200, paragraph 9, of the Grand Lodge by-laws to read as 
follows: “A motion or resolution cannot be laid upon the table as is common 
in parliamentary usage.”

By Bro/.Slaughter, 89:
Amend the by-laws of this Grand Lodge by striking out paragraph 5 of 

Section 101, requiring each chartered lodge to carry fire insurance.

By Bro.'.Coutant, 11:
Amend paragraph 4, Section 1, of the Grand Lodge by-laws to read: 

“ The committees on Credentials, Accounts, Charters and Dispensations, 
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By-Laws of Chartered Lodges, Ways and Means, Grievances, Jurispru­
dence,, and Doings of Grand Officers shall he convened one day in advance 
of the annual communication of the Grand Lodge, and any of the stand­
ing committees may, in the discretion of the Grand Master, be convened 
one or more days in advance of the annual communication. The com­
mittees shall receive mileage and per diem as in Grand Lodge.”

Amend Section 1 of the Grand Lodge by-laws by adding as paragraph 20: 
‘•All queries and all inquiries as to Masonic law, on which the decision of 
the Grand Ijodge may be desired, shall be filed with the R.-.W.'.Grand 
Secretary at least one day previous to its annual communication.”

Bro.•.Dinsmore, 49, chairman of the committee on Ways 
and Means, made the following report, which was adopted : 
To the M.\TP.', the Grand Lodge:

We, your committee on Ways and Means, to whom was referred so much 
of the Grand Master’s address as refers to the compensation of the Grand 
Master, have had the same under consideration, and would recommend that 
there be appropriated the sum of four hundred ($400) dollars for clerk hire, 
etc., in addition to expenses now allowed.

We, your committee, would further recommend that the Grand Secretary 
be instructed to continue the sale of compendiums, diplomas and demits to 
chartered lodges for the year 1888-89 at half cost.

The same committee made report recommending an appro­
priation of five hundred dollars to meet the Grand Master’s 
recommendation as to an increase of the Grand Secretary’s 
salary, and the recommendation was adopted ; whereupon

Bro.- Moore, 33, moved the adoption of the proposed 
amendment to the Grand Lodge by-laws, recorded on page 
421 of 1887 proceedings, increasing the Grand Secretary’s 
annual salary to fifteen hundred dollars, which amendment 
was adopted without dissenting vote; and

Bro.'.Liuinger, 3, moved a reconsideration of the vote adopt­
ing the last recorded recommendation of the committee on 
Ways and Means; his motion prevailed, and the report of 
the committee was withdrawn.

Bro.-.Wells, 37, made report from the committee on Unfin­
ished Business, recommending the adoption of the proposed 
amendment to the Grand Lodge by-laws, recorded on page 
420 of our 1887 proceedings, changing the time of the annual

communication of the Grand Lodge from June to November. 
Bro.’.Wheeler, 1, moved to indefinitely postpone considera­
tion of the matter, which was not agreed to. A motion to 
adopt the amendment was lost.

Bro.’.Wells, 37, for the same committee, invited attention 
to the proposed amendment, recorded on page 422 of our 1887 
proceedings, changing our plan of rebate-credits earned by 
prompt rendition of annual lodge returns. Bro.’.Wheeler, 1, 
moved that the amendment be adopted, which motion did 
not prevail, and the amendment was lost.

Bro.’.Phelps, 34, submitted from the committee on Griev­
ances a report, with recommendation that the Grand Lodge 
adopt the following resolution :

Resolved, That the decision of Cambridge Lodge, No. 150, in the matter 
of the indefinite suspension of Bro.’.Francis M. Rathbun, 150, be, and the 
same hereby is, affirmed.

Bro.’.Fuller, 67, from the same committee, made a minority 
report in the same case, dissenting from the opinion of the 
majority of said committee.

Bro.’.Fulton, 63, moved that the majority report be adopted. 
Bro.’.Condon, 109, moved, as a substitute, that the action of 
Cambridge Lodge be overruled, and Bro.-.Bathbun, 150, be 
restored to good standing. Bro.’.Dunham, 3, moved, as a 
further substitute, that the sentence be changed to suspension 
for one year from June 21, 5888, and, on motion of Bro.-. 
France, 56, it was determined that the action of Cambridge 
Lodge be sustained, and that the sentence be modified to sus­
pension for one year from this date.

The Grand Lodge was now called from labor until half-past 
eight o’clock this evening.
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SECOND DAY —EVENING SESSION.

Thursday, June 21, 5888.

Tlie Grand Lodge was called from refreshment to labor at 
the appointed hour, M.’.W.’.Milton J. Hull in the East.

On motion of Bro.’.Young, 148, it was
Resolved, That the Grand Secretary be instructed to have printed five 

hundred Past Masters’ certificates.

Bro.’.Young, 148, offered the following amendment to Sec­
tion 102, paragraph 5, of the Grand Lodge by-laws, (page 27, 
edition of 5887) ; unanimous consent being given to its imme­
diate consideration, the amendment was adopted.

Amend section 102, paragraph 5, by inserting after the words “ Grand 
Lodge,” the words “ or Grand Master.”

A communication was received from the Masters and 
Wardens of Lincoln Lodge, No. 19, and Lancaster Lodge, No. 
54, inviting the Grand Lodge to hold its next annual commu­
nication in their temple at Lincoln. Bro.’.Dunham, 3, moved 
that the invitation be accepted, which motion was lost. Bro.’. 
Lininger, 3, supported by Bros.’.Bheem, 3, Wheeler, 1, and 
Andreen, 25, invited the Grand Lodge to hold its annual 
communication in Freemasons Hall, Omaha, which invita­
tion was accepted.

Bro.’.Ehrhardt, 41, Grand Orator, now delivered the fol­
lowing oration, for which thanks were returned, and a copy 
requested for publication with these proceedings.

M.’.W.’. Grand Master and Brethren of the Grand Lodge of Ne­
braska: In these times of searching and delving among the archives of 
Masonry and the musty records of the past, in clearing away the rubbish that 
obstructs our view, and in our plodding endeavors to gather further light as 
to the origin of Masonry, and after demonstrating its antiquity, and writing 
its history, describing its symbolisms, acknowledging its wisdom, strength 
and beauty, would it not be well to turn our attention for a moment from the 
scenes of the past, and learn a lesson of the present, and solve if we can the 
problem of our present Masonic life?
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We all revere Masonry for the greatness of things done in the past, know­
ing as we do the glorious works accomplished for man and humanity through 
all ages, knowing that in our own life, Masonry has helped and cheered us 
through many trials, and sheltered us from many storms, given us hope and 
courage in times of despondency, carried us safely over many a sea of trouble, 
and after being tossed about on the raging billows that beset us on every 
hand, it landed us safely in many a peaceful harbor.

But what of the present ? In what way can we qualify ourselves as Masons 
so to live and act that when we have passed away it can be said of us “ they 
served their day and generation,” and not only that, but that we used the 
talent God endowed us with, and were duly and truly prepared, worthy and 
well qualified to perform in an acceptable manner the varied duties of life?

We will not endeavor in the brief time allotted us to cover the extensive 
field of Masonic duties or Masonic obligations, but will simply call your 
attention to what we deem absolutely essential to a solution of this problem.

It is found in the cultivation of the four cardinal virtues: temperance, 
fortitude, prudence and justice.

Temperance. In speaking of the cultivation of this Masonic virtue we 
desire to get away from the narrow, contracted definition that in these degen­
erate days seems to circumscribe and belittle this virtue. We make of it a 
hobby upon which we mount and imagine ourselves a full troop of cavalry. 
We endeavor to ride rough shod over every other virtue; and when we think 
we have vanquished our imaginary foe, and our conflict with the windmill 
is ended, we dismount from our charger to view the results of the battle, we 
behold the scene just as it was before the conflict, and our banner is still trail­
ing in the dust.

Temperance, as taught by Masonry, is not simply abstinence from strong 
drink, but temperance in thought, words and actions. By temperance we not 
only circumscribe our desire for intoxicants, or abstain -from putting the 
bottle to our brother’s lips and making him drunken also, but we are taught 
to be temperate in words, to govern our tongue, and instead of going in the 
highways and byways and mounting upon the housetops and proclaiming 
our brother’s shortcomings, we go to him and whisper good counsel in his 
ear, and in the most tender manner remind him of his fault and endeavor to 
aid his reformation. Words passionately or intemperately spoken may do us 
as well as our brother more injury, may cause more grief and sorrow, and 
bring more reproach upon Masonry than beastly intoxication.

How intemperate it seems, “ nay, not seems but is,” for a brother who, after 
passing the threshhold of our lodge, professing his trust in God, attaining the 
sublime degree of Masonry, who has bowed at the sacred name of deity and 
been taught to adore his great creator, when out of the lodge room and in 
contact with the profane “ out-Herods Herod ” in taking God’s name in vain, 
and with the next breath declaring that Masonry is a good enough religion 
for him, showing conclusively that he has a very faint conception of the 
religion of Masonry, even if Masonry was or ever had claimed to be a reli­
gious institution, but admitting that Masonry is a religious institution or 
rather that there is a religion in Masonry.
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What is it ? It must from the very nature of things be founded upon 
“ the rule and guide to our faith,” and that great light sums up the whole 
duty of man to be “to love God and keep his commands.” Thou shalt not 
take the name of the Lord thy God in vain, is one of the commandments that 
should be indelibly written upon the heart of every Mason, so that we would 
mention his name only with the reverence that is due from a creature to his 
creator. A cultivation of this virtue will aid us materially to keep a tongue 
of good report, and to maintain secrecy, and the trials and troubles, the 
divisions and dissensions that come upon us in our Masonic lives by reason of 
the intemperate use of the tongue, will find no admission into our Fraternity, 
and they will be to us as a dream of the past, and when we have become tem­
perate in thought and word, the necessary sequence will follow that we will 
be temperate in action, and the question of how much or how little a Mason 
can drink and be temperate will solve itself, and we will find in any event 
that it is a passion subdued and slain, and it was this thought that brought 
out the expression that “God must touch our hearts, and our consciences 
must amend of themselves by the force of our reason and not by the decay 
of our appetites.” And in whatever way we view the subject, let us not for­
get the temptation of our brethren, and not measure their acts by our temp­
tation, or rather by our freedom from temptation.

And let us endeavor to cultivate the virtue of temperance in thought, word 
and action, and thereby rising and walking on a higher plane of Masonic life 
and attaining a nobler stature of Masonic manhood.

Fortitude is not the opposite of cowardice for, if it was simply physical 
courage, then woe be to us who have not the physical constitution to display 
a remarkable amount of physical courage, and were we to look at it simply 
in this light, we make of it an animal rather than a human quality.

Fortitude, as taught by Masonry, is found in the weak physically as well 
as the strong, and is that trait of character that enables us to bear the trials 
and sufferings of life, both mental and physical, without complaint and 
without reproach.

Sixty years ago, when all the powers of both church and state were 
marshalled in solid phalanx, making a bitter, determined and unjust war on 
our beloved Order, the members of the craft displayed the beauties of true 
Masonic fortitude. When assailed on every hand by unjust and untruthful 
accusations and confronted by bitter and determined persecution, they main­
tained their dignified silence, and rather than recede from a solitary Masonic 
principle they rested their feet upon the eternal truths taught by Masonry, 
and with Masonic fortitude waited for the future ages to find out the incon­
sistency and bigotry of Masonic opposition.

Even at the present day it requires more than courage, yea, it requires 
fortitude, when out in the world, and we hear Masonry assailed or held up in 
comparison with some new or cheaper institution, to remain silent, for forti­
tude is not found in action but in repose.

It requires courage for a soldier to go into battle, but it requires fortitude 
for him to be present on the field of carnage and remain inactive. The most 
trying position in which a body of soldiers can be placed is not upon the 
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skirmish line, or in the advancing column, but on the reserve, to cover the 
retreat, knowing as they do, that if the fates of the day shall determine the 
results of the battle against them, they must stand with fortitude and offer 
themselves a sacrifice for the safety of their comrades.

Emerson says that his hero “is the man who, taking both reputation and 
life in his hand, will with urbanity dare the gibbet and the mob by the abso­
lute truth of his speech and the rectitude of his behavior.” Courage 
becomes fortitude when the will is surrendered, and the more absolute the 
surrender of our will the more perfectly will be displayed in our lives and 
conduct the beauties of this the second Masonic virtue.

Prudence aids us to choose between good and evil, and were it not that we 
are susceptible to the baneful influences that surround on every hand, it 
might not be so important to cultivate this Masonic virtue. We meet the 
temptations of life, and we stumble and fall into temptation. We take a step 
in the dark, and after groping our way, and finally come into the light, we 
look upon the result of our journey, and then, for the first time, determine 
whether we have done right or wrong. Viewing our fall we find that our pride 
has often diverted us from the common path, and makes us embrace novelties 
and “rather choose (without prudentially considering the result) to be the 
head of a troop lost and wandering in the paths of error, than to be a 
disciple in the school of truth, suffering ourselves to be led and guided by the 
hand of another in the right and beaten road.”

Were we to give this much neglected Masonic virtue the time and thought 
that its importance demands, and profit by its teachings, it would shield us 
from many storms, and relieve us from many regrets, and at the end of our 
daily journey we could look back upon our pathway and our labors of the day 
with satisfaction, and the sun of approval would rise to shine upon our works.

We spend the first half of our man’s estate by holding our bodies in sub­
jection by our intellect, for all the powers of a young man’s mind are called 
into requisition in his early manhood to keep himself within due bounds with 
all mankind, but in after years, the rule is reversed and it is the body that 
becomes the tutor of the mind and guides it to reformation, and governs it 
more rudely and imperiously than the mind ever governs the body.

So that whether we are just beginning the active duties of life or standing 
beneath the sun at its meridian hight and beholding the glory and beauty of 
the day, or have reached the third step delineated upon our carpet, it is 
necessary that we cultivate this virtue of prudence so as to guard our minds 
and bodies from the vices of life and avoiding the temptations we daily meet, 
and keeping continually employed with life’s duties and obligations.

“ I see a youth whom God has crowned with power and cursed with poverty, 
With bravest heart he struggles with his lot through toilsome years, 
Kept to his daily task by daily want of bread, 
And kept to virtue by his daily task. 
He stands at last a master of himself, 
And in that grace a master of his kind.”

Justice, that standard or boundary of right which enables us to render to 
every man his just due without distinction-.
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While this virtue is the very cement and support of civil society, it is of 
like necessity one of the supports of our institution. To be just to ourselves, 
our brethren and our Order should be our constant study.

In the ages past how much crime was committed, how many rights 
trampled upon, how many injuries inflicted in the name of justice! but in the 
years of civilization and Christianity the virtue of justice has become the 
shield of all true men and women.

“ O! dreadful justice!
What a fright and terror

Wast thou of old.
When sin and error did show and shape thy looks to me,
And through their glass discolor thee,

He that did but look up was proud and bold.
“ The scale of thy balance seemed to gape,

Like two great pits.
The beam and scape

Did like some tottering engine show.
Thy hand above did burn and glow,

Daunting the stoutest hearts, the proudest wits.
“ But now that Christ’s pure veil presents the sight,

1 see no fear.
Thy hand is white,

Thy scale like buckets which attend
And interchangeably descend, 

Lifting to heaven this well of tears.
“ For where before thou still didst call on me,

Now I still touch
And harp on thee.

God’s promises had made thee mine; 
Why should I justice now decline?

Against me there is none, but for me much.”

We should cultivate this virtue so as to be just to the imperishable part of 
ourselves, by improving our minds in true Masonic knowledge, using the days 
and hours of our lives in study, thereby living up to the full measure of our 
intellectual usefulness.

Just to our bodies by avoiding dissipation and excess, living out our 
allotted days in health, thereby enabling us to do the greatest amount of 
possible good.

Just to our neighbor by observing the golden rule, and just to our God by 
a godly life and conduct.

While we believe the perfect ideal of Masonic character is never attained 
by even the highest type of morality, yet a steady purpose of mind in us to 
improve ourselves, making our daily lives in part an exemplification of these 
Masonic virtues, will enable us to more fully appreciate the beauty and 
grandeur of true Masonic manhood.

So giving more attention to foundation stones, that our superstructure of 
speculative Masonry may rest upon a rock, sure and steadfast, cultivating 
these virtues day by day, using none but perfect ashlars in our Masonic 
edifice. These Masonic virtues are not perfected in an hour or a day, for the 
cycle of life finds them incomplete.
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“ Heaven is not reached at a single bound, 
But we build the ladder by which we rise 
From the lowly earth to the vaulted skies, 

And we mount to its summit round by round.
“ I count this thing to be grandly true, 

That a noble deed is a step toward God, 
Lifting the soul from the common clod

To a purer air and a broader view.
‘ We rise by the things that are under our feet, 

By what we have mastered of good and gain, 
By the pride deposed and the passion slain, 

And the vanquished ills that we hourly meet.”

Bro.•.Davidson, 17, submitted the following report from the 
special committee of which he was chairman, which report 
was adopted:
To the Jf.'.W.'.the Grand Lodge of Nebraska:

The committee on the Fraternal Dead respectfully and fraternally recom­
mend that the following minute in reference to our fraternal dead be 
adopted and spread upon the minutes of the proceedings of the Grand Lodge:

It is indeed true that “in life we are in the midst of death.” Sad as it may 
appear to us, it seems to be a wise provision of Providence that we should 
frequently be called to the house of mourning. Its chastening influence upon 
our buoyant, and sometimes too self-reliant, spirits always proves healthful. 
Our attention has again been called to the fact that our brethren are falling 
around us. And as we contemplate the lives and characters of the brethren 
who have died during the past Masonic year, it is a satisfaction to us to know 
that each of them fell at his post of duty. It is not fitting, nor is it our desire, 
to make any distinctions in this record. We are proud that we are able to say 
of each of them, “ a good man has fallen.” Let us all strive to learn and 
profitably use the lessons to be drawn from their .lives. We also tender our 
heartfelt sympathy and condolence to the sorrow stricken families and rela­
tives of our deceased brethren. We commend them to the care and protec­
tion of Him “whose eye never slumbers nor sleeps.” But while our hearts 
may be more deeply touched by, and possibly we more seriously feel, the loss 
of the dear brethren of our own jurisdiction, yet as we have learned of the 
death of so many eminent Masons in other jurisdictions, among whom are 
some of the Past Grand Masters and some of our trusted and honored Grand 
Representatives near other Grand Lodges, we hasten to express our apprecia­
tion of the noble work of these eminent Masons. We tender to the several 
Grand Lodges whose trusted counselors have fallen, our sympathy, and 
assure them that we mourn with them. And now, as we turn from these 
serious reflections, let us firmly resolve that we will each heed the thrilling 
admonition, “Be ye also ready.” S. P. Davidson, j

The Grand Lodge resumed its labors at nine o’clock this 
morning under direction of M.’.W.’.Milton J. Hull, Grand 
Master.

Resuming consideration of the last recorded report of the 
committee on By-laws from Chartered Lodges, the report was 
on motion amended so that the by-laws of Tyre Lodge, No. 
85, be submitted to the Grand Master, and as thus amended, 
the report was adopted.

On motion of Bro.-. Rittenhouse, 50, it was
Resolved, That the Grand Lodge'here assembled authorize its Grand 

Secretary to continue its membership with the General Masonic Relief Asso­
ciation of the United States and Canada, and the sum of eighty-five dollars 
($85.00) is hereby appropriated for the payment of the same.

On motion of Bro.’.Beghtol, 73, it was ordered that all 
credit balances as reported by the Grand Secretary be returned 
to the respective lodges.

Bro.’.Bowen, 3, chairman of the committee on Codification 
of the Law, alluding to that portion of the Grand Master’s 
address upon the subject, reported that the committee had 
last winter sent one copy of the codified Law of Freemasonry 
in Nebraska to each Nebraska lodge, and had distributed one 
hundred copies in Grand Lodge ; he further reported that the 
committee would at an early day compile the indexes, thus 
completing the work, and would (unless otherwise ordered} 
publish same as ordered by the Grand Lodge.

Bro.-.Wheeler, 1, moved that the codified law be amended 
as follows: Change “ office-bearers ” to “ officers ” wherever same 
appears; change “chartered lodges'" to “subordinate lodges" 
wherever same appears; unanimous consent being given to 
the consideration of these two amendments, the first one was 
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adopted; Bro.’.Wheeler objected to the consideration of the 
second amendment at this time, and the objection was sus­
tained.

Later in the session Bro.’.Wheeler, 1, offered the following 
amendment to the Grand Lodge by-laws, which lays over for 
action at the next annual communication.

On motion of Bro.’.Coutant, 11, it was
Resolved, That this Grand Lodge approves the action of the M.’.W.’. 

Grand Master in directing the issuing of demits to the members of the late 
Fortitude Lodge, No. 69, by our R.’.W.’.Grand Secretary, subsequent to 
the arrest of its charter.

On motion of Bro.’.Wells, 37, one year’s further time was 
granted the special committee on Non-affiliation. (See page 
285, proceedings of 5886.)

Bro.’.Wheeler, 1, offered the following two resolutions:— 
the first was adopted, the second did not prevail.

Resolved, That each lodge which shall hereafter be instituted shall pay 
all the expenses of the officer or officers which may be sent to perform that 
duty.

Resolved, That where brethren petition for a dispensation to hold lodges 
and confer the degrees of Ancient Craft Masonry, and the same is granted, 
that the brethren so petitioning shall pay the per diem and expenses of the 
officer sent by the M.’.W.-.Grand Master to examine the proposed lodge­
room and officers, and that the amount of per diem so received shall be 
accounted for by the person receiving the same to this Grand Lodge.

Bro.’.Wilcox, 104, submitted the following report from the 
committee on Accounts, which was adopted :
