Scott J. Krieger, Sr.

Scott was raised to the sublime degree of a Master Mason in Mid-West Lodge No. 317 on 
August 22, 1979 by his father Marshall H. Krieger, who was serving as acting Master of 
the Lodge at that time.

Scott served as Junior Steward of the Lodge for the remainder of 1979, and was 
appointed to the office of Senior Steward in 1980 by his father for Marshall’s year as 
Master. Scott progressed through all the chairs of the lodge until 1985 when he was 
elected the youngest Master of Mid-West Lodge No. 317.

He joined the Hastings Valley of the Scottish Rite and the Tehama Temple Nobles of the 
Mystic Shrine in 1981 and became active in many of the Scottish Rite degrees, also 
serving as Provost Marshal for Tehama Temple Shrine Provost Corps., and served on the 
Shrine Ritualistic Degree Team.

Scott was installed Junior Warden of Mid-West Lodge No. 317 in 1988 for the second 
time, and in 1990 was the only man to serve a second term as Master for Mid-West 
Lodge No. 317.

He was commissioned a Deputy Grand Custodian in 1990 for District No. 20 and served 
in that capacity until receiving the honor of Deputy Grand Custodian Emeritus in 2005.

Scott joined Acacia Chapter No. 39, Order of the Eastern Star, in 1992, serving as 
Associate Patron in 1993 and as Worthy Patron in 1994.

Scott has served as Master of all four Scottish Rite bodies, and served as Director for the 
30th degree for many years. In 1985, he was invested with his Knight Commander Court 
of Honor, and coroneted his 33rd degree in 1999.

He was initiated into Court No. 152 Royal Order of the Jesters in 1986 and served as 
Director in 1999 and 2000.

Scott is a member of Hastings Chapter No. 21, Hastings Council No. 8 and Mt. Nebo 
Commandery No. 11, York Rite of Freemasonry.

He was inducted into Omaha Chapter No. 19 of the National Sojourners in 2002.

Scott served as Grand Junior Steward of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska in 1990 for Most 
Worshipful Brother John M. McHenry, and also served as Grand Junior Steward in 1991 
for Most Worshipful Brother James N. DeMoss.

Scott was appointed Grand Junior Deacon in 2002 by Most Worshipful Brother Michael 
E. Jones, Grand Senior Deacon in 2003 by Most Worshipful Kenneth D. Beebe, elected 
Grand Senior Warden in 2004, serving under the direction of Most Worshipful Brother 



Les Seiler, and elected Deputy Grand Master/Grand Master-Elect in 2005, serving under 
the direction of Most Worshipful Brother Ivan A. Vrtiska. Scott was installed as the 
140th Grand Master of the Most Worshipfill, the Grand Lodge of Ancient Free and 
Accepted Masons of Nebraska, in Hastings at the Masonic Center on February 11, 2006.

Scott was married to Tammy M. Wortman on the 8th of November, 2003 at Reno 
Nevada, where their good friends Most Worshipful Mike Jones and Joanie and 
Worshipful Brother Joe D. McBride and Lori, who came to attend the wedding, surprised 
them. They spent their honeymoon at the Annual Communication of the Most Worshipfill 
Grand Lodge of Nevada. Tammy has been particularly fond of Masonry ever since.

ROCK MAUL AWARD

maul that has been used in a rock quarry for its intended purpose. It was inscribed and 
presented to the Grand Lodge of Nebraska in the year of M.'.W.-. Byron C. Jenkins 
(1980), and has been awarded once a year since then to that lodge determined to have 
been the recipient by the selection process. The recipient of the Award is unknown until 
this announcement at Grand Lodge each year. The Grand Master presented the Rock 
Maul Award to Cotner Lodge No. 297 of Lincoln. Members of Cotner Lodge No. 297 
came forward to accept the award.

COMMISSION AND PRESENTATION OF THE HAROLD HULTMAN 
TRAVELING ROCK MAUL

The Traveling Rock Maul was presented as a gift to the Grand Lodge of Nebraska by the 
Family of Past Grand Master Harold Hultman, (Grand Master in 1975) in 2005. Most 
Worshipful Brother Hultman entered into that house not made with hands, eternal in the 
heavens, on April 3, 2005. During M.\ W.\ Brother Harold’s term as Grand Master, our 
beautiful country, The United States of America, celebrated its Bicentennial (1776-1976). 
As recognition of that celebration and in honor of Grand Master Hultman, the late 
W.’.B.’. Herman O. Hansen, Deputy Grand Custodian, gold plated the head of a rock 
maul, engraved the handle with Masonic Working tools, and crafted a perfectly balanced 
wood carrying case. This work of fine craftsmanship was then presented to M.'.W;. 
Harold. In honor of this recognition, this Rock Maul is commissioned as the Harold 
Hultman Traveling Rock Maul, this 3rd day of February, 2006.

Symbolic of the operative craft working as Masons in the quarries and in the construction 
of Ancient Monumental Edifices, it is only fitting that this Rock Maul work in our 
Lodges to encourage visitations and fellowship among our speculative craft.
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This Maul will depart Annual Communication each year with the Lodge that is the 
winner of the Rock Maul Award. It will be the responsibility of at least four brothers, of 
which two must be officers, of that Lodge to visit another Lodge within 30 days and to 
carry and deposit the Maul at the visited Lodge. That Lodge will then hold the same 
obligation of visiting and depositing the Maul in another Lodge within 30 days.

COMMISSION AND PRESENTATION OF THE JAMES L. “SONNY” EATMON 
TRAVELING GAVEL

The Traveling Gavel was presented as a gift to the Grand Lodge by the Family of Past 
Grand Master James L. “Sonny” Eatmon, (GM 1992) in 2005. Most Worshipful Brother 
Eatmon entered into that house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens on August 
28, 1999. Worshipful Brother John Ferguson handcrafted this beautiful wood gavel and 
case in honor of his father-in-law. In honor of this recognition, this gavel or wood maul 
is commissioned as the James L. “Sonny” Eatmon Traveling Gavel, this 3rd day of 
February, 2006.

Symbolic of the operative craft working as Masons in the construction of Ancient 
Monumental Edifices and the integrate detail of ornamentation, it is appropriate that this 
gavel or wood maul work in our Lodges to demonstrate leadership and concern to the 
fine details of fellowship among our speculative craft and thus encourage visitations 
among our Lodges and Brethren.

This gavel will depart Annual Communication each year with the Lodge of the New 
Grand Master. It will be the responsibility of at least four brethren, of which at least two 
must be officers, of that Lodge to visit another Lodge within 30 days and to carry and 
deposit the gavel to the visited Lodge. That Lodge will then hold the same obligation of 
visiting and depositing the gavel in another Lodge within 30 days.

♦

Grand Master Vrtiska asked John Maxell, Grand Tyler, and Kent Broyhill, Grand Orator, 
co-Chairmen of the CHild Identification (CHIP) Program Committee to come forward to 
present the CHIP Awards.

CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (CHIP) AWARD

Beginning in 2006, two CHild Identification Program (CHIP) Awards will be given each 
year to recognize outstanding contributions, monetary or otherwise, or promotions of 
CHIP or events. One will be awarded to a member of the Masonic Family, and the 
second will go to an individual, company or charitable group that have met the following 
guidelines. The following guidelines will be used when reviewing and selecting 
applicants for the awards.
1) No active member of the CHIP Committee will be eligible or nominated for a CHIP 

Award.
2) The award will be based on merit toward improving CHIP events or contributions, 

monetary or otherwise, to improve the CHild Identification Program (CHIP).
3) Nominations should be submitted to the Nebraska Grand Lodge Office postmarked 

no later than November 30 of each calendar year.
4) The awards will be divided into two categories - Masonic and non-Masonic.
5) The Grand Lodge Awards Committee will review and select one application in each 

category. The winning applications will be selected by majority vote.
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6) A written nomination may come from any current Freemason or any member of the 
Masonic Family.

7) There is no limit on the number of applications that may be received in a calendar 
year.

8) Applications will not be carried over from year to year. Applications can be re­
submitted after the Annual Communication each year.

9) Recipients of a CHIP award may not be re-nominated in the following calendar year.

Mike Webb of Rob Morris Lodge No. 46 in Kearney, winner of the CHIP award for 
Masons, and Cindy Thelander of Hastings, winner of the CHIP award for non-Masons, 
were asked to come forward to receive their awards. Mike made a few remarks about 
receiving the award, and Eduardo Casas, Master of Mid-West Lodge No. 317 in 
Hastings, accepted the award on behalf of Cindy.

Kent B. Broyhill, Grand Orator

Grand Master Vrtiska, First Lady Karen, Visiting Dignitaries, fellow Grand Lodge 
Officers, Distinguished Guests, Ladies and Brethren:

It would be futile for me to stand here and make proud our hearts by recounting to you 
the history of Masonry.

It is pointless to tell those of us gathered here of the glories Masonry has won... and the 
victories it has achieved. Many of you were part of that history and I can only presume 
that you will go forth and continue to promote all those wonderful Masonic principles 
and ideals.

But what is the value of a principle, of an ideal? Have you ever attempted to estimate its 
worth? Have you ever tried to measure its value in dollars and cents?

You learned early on that you did not join this great fraternity for pecuniary benefit. Yet, 
the best men in all professions are found within our walls. Masonry is represented in all 
of the graduations of society, the bench, the clergy, the executive, the soldier, the 
mechanic, the tradesman; we all wear the emblem and have handled the time-honored 
tools of moral architecture.

The literature buffs among you might recall the many adventures of a Spanish peasant 
who wished to live like a knight. He set out to gain fame by performing many heroic 
deeds. This knight and his squire, Sancho, attacked windmills he perceived as giants and 
sheep he mistook for armies. You may recall this person more vividly, if I refer to him as 
Don Quixote, the Man of La Mancha, and his scrawny horse, Rocinante.

Until the 1800’s, Don Quixote was thought to be a humorous story of a madman’s 
adventures. It then became a model for a new type of fiction...a fiction with heroes 
...heroes that do not conform to their times...much like many of you seated here today - 
those unsung heroes do deeds for the good of the order, not for personal gain or 
recognition. Silent everyday heroes simply lend a helping hand just to make life better. 
Not unlike many of the heroes of this great Masonic fraternity.

One thing is for certain however, like Masonry, the ideals, the passions and the dreams of 
Don Quixote still persist. They live in all of us gathered here today...each with his own 
interpretation of that famous Cervantes novel.

Some of my favorite musical lyrics are found in the song The Impossible Dream from 
The Man of La Mancha. The first verse goes like this.

It is the mission of each true knight...
His duty... nay, his privilege!
To dream the impossible dream,
To fight the unbeatable foe,
To bear with unbearable sorrow
To run where the brave dare not go;
To right the unrightable wrong.
To love, pure and chaste, from afar,
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To try, when your arms are too weary,
To reach the unreachable star!

Ladies and gentlemen, those words have totally different meanings, connotations and 
significance to every person in this room, but most people will agree that those lyrics do 
demonstrate commitment to a dream...to an ideal.

Today permits us yet another opportunity to rededicate our mission, our duty, our 
task...perhaps not just to our fraternity, but to ourselves as well. We gather for this 
annual communication to recognize our past, discuss our present, aim for the future and 
to map the road that lies ahead.

I would like to take a moment to draw a small analogy here. The likelihood exists that all 
of us arrived at this annual communication via an automobile. I ask you this simple 
question. Which window is the largest window in most cars? In most cases it’s the front 
windshield. There is also a big rear window. That represents our history. We generally 
reference that through the assistance of a rear view mirror... but compare the size of the 
two. The front windshield is huge compared to the rear view mirror.

The reasons and the analogy are simple. We need to look ahead, not behind. At times, too 
many of us get encapsulated in the past and how things used to be. By doing this we 
waste precious, personal, resources and risk misplacing the opportunities that lie ahead.

The front windshield should be our focal point. The rear window exists, but that’s our 
history, we can’t change that. We can periodically monitor it through the rear view 
mirror, but the real focus should lie ahead of us.

I’m sure many of you are familiar with, or have perhaps even witnessed the old Past 
Master’s sign. You know, the one where you extend your index finger, then curl the 
remaining three and press your thumb to the curled middle finger. Then extend your arm 
straight out and start shaking your finger while saying those magic words, “We didn’t do 
it that way when I was Master.”

The focus there is in the past.. .in the rear view mirror.

We must look ahead and embrace those opportunities to serve our God, our country, our 
families and our youth. We must once again respond to the numerous and substantial 
opportunities to become relevant in our communities. We need to participate not only in 
the CHIP events, the scholarship programs, band camps, and fellowship nights, but also 
in the Masonic Youth programs, the Scottish Rite and York Rite and Shrine activities.

Please think about this for a moment. When you consider the programs and 
philanthropies of the various Masonic bodies... ladies and gentlemen, Masonry addresses 
some very vital organs of the human anatomy. The York Rite takes charge of the eyes, 
ears and heart. The Scottish Rite has speech clinics and pediatric hospitals, the Shrine has 
the orthopedic and bum facilities. The common link is that we are all Masons and that 
develops the mind.

Folks, this is exactly the type of work that makes us extremely viable today, yet we insist 
on keeping it a secret. What a shame! Gentlemen, we have an opportunity before us to 
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transform the future - it’s here, it’s now! We have all the precious resources within us and 
at our disposal to do so.

Our hospitals, clinics and CHIP events have been grand slam home runs. To confirm this, 
just ask a hospital patient, or a participant in a CHIP event. You will come away with 
nothing less than a superb feeling for having been a part of it all. Every one of us in this 
room is better off today for having displayed the courage and the generosity to assist our 
fellow man.. .yet, with just an ounce of effort we can do so much more.

Let’s look at this another way. There's a big difference between interest and commitment. 
When you are merely interested in something, you do it only when it is convenient. But 
when you're committed to something, you accept no excuses, only results. That truth is 
known to be self-evident.

Please hear this...if you don’t want to become more relevant, if you don’t think we 
should provide reasons for young men to join our ranks, if you don’t believe that this 
great fraternity has any value, then at least help the fraternity by not blocking the road for 
those of us that do.

I love the line Lee Iacocca used in an old Chrysler commercial that stated boldly, “Either 
lead, follow or get out of the way.”

I 
Let’s stay focused on the front windshield, not the rear view mirror.

You will be voting on a couple issues at this communication that have the ability to 
greatly impact our future, the direction we pursue and the ideals we uphold. Masonry’s 
future rests with no one but us. As we proceed with this 149th Annual Communication, I 
remind you to vote. Vote for the good of masonry.. .heart within and God overhead.

A tyled Lodge of Master Masons was opened by Shiloh Lodge No. 327 with Masons 
present. M..W.'. Grand Master Ivan Vrtiska thanked the Brethren involved in the 
opening of that Lodge of Master Masons.

M.’.W.’. Grand Master Vrtiska asked that the Grand Lodge Officers take their stations, 
and requested that the Grand Secretary ascertain if there was a quorum present.

R.’. W.'. Grand Secretary Bruce A. Watkins declared a quorum present for the transaction 
ofbusiness.

V.'. W.’. Grand Chaplain James C. Lapaseotes invoked the blessing of Deity.

The Grand Master declared the 149th Annual Communication duly opened for the 
transaction of business and asked that the Grand Marshal proclaim the Annual 
Communication open in ample form.
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At this time, Grand Master Vrtiska appointed M.'.W.’. Brother Dwight Smith, Past 
Grand Master, as Parliamentarian for the 149th Annual Communication.

R.’.W.’. Grand Secretary Bruce A. Watkins brought the report of the Committee on 
Business and Rules, and then moved for its adoption.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON BUSINESS AND RULES
Bruce A. Watkins, 300

The business of an Annual Communication shall be conducted in accordance with the 
provisions of Part I of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Grand Lodge A.’. F.'. & 
A.’.M.’. of Nebraska, as amended. The order of business shall be as shown in the printed 
program for the Communication, or as may be revised by the Grand Master to expedite 
the business and procedure of the Grand Lodge. The Committee further recommends:

1. The Grand Master shall appoint a brother to serve as Parliamentarian of the Annual 
Communication. The Parliamentarian need not be a member of the Jurisprudence 
Committee. It shall be the duty of the Parliamentarian to advise and consult the 
Grand Master regarding procedures.

2. Committee Reports shall be given by the Chairman or designated member from the 
East unless otherwise directed by the Grand Master.

3. Amendments, which have been brought to the floor for ballot: One of the signers of 
an amendment shall state the position of the signers prior to the ballot.

4. Officers speaking on any motion, resolution, committee report or other matter may 
speak from the East. Members of the Grand Lodge may then speak from the main 
floor at a microphone near the altar or as directed by the officer presiding. Time 
permitting, other brothers may speak to the issue. Prior to speaking, each brother 
shall be recognized by the officer presiding and shall state his name and lodge before 
addressing the Grand Lodge.

5. No brother shall speak more than twice on any motion, resolution, committee report 
or other matter unless special permission is granted by the officer presiding. 
Members shall be recognized to speak in the order they rise unless the officer 
presiding shall otherwise direct. If more than one brother rises at approximately the 
same time, the officer presiding shall direct the order of speaking.

6. Time limits on speaking shall not be imposed unless the officer presiding shall 
announce time limits in order to expedite the business of the Annual 
Communication. Upon announcement, the officer presiding shall enforce the stated 
limits.

7. When the Grand Lodge is passing upon the decision and formal recommendations of 
the Grand Master, the Grand Master shall first announce his position. The Chairman 
of the Jurisprudence Committee will announce the position of the Committee. 
Discussion will then be permitted with the Grand Master permitted to speak. 
Members of the Grand Lodge shall then be permitted to speak to the issue. Time 
permitting, other brothers may speak after which a vote will be taken.
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8. When the voting method is not prescribed by the Constitution and Bylaws, it shall be 
by the usual sign of a Mason while voting. The Grand Master, or other officer 
presiding, may prescribe voting by secret ballot or other method at his discretion.

9. Questions of procedure not provided for in the Constitution, Bylaws, or these rules, 
shall be determined by the Grand Master.

The motion was seconded and passed.

ADDRESS OF THE GRAND MASTER

M.’.W.’. Grand Master Ivan Vrtiska spoke briefly about the past year, the goals set for 
2005 and the accomplishments achieved, as well as touched on a few points from the 
printed Address.

CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (CHIP)

CHIP was introduced to Nebraska by many different sources. However, the single most 
important source that convinced the Nebraska Grand Lodge Officers to commit to the 
program and introduce it to Nebraska Masonry was at the 2004 Conference of Grand 
Masters of North America when the Grand Masters’ voted to make it a Masonic Program 
of North America. It was this presentation, combined with further investigation into the 
program, that M.’.W.'. Les Seiler permitted the organization and implementation of 
Nebraska Freemasons CHIP (CHild Identification Program). In 2004, four pilot/test 
events were held, with the program to be folly implemented in 2005. You have a very 
dedicated CHIP Committee (John T. Maxell, Kent B. Broyhill, Jerry Bishop, Richard L. 
Corwine, E. Newton Kelly, Maynard Tatelman, and Michelle Fulmer-CHIP Coordinator) 
that meets monthly to plan, schedule and organize the events, plus keep track of the 
equipment and supplies. These brothers, and, in many cases, their wives have attended 
and participated in most all events. The Committee is assisted by several brothers who 
are committee ad-hoc members or Regional Directors (Byron L. Hust, Kyle J. Peterson, 
Robert E. Wilbur, Edsel Grove and Ted Thelander). These brothers have been very 
instrumental in the success of the Events. We are thankfol for the support, assistance and 
the roles played by the law enforcement professionals (The Nebraska Sheriffs 
Association and many local law enforcement departments) and the dental professionals 
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(Nebraska Dental Association, Nebraska Dental Hygienists’ Association [Roxanne 
Denny and Kristen Strasheim], and the Nebraska Dental Assistants’ Association) in the 
implementation of this program and participation in the events.

I am very pleased with the number of Lodges that have participated in the program, 
planning and hosting of events, and are currently talking about hosting events. I’m also 
very pleased with the financial support of the communities, the volunteers from the 
communities and the leadership and volunteers from the Masonic Family. To work an 
event is a veiy rewarding and positive experience, to provide a community service, as 
well as a good social activity among the workers and CHIP participants.

To date we have held a total of 27 Events and have ID’d over 5500 youth. There are over 
16 Events planned for 2006 and I know of several in the discussion stages. I am very 
proud of all of you, and pleased with your involvement in your Communities. I hear so 
many positive comments regarding the participation in the program. It is good for your 
Lodge, however, it is not the only rock in the pile. If you have held one event, start 
planning your next event.

I had the pleasure of presenting our Nebraska CHild Identification Program to the 
delegates at the Annual Communications of the Grand Lodge of Iowa and of South 
Dakota and at the Midwest Conference of Grand Lodges, and continue to serve on the 
National MasoniCHIP Committee.

CONFERENCE OF GRAND MASTERS

The Conference of Grand Masters of North America was held in Calgary, Alberta, 
Canada from February 19, 2005 to February 22, 2005.

GRAND MASTER’S RECOMMENDATIONS

RECOMMENDATION NO. 1

Amend Section 2-605 - LODGE DUES by adding and deleting certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken. These changes will be effective the year following the passage 
of this amendment.

Sec. 2-605 - LODGE DUES - Beginning January 1, 2007, the dues assessed by 
all chartered subordinate lodges shall be payable on January 1 of the year for which they 
are assessed and shall become delinquent on the 1st day of March June of the same year, 
if not paid by that date.

On March 1, June 1, of each year, it shall be the duty of the Secretary to notify 
in writing each member that is in arrears for dues of the current year of such fact and 
request payment thereof on or before April 30, September 30 of the same year. If such 
member fails to pay his dues on or before April 30 September 30 of such year, he shall 
automatically stand suspended for non-payment of dues and an entry thereof shall be 
made in the minutes of the lodge at the first subsequent stated meeting. It shall also be the 
duty of the Secretary to notify, in writing, each member automatically suspended for non­
payment of dues. Such notice shall be deemed properly given when mailed by first class 
mail to the last known post office address of such suspended individual.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 2

Amend Section 1-312 - (Not used) by adding and deleting certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.

Sec. 1-312 - (Not used) CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (CHIP) - The 
CHIP Committee shall consist of seven (7) Masonic members and three (3) members that shall 
be at large members not required to be Masons (representing the Dental Profession and Law 
Enforcement Profession and CHIP Coordinator), each to serve for a period of four years and 
who shall be appointedfor such terms as shall retire two members thereof annually, with one of 
the seven required Masons being a past Grand Lodge officer. The Grand Master shall designate 
one of the Masonic members of the Committee as the Chairman of the Committee. The then 
seated Grand Senior Deacon shall serve as the liaison officer. It shall be the duty and 
responsibility of the committee to coordinate, organize and supervise the CHild Identification 
Program (CHIP), financial resources andpersonnel needed for the function of the CHIP Events.

If Recommendation No. 2 passes, the following sections must also be amended in the 
following ways to change references to the Standing Committees and to maintain 
consistency within the Bylaws.

Amend the second paragraph of Section 1-301 - NUMERATION AND
CLASSIFICATION by adding and deleting certain language, so that such section, as 
amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the deleted language 
stricken.

Sec. 1-301 - NUMERATION AND CLASSIFICATION

Second paragraph:
The Standing Committees shall be the following: Codification of the Law, 

Jurisprudence, Fraternal Relations, Masonic Relief, Masonic Education, Board of Grand 
Trustees, George Washington Masonic National Memorial Association, Nebraska Work, 
Finance, Appropriations, Grand Lodge Offices, Lodge Advisory, Masonic All Star Band, 
Public Relations, Membership, and Youth and CHild Identification Program (CHIP). 
Except as otherwise provided by these Bylaws, all Standing Committees shall consist of 
not less than three nor more than five nine (9) members and shall be appointed by the 
Grand Master within ten days after his installation.

Amend Section 1-302 - SEAT AND VOICE by adding certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.

Sec. 1-302 - SEAT AND VOICE - Each member Mason who is a member of a 
standing, regular or special committee of the Grand Lodge, except the Masonic All Star Band 
Committee and the Social Committee, shall be entitled to a seat and voice and vote, but not 
vote, by virtue of such appointment. Non-Masons appointed as members of the Masonic All- 
Star Band Committee and the CHild Identification Program (CHIP) Committee shall be entitled 
to a seat and voice, but not a vote by virtue of such appointment.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 3 - To be used and voted upon only if Recommendation 
No. 2 does not pass.
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Amend the second paragraph of Section 1-301 - NUMERATION AND 
CLASSIFICATION by adding and deleting certain language, so that such section, as 
amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the deleted language 
stricken.

Sec. 1-301 - NUMERATION AND CLASSIFICATION

Second paragraph:
The Standing Committees shall be the following: Codification of the Law, 

Jurisprudence, Fraternal Relations, Masonic Relief, Masonic Education, Board of Grand 
Trustees, George Washington Masonic National Memorial Association, Nebraska Work, 
Finance, Appropriations, Grand Lodge Offices, Lodge Advisory, Masonic All Star Band, 
Public Relations, Membership, and Youth. Except as otherwise provided by these 
Bylaws, all Standing Committees shall consist of not less than three nor more than five 
nine (9) members and shall be appointed by the Grand Master within ten days after his 
installation.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 4

Amend Section 2-610 - LIMITATIONS by adding and deleting certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.

Sec. 2-610 - LIMITATIONS - That hereafter no subordinate lodge or lodges 
shall establish a Masonic Charitable institution or undertake a continuing Masonic 
Charitable work or become obligated for continuing contribution for charitable purposes, 
nor shall any lodge or lodges or person or persons use the word "Masonic" or other terms 
indicating Masonic activities regarding any such institution or work which has not been 
established or approved by the Grand Lodge, Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons of 
Nebraska, without first having obtained the authority of the Grand Master Grand Lodge to 
do so.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 5

Amend paragraph (b) of Section 2-1601 - DEFINITIONS by adding and deleting 
certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new 
language italicized and the deleted language stricken.

Sec. 2-1601 - DEFINITIONS
(b) “Period of membership” shall be determined by computing the aggregate 

time a Master Mason shall have been a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge 
of this Grand Jurisdiction and a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge of any 
other Grand Jurisdiction given fraternal recognition by the Grand Lodge A.F.&A.M. of 
Nebraska, if such be the case. Periods of suspension for non-payment of dues less than 
three years shall be included when making the aforesaid computation, and periods of dual 
membership shall be computed on the basis of membership in the parent lodge only. 
Expulsions for any reason or suspensions except for non-payment of dues longer less 
than three years shall be deducted when computing the number of years a member has 
been in good standing. All subordinate lodges of this jurisdiction shall cooperate with
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any Master Mason in attempting to establish his period of membership and said lodges 
shall also cooperate with the Grand Lodge in all matters relating thereto.

RECOMMENDATION NO. 6

This Recommendation deals with the expulsion of a member if he is convicted of or 
pleads guilty to any felony and certain misdemeanor charges, and consists of 
amendments to several Sections and the creation of new Sections to integrate the 
necessary language to maintain consistency throughout the Bylaws. Amendments to all 
necessary Sections are listed in Parts below, however, the Recommendation should be 
viewed as and voted on as a whole.

Part 1

Amend Section 3-102 - ENUMERATED by adding certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized.

Sec. 3-102 - ENUMERATED - Masonic offenses shall consist of, but not be 
limited to:

(i) Any felony conviction or pleading guilty to any felony charge in any court of 
competent jurisdiction.

(f) Any conviction of or pleading guilty to a misdemeanor charge of child 
molestation, child pornography or any sexual offense involving a child in any court of 
competent jurisdiction.

Part 2

Create Section 3-306 - CONVICTION OF OR PLEADING GUILTY TO A 
FELONY AND TO CERTAIN MISDEMEANORS RELATING TO CHILD 
MOLESTATION, CHILD PORNOGRAPHY, OR ANY SEXUAL OFFENSE 
INVOLVING A CHILD.

Sec. 3-306 - CONVICTION OF OR PLEADING GUILTY TO A FELONY AND 
TO CERTAIN MISDEMEANORS RELATING TO CHILD MOLESTATION, 
CHILD PORNOGRAPHY, OR ANY SEXUAL OFFENSE INVOLVING A 
CHILD

(a) Any Mason who has, or hereafter shall plead guilty to or be convicted of a 
felony in any court of competent jurisdiction shall, by order of the Grand Master, upon 
the filing with the Grand Master of a certified copy of the court proceedings showing his 
plea of guilty or verdict of guilty, as provided in Subsection (c) hereof, be expelled from 
Masonry as provided in Section 3-702 without the presentation of charges and trial.

(b) Any Mason who has, or hereafter shall plead guilty to or be convicted of 
any misdemeanor in any court of competent jurisdiction for child molestation, child 
pornography, or any sexual offense involving a child shall, by order of the Grand Master, 
upon the filing with the Grand Master of a certified copy of the court proceedings 
showing his plea of guilty or verdict of guilty of such misdemeanor as provided in 
Subsection (c) hereof, be expelled, from Masonry as provided in Section 3-702 without 
the presentation of charges and trial.

(c) A certified copy of the court proceedings showing a plea of guilty, verdict of 
guilty, or special verdict upon which a judgment of conviction may be entered shall be 
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sufficient evidence to justify expulsion by the Grand Master as provided in Subsections 
(a) and (b) hereof.

(d) Any Mason expelled under the provisions of this section shall be entitled to 
the right of appeal as provided in Chapter VIII.

(e) The Grand Master shall deliver his order under this Section to the Grand 
Secretary of the Grand Lodge and the Grand Secretary shall forthwith send the same to 
the Secretary of the subordinate lodge of which the expelled member is a member. The 
Secretary of the subordinate lodge shall enter the order of the Grand Master in the 
minutes of the lodge at the stated communication next following receipt. The Grand 
Secretary shall also forthwith send to the expelled member, by either registered or 
certified mail, the order of the Grand Master and shall notify him of his right to appeal to 
the Grand Lodge and fully advised him of the manner and time which he may file said 
appeal.

(f) It shall be the duty of the Junior Warden of a subordinate lodge, where a 
member of his lodge has, or shall hereafter be convicted of or plead guilty to a felony or 
misdemeanor as set out in Subsections (a) or (b) of this section to immediately file with 
the Grand Master a certified copy of the court proceedings showing the plea of guilty, 
verdict of guilty, or special verdict upon which a judgment of conviction may be entered.

(g) It shall be the duty of the Grand Master to promptly execute the provisions 
of Subsections (a) and (b) of this Section upon his receipt of instruments or documents set 
out in Subsection (f) hereof.

(h) If the conviction is reversed upon appeal in the criminal court, the Grand 
Master shall set aside any order of expulsion issued by him under this section and shall 
reinstate the member without loss of time. The Grand Secretary shall forthwith send to 
the Secretary of the subordinate lodge of which the expelled member was a member 
notice of the reinstatement of the member without loss of time and the Secretary of the 
subordinate lodge shall enter the said reinstatement in the minutes of the lodge at the 
stated communication next following receipt. The Grand Secretary shall also forthwith 
send to the expelled member, by either registered or certified mail, a notice of his 
reinstatement.

Part 3

Amend Section 3-801 - RIGHTS DEFINED by adding certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized.

Sec. 3-801 - RIGHTS DEFINED — Any Mason who has been subjected to 
discipline by his lodge, his accuser, or any member of the lodge has the right to appeal 
from any finding or sentence therein. Any Mason who has been expelled by the Grand 
Master in accordance with Section 3-306 shall have the right to appeal the order of the 
Grand Master. No Entered Apprentice or Fellow Craft Mason may appeal from any 
finding or sentence of his lodge or the Grand Master except as to charges against 
themselves. The Grand Master notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein may stay 
the judgment of a trial commission, in any case for gross irregularity practiced in the trial.

Part 4

Amend Section 3-802 - HOW TAKEN by adding and deleting certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.
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Sec. 3-802 - HOW TAKEN - All appeals from any chartered subordinate 
lodge or of an order of the Grand Master shall be made in writing and filed in duplicate, 
and shall contain a statement of the case, the exception taken to the decision of the Lodge 
or the Grand Master appealed from and the grounds upon which the same are based.

The appeal shall be filed with the Grand Secretary not later than 60 days after 
the regular communication of the subordinate lodge next following the receipt of the 
findings and judgment from the Grand Secretary.

In the event of an appeal, the Grand Secretary shall forthwith transmit a copy 
thereof to the Grand Master, the Secretary of the subordinate lodge in which the charges 
were preferred, the accused and the accuser.

Part 5

Amend Section 3-803 - NOTICE AND RECORD by adding certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized.

Sec. 3-803 — NOTICE AND RECORD - If requested by the appellant, the 
Grand Secretary shall furnish him with an attested copy of all the charges, specifications, 
papers, proceedings and evidence in the case. If the 60 day period hereinbefore specified 
shall not intervene before the next Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge, said 
appeal shall either be disposed of by the Grand Master during the recess of the Grand 
Lodge or be heard by it at the next ensuing Annual communication provided, however, 
that an appeal of an order of expulsion by the Grand Master as provided in Section 3-306 
shall in all cases be considered by the Committee on Grievances as provided in Section 
3-804.

Part 6

Amend Section 3-804 - HOW CONSIDERED by adding certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized.

Sec. 3-804 - HOW CONSIDERED - When an appeal from the decision of a 
lodge, on any matter of Masonic discipline, shall be perfected in the Grand Lodge, it shall 
be referred by the Grand Master to the Committee on Grievances or (except for an appeal 
of an order of expulsion by the Grand Master as provided in Section 3-306) be decided 
without such reference if it be deemed expedient. ,and in either case. The lodge, er the 
appellant or the Grand Master, as the case may be, shall have the benefit of any 
additional testimony, provided the same has been taken agreeably to the notice proscribed 
by the Grand Lodge or Grand Master.

Part 7

Amend Section 3-805 - DISPOSITION by adding certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized.

Sec. 3-805 - DISPOSITION - Whenever an appeal shall be taken from any 
subordinate lodge or the Grand Master, as above provided, the Grand Lodge shall have 
sovereign jurisdiction over the whole case and may upon investigation, and by a majority 
vote of the members, a quorum being present
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(a) Dismiss the appeal, approve the proceedings, affirm the decision or order

The 
Nebraska Masonic Youth Foundation assumed the fiscal responsibility of raising the 
resources for the Conference and established a goal of $50,000.00 to bring in State and 
Nationally known speakers/presenters. They achieved their goal and the Conference was 
at a minimal cost to the participants. The three youth groups were committed to the 
Conference and agreed to refund the registration cost to each youth attending. 
“Reaching New Heights!” was the theme for the conference. Keynote speaker for the 
Conference was Sean Covey, Author of “The 7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens.” Other 
presenters included: Darla Hansen, who suffered childhood bums over 80% of the body, 
shared her life saving story of being treated for many years by the Shrine Bum Hospital; 
Tou Ger Xiong shared his story of living in a refugee camp in Southeast Asia and after 
coming to America learning how to adapt to our culture and life styles; Debby Rihn- 
Harvey, highest-ranked female aerobatics pilot, Past Honored Queen of Job’s Daughters 
and Past DeMolay State Sweetheart, focused on self-esteem and motivation; Ron 
Gustafson humorously shared his story of overcoming physical handicaps to play college 
basketball following a farm accident where he lost his right arm and shoulder at the age 
of eight. Attendance included nearly 500 youth and adults.

The conference was concluded with a two-hour Masonic Air Show Sunday afternoon at 
the Kearney Municipal Airport under the leadership and planning of W.’. B.'. Nick 
Longly, Secretary of Rob Morris Lodge No. 46, Rob Morris No. 46 and with the 
assistance of several neighboring Lodges. Debby Rihn-Harvey along with five additional 
Nebraska Aerobatic Pilots thrilled the crowd with their talents, skills and humor. 
Receipts indicate over 2000 in attendance, however unofficial counts of attendees within 
the air field and adjacent properties estimate attendance nearer to 4000. Many in mid­
Nebraska and the Kearney Metro area are now more familiar with the presence and work 
of Masonry.

A major challenge facing Masonry in Nebraska is the loss of Members due to suspension 
for non-payment of dues (SNPD’s). This number accounted for over 900 members in the 
past three years. For those suspended in the past three, I issued a letter in September to 
these members stating that if they responded prior to November 1, they would be 
reinstated by paying the current year’s dues. Return post cards were issued with the 
letters to learn why they elected to drop their memberships. The reasons were varied, 
however, ranged from not receiving dues notices to not being able to break the barrier of 
feeling welcome in the Lodge. Responses also included being too busy, Masonry being 
too expensive, no longer interested, deceased, etc. The exact number of members 
reinstated through this program is unknown at this time, however, is estimated to be 
somewhere around 25 to 30 brothers. A program is greatly needed to enroll, engage, 
bind, or whatever the term, the brothers to our fraternity. We need to place the value of 
Masonry at a level that members will not want to drop their membership. The following 
were reinstated by this program:

RELIEF EFFORTS

Masonic Relief is difficult to offer from the Grand Lodge, as our resources provide for 
only a very limited assistance. However, we are still able to comply in limited responses 
to our obligations. Our Grand Lodge Office received a call from a widow of a Maine 
Master Mason that she was experiencing vehicle challenges and requested assistance to 
return to Maine. Her request was verified and granted. We have since received 
reimbursement from Tyrian Lodge No. 73, A.’.F.'. & A.'.M.'., Mechanic Falls, Maine, 
stating that the “Brothers of Tyrian Lodge are Most Grateful” for our assistance.

Following the devastation of the hurricanes in Mississippi, Louisiana, Alabama and 
Texas, we contacted the Grand Masters to offer our assistance. A letter was submitted to 
each Lodge encouraging the support of our membership to our brothers in the South with 
contributions through our Masonic Service Association (MSA). Our Masonic Relief 
Committee offered their assistance in directly helping the Lodges with contributions of 
excess furnishings and paraphernalia; this is a project in process.

SPECIAL FUND RAISING EFFORT

An opportunity was presented through the Affinity Marketing Associates to offer to our 
brethren a Nebraska Masonic Birthstone Ring. Several brothers accepted the offer, and 
through their purchases the Grand Lodge received a commission check for $880.00. This 
program involved only permission to do a mailing to all Nebraska Masons with no 
investment on our part. Thank you to all that participated.

SWISHER KITS

The concept of the Swisher Kit has been implemented with a kit sent to Afghanistan, with 
special dispensation granted to establish Swisher Lodge U.D. in Kabul. I have also issued 
permission to hold a multiple candidate one-day class. Because of the environment and 
conditions in which they are, the process of opening a new Lodge includes many special 
challenges. There are additional queries regarding another Swisher Lodge in the Mid­
East.

TABLE LODGE

Table Lodges continue to be a popular social event for many Nebraska Lodges. There 
are editions of the ceremony that provides for a Brothers-only table lodge, Ladies at the 
Table and a Colonial Table as presented by Sojourners, Omaha No. 19. I had the 
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pleasure of attending and participating in several this year and tell you that they are very 
enjoyable, of good fellowship and fun. They are a great opportunity to involve members 
of the family.

TOWARD THE FUTURE

There are several items in progress. Steps have been implemented to assist the 
Secretaries with their work. A new membership software program has been purchased 
and is being installed with conversion from the existing program having begun. Plans are 
that the new program will be user friendly for our secretaries. Efforts are also being 
directed toward more cost effective and timely communication to the brothers through 
electronic methods. Our three proficiency manuals are being reviewed and enhanced. As 
our supply of Ciphers is running low, a review of the cipher is in process to correct issues 
where conflicts have been identified. Efforts are in progress to upgrade lecture slides to 
be friendly and usable for Power Point presentations. A review of our current perpetual 
membership program and policies has been implemented. Quality products take time 
and thus patience must prevail.

TRIAL COMMISSIONS

The appeal of the Trial Commission decision for an expelled member of East Lincoln 
Lodge No. 210 is still pending.

In the Trial Commission for a member of Lancaster Lodge No. 54, the individual was 
found guilty by the Commission and expelled from the Masonic Fraternity on July 19, 
2005. An appeal is pending in the matter.

Pursuant to the authority delineated in Section 1-103 of the Bylaws, a Trial Commission 
was appointed in the matter of a criminal offense by a member of York Lodge No. 56. On 
October 16, 2005, the individual was found guilty and expelled from the Masonic 
Fraternity.

I would like to thank the members of each of the appointed Trial Commissions for then- 
service to the Fraternity in these matters.

YEAR PIN PRESENTATIONS

It is always an honor and pleasure to recognize those pillars of stability of the Lodges, 
Brothers who have been members of their Lodge for given periods of time. 106 Brothers 
received pins for 25 years of service to Masonry; 277 received pins for 50 years of 
service to Masonry; 121 received pins for 60 years of service to Masonry; and 10 
received pins for 70 years of service to Masonry. A unique and distinct pleasure was to 
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present pins for 80 years of service and membership to Lawrence Mandelko in May and 
to M.'.W;. Harry A. Spencer in July. Brother Mandelko celebrated the 102nd 
anniversary of his birth in May and M.'.W.'. Brother Spencer his 102nd in September.

CONDITION OF THE CRAFT

During the year we stressed that each Lodge has its own personality and culture within 
their community and each Lodge was encouraged to become relevant with a positive 
image in their community. Although we have many common threads that bind us as a 
Fraternity, how we blend those threads are unique to each Lodge. Being members of a 
symbolic craft that worked in quarries and ordered stones into various beautiful and 
magnificent monumental structures, it is up to each Lodge to place their stones into 
Lodge structures as they envision them, bonded with the cement of brotherly love and 
affection. It made me very proud to observe many Lodges arranging the various stones 
into thriving and vibrant organizations of brothers with much enthusiasm toward their 
Lodge, positive views toward the future, pride in the Masonic Family and the resulting 
limited time to complete the necessary ritual work for new members. These Lodges are 
becoming relevant and visible in their communities. It was a true indication that both 
optimism and pessimism are contagious and it is up to us as Masons to decide which we 
choose to support.

It is rewarding to further observe many Lodges assuming leadership roles to lead their 
communities in service to their citizens. An example is that of hosting CHIP Events, the 
warmth of doing a valuable community function, citizens working together as 
community, Masons working together to give of our services and not ask for anything in 
return. Doesn’t that feel good? Isn’t that good for our Masonic Family? Visibility! A 
healthy Fraternal Organization! Other examples include sponsoring softball and 
basketball tournaments, soccer fields, cornerstones, working county fairs, various 
community activities and the list goes on. Perhaps the most unique was to assist with the 
simultaneous launching of 399 model rockets to set a new record in the Guinness Book of 
World Records. Euclid Lodge No. 97, Weeping Water, worked in conjunction with the 
Boy Scouts. Each rocket carried the square and compass logo. Don’t these activities 
make you feel good? These Lodges are receiving petitions from their exposure.

Membership continues to be an area requiring attention. The number of members meeting 
the Grand Architect of the Universe is more than the number of new members we are 
initiating, passing and raising each year. We are encountering challenges in retaining our 
membership and are experiencing too many brothers being suspended for non-payment of 
dues. We must continue to develop methods, programs, activities, fellowship, etc. in our 
Lodges that places value in our membership. Many of our Lodges are achieving these 
goals; we must all strive to do so.

The craft continues to maintain ritual work at a high level of standard and take great pride 
in doing so. Masonic Education continues to be of high interest among the brethren, 
thanks much in part to our Masonic Education Committee for their Masonic Education 
programs which include “To Light.”

The Committees and Grand Lodge Officers continue to prepare leadership development 
tools and materials for use by all Lodges. A “Grand Lodge Programs Guide” has been 
prepared and distributed to provide a brief synopsis and reference of many of the 
programs that are available to the Lodges. Several Lodges are taking advantage of this 
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resource. The “Masonic Leadership Schools” afford an excellent opportunity to learn 
skills and ideas among a group of Masons seeking the betterment of their Lodges. There 
are many positive comments regarding the benefits of these resources and the opportunity 
to interact with other brothers experiencing similar concerns. I encourage all to 
participate.

There are many positive signs that Nebraska Masonry is making the turn to regaining the 
status and value of previous tradition. Brethren keep up the momentum; I look toward a 
bright and valuable future.

CONCLUSION

As we transition into 2006-2007, Karen and I wish to again thank our Masonic Family for 
the opportunity to serve as your Grand Master. I hope that through the energy and effort 
of many, that several positive steps have been taken and that the renewal of our Fraternity 
continues to be positive. That we look toward a stronger bond between the new members 
and the current membership and that harmony and unity shall continue to prevail.

We as individuals have much to offer for the good of our Fraternity. I continue to be 
reminded of those ten most important two letter words, appropriate to each of us. “If it is 
to be, it is up to me.” So may it be.

The printed address of the Grand Master, consolidated with the supplemental address of 
the Grand Master, in its entirety, was referred to the appropriate committees for then- 
consideration and action, and published in the proceedings of the Grand Lodge.

REPORT OF THE AWARDS COMMITTEE
Charles Spohr, Chairman

The Awards Committee met in April 2005 at the direction of Most Worshipful Grand 
Master Vrtiska to review the Rock Maul Award criteria. The Committee made some 
changes in the point system, in an attempt to level the playing field for all lodges, large 
and small.

The Committee also thought that a lodge could win the Rock Maul and Gold Pan Award 
only once every five years, but on review by members of the Grand Lodge, it was 
determined that this was not the case, so until changed, a lodge can receive either award 
in successive years.

The Committee also discussed other methods of recognizing more lodges such as 
dividing the state into regions. Another idea was to divide the lodges into classes by
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membership. These were only ideas discussed and are not recommended at this time. If 
any lodges have any suggestions or ideas on this matter, please feel free to let a 
Committee member know.

As all the lodges should know, the Rock Maul application is mandatory and is to be 
submitted by every lodge in the state, to the Grand Lodge office. Please use only current 
forms. A large number of the lodges used the 2003 forms for the Rock Maul Award, 
which had the old point system.

In 2005, of the 155 lodges, only 36 returned an application for the Rock Maul Award - 
not good, but 50% better than 2004. The Gold Pan application is voluntary, but only six 
applications were received in 2005, a 62% decrease from 2004.

The award for CHIP is new this year. The Committee received seven nominations, which 
we felt was very good for the first year.

There were several Masonic and Non-Masonic Achievement awards given. This was 
quite gratifying but wished there could have been more.

The Committee strongly urges all lodges to aggressively compete for all the awards, as a 
means of developing an interest in your lodges and communities, beyond just reading the 
minutes and paying the bills at meetings.

In the future, a system may be derived to share some of the activities and projects that are 
successful with all lodges, as ideas for them to consider and implement.

The Committee wishes to thank Most Worshipful Grand Master Vrtiska for his interest in 
the Committee, as well as Jeannie and the Grand Lodge office staff, for their major 
contribution to the success of this Committee.

DEPUTY GRAND MASTER’S ADDRESS

MWGrand Master Vrtiska asked R.'.W.'. Scott Krieger for the Address of the 
Deputy Grand Master:

As we conclude another Masonic year, we must once again embark on the next. Just like 
the electrons flowing through the wire feeding the lights in this room, we must keep 
moving at a constant pace. For if we stop, just as the electrons do when you throw the 
switch to the off position, everything goes dark.
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Now that I have your attention. We cannot afford to stand still and allow our lodges to 
go dark. It is a must that the electrons keep flowing to bring light to our world. We as 
Masons must continue to work diligently to bring Masonic light to this world.

I would like to explain to you my vision for the ensuing Masonic year. As many of you 
know, my first love of Masonry is the ritual work. Having been a Deputy Grand 
Custodian for 15 years and proficient for 20 years, I'm sure you will understand that. But 
even above all of that, the ritual work is what separates us from all the other fraternities 
and service organizations. If we cannot impress our new candidates with an outstanding 
performance of our ritual work, we won't have a second chance to impress them with the 
rest of our precepts. (As a great man once said, you only have one chance to make a good 
first impression.) Let's use it!

I cannot emphasize to you enough the importance of working hard with each of your 
officers to make them proficient in the memorization of our ritual work so that we can 
give that outstanding first impression.

My goals for the year 2006-2007 are few and simple. You will discover in the Grand 
Lodge line behind me some of the most intelligent men I have ever had the pleasure to 
work with, and they have impressed upon me the need for me to use the “kiss” method 
(keep it simple stupid) - being just a simple electrical contractor.

Seriously Brethren, I could never impress upon you the intelligence and the ability of the 
officers you have selected to lead your Grand Lodge. They are an outstanding group of 
men, and I thank you for allowing me the privilege to be associated among them. Sony, 
now back to the goals.

Goal #1 Implement a Nebraska Grand Lodge enrollment program in every Lodge in the 
state of Nebraska. Every year, we lose large numbers of members due to nonpayment of 
dues. We are not enrolling these men into our lodges as “our brothers.” This program is 
an effort to change that. (Information on the enrollment program was presented 
yesterday during the Grand Lodge workshops.

Goal #2 Work with your Membership Committee to increase membership by 5% in 
every Lodge in this Grand jurisdiction. This has been a long-standing goal of many 
Grand Masters in the past, and brethren we must work toward that goal.

Goal #3 Perform at least two events within your community, which give your Lodge 
recognition and relevance to your community - from CHIP events to scholarships, and 
from parades to fundraisers, the possibilities are endless. (As Most Worshipful Brother 
Les Seiler stressed over and over - We must be relevant in our communities, or we will 
die.)

In closing, I want to sincerely thank each one of you for giving me the opportunity to 
serve as the Grand Master of your Grand Lodge, and I promise you I will perform to the 
best of my ability. Thank You!

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON JURISPRUDENCE
M.: W. John M. McHenry, Chairman

Due to the absence of M.'.W.'. John M. McHenry, M.'.W.'. Les Seiler presented the 
report.

The Jurisprudence Committee was called to order at 10:00 am on Thursday, February 2, 
2006 by M.'.W.'. Brother John M. McHenry with the following additional members 
present: Most Worshipful Brothers Dwight E. Smith, Steven F. Mattoon, Don E. 
Rasmussen and Les Seiler. Also present were thirteen Grand Lodge Officers, as well as 
Past Grand Masters Charles Amidon and Jerry Rittenburg.

Pursuant to Section 1-304 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws, the Jurisprudence Committee is to 
review all Resolutions delivered to the Grand Secretaiy, including a request for Bylaw 
revisions and determine within 45 days of delivery whether the Resolutions are in proper 
form. The Resolution delivered to the Grand Secretary at the 148th Annual 
Communication held on February 4 and 5, 2005 was found to be in proper form and can 
be submitted to be balloted upon at this Session.

Section 1 -304 of the Bylaws of the Grand Lodge provides that at least 15 days prior to 
the opening of the session of the Grand Lodge, the Committee on Jurisprudence shall 
meet and submit to the Grand Master an agenda and report. The entire Jurisprudence 
Committee met by telephone conference on January 11, 2006 and submitted to the Grand 
Master an agenda and report.

With regard to the Grand Master’s Recommendations, we found that Recommendations 
1, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 10, and 11 are in proper form and can be submitted to be balloted upon 
at this session.

With regard to Recommendation 2, if adopted, together with the additional amendments 
of Sections 1-301 and 1-302 allows a non-Mason a seat and voice at the Grand Lodge 
when in session and therefore, the Committee has determined that parts one and two of 
Recommendation 2 are in proper form and that the third part of Recommendation 2 is not 
in proper form to be voted upon at this Grand Lodge session. In the event Section 1-312 
is amended, then the Committee on Codification of the Law will harmonize Section 1- 
302 with Section 1-312.

With regard to Recommendation 6, if adopted, grants to the Grand Master judicial 
powers that are reserved to the Grand Lodge and would be contrary to the provisions of 
Article IX, Section 4 of the Constitution. In addition, the provisions of Recommendation 
6, if adopted, is contrary to the due process provisions afforded a member in Chapters IV 
through VIII of the Bylaws and therefore, the Committee has determined that 
Recommendation 6 is not in proper form to be voted upon at this Grand Lodge session.

With regard to the permissions and dispensations, the Committee found them to be 
proper. The Committee further reviewed the permissions and dispensations granted by 
the Grand Master from the time of his report to the beginning of this Grand Lodge 
session. The Committee on Jurisprudence found all permissions and dispensations to be 
in proper form and within the laws of Masonry of Nebraska and approved the same.
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With regard to the Bylaw Amendments that were approved by the Grand Master, the 
Committee found that all such approvals were proper.

With regard to the Grand Master’s actions set forth in the Grand Master’s Address on 
page 51 regarding the Swisher Kits and the formation of a Swisher Lodge U.D., the 
Committee requested clarification regarding the following:

1. Was a petition for dispensation presented to any subordinate lodge in 
accordance with the provisions of Section 2-101 of the Bylaws?

2. What were the facts that satisfied you that it was in the best interest of the 
Fraternity to issue the dispensation for the U.D. Lodge?

3. Is the Swisher Lodge U.D. initiating members and if so, are they complying with 
the residency requirements of Section 2-803 of the Bylaws?

4. Who are the officers of the Swisher Lodge U.D. and how were they installed?

5. What type of warrant was issued to the Swisher Lodge U.D.?

Such clarifications were provided by the Grand Master.

The next order of business was the election of a Chairman and Secretary of the 
Committee. Upon motion duly made and seconded, M.’.W.’. Brother Les Seiler was 
elected Chairman and M.’. W.’. Brother Dwight Smith was elected Secretary.

The Committee then proceeded to pass a motion commending M W Ivan Vrtiska on 
his very successful year as Grand Master and commended him and his officers for their 
year of service to the Fraternity.

The Committee on Jurisprudence stands willing, ready and able to aid and assist your 
Grand Master and all of the elected Grand Lodge Officers to advise and assist them in 
any way we can with reference to the laws of our Grand Lodge’s grand jurisdiction and to 
aid all of our officers in the execution of the duties of their office.

The Lodge Leadership Course has many ideas relating to 
membership and the running of a successful lodge. All of the lodges in the state should 
take advantage of these programs to help improve both the lodge, and their membership.

Membership is the lifeblood of Masonry. We need to promote it or we will disappear and 
end up a footnote in history. Each lodge needs to be able to show the value of this special 
fraternity. We have an opportunity to bring in younger members. They are looking for 
something special to become a part of.

140 of these 
past members were reinstated in 2005. If we reinstated half of the people we have 
suspended in the past three years we would be in positive numbers.

Lodge of Baja California (Mexico) and the Gran Logia “Occidental Mexicana” (Mexico).

A study on the effectiveness, viability and participation of the appointees of the Grand 
Representative System is underway. The role of the Grand Representative is one of the 
most misunderstood functions of our Grand Lodge and requires better understanding and 
direction. We are not alone in our desire for clarification. Other jurisdictions are also 
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seeking a better definition of this function. Letters have gone out to the existing Grand 
Representatives requesting input from them concerning their continued participation. We 
have received replies from a large number of them, but not all. Some recommendations 
for nominations for Representatives to various jurisdictions have been made. At year’s 
end this project continues to be a work in progress.

The Committee continues to solicit for recognition from the various Prince Hall Grand 
Lodges in those jurisdictions where Prince Hall Grand Lodges and Grand Lodges under 
the canopy of the Conference of Grand Masters of North America have entered into 
agreements of mutual fraternal recognition.

REPORT OF THE MASONIC ALL-STAR BAND COMMITTEE
Jerry L. Rittenburg, Chairman

Jerry first asked all the brethren present to stand who were band chaperones in the 11th 
Annual Masonic All-Star Band Camp. He asked those still seated to look around and see 
who was standing and talk to those brothers before they leave and ask them how they 
enjoyed being a chaperone last year because without good chaperones the camp doesn’t 
work.

A brief verbal report was given before the printed report was presented:

“This past year was a particular challenge for us. They were working on putting a new 
field down in the football stadium so we had to do things completely different than we 
had ever done before. That presented some challenges to us, including monetary 
challenges. We found a lot of free fields we could use, but then we had to hire buses to 
haul 257 kids and 20 chaperones back and forth and that costs a lot of money that we 
didn’t have. So we found a field. I say we, Michelle found a field that was fairly close, 
easy walking distance, but they charged us $4 per day, per kid, to practice on it. So we 
had to find places we could cut expenses to come up with that much money. We didn’t 
like it very well at the time, but I think in retrospect it turned out to be a really good thing 
because, if you remember, it was hot last year. But, out there in that open field, if there 
was any breeze, we got it. There was no shade, but sometimes there was a little breeze 
and that kept us a little cooler. Otherwise we would have lost a lot of kids because it was 
just too hot to be down in the bottom of that stadium during the afternoon practice 
sessions.

Another problem we had with that was that the band directors like to get up high so they 
can look down on their formations and see if they look like they do on paper. Out there in 
this open field there wasn’t any way to do that. So Dave Watts brought over one of his 
trucks. I don’t know what you call it; it was like a cherry picker, except that it was a 
rectangular metal platform with a railing around it and it went up real high. The band 
directors didn’t seem to mind it. Michelle went up on it one time and she spent a lot of 
time hanging on to the railing. There were a couple of other people who went up. Not me. 
I’m not going up there. But there were a couple who went and I think one of them kept 
his eyes shut all the time and hung on to the railing real tight. I’m sure there are 
fingerprints on it yet. But without Dave’s truck, we just couldn’t have had the formations 
that we ended up with and the band directors would not have been able to see. So I don’t 
know where Dave is this morning, but if you see him...oh, he’s way back there in the 
back.. .Dave, thank you very much for the use of your truck.

One other person we really do need thank besides the office staff and the people who 
contribute to band camp, is our supplier of water. When it’s that hot, those kids go 
through a lot of water. Jack Lorenzen, who was Grand Tyler three or four years ago
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donated, and I’m not talking about cartons, I’m talking about two pallet loads of water to 
the kids. They drank every bit of it. So if you run across Jack sometime, be sure and 
thank him too.”

The printed report reads as follows:

As always, thanks to the Grand Master for the opportunity to work with the Masonic All- 
Star Marching Band, the committee members, the band directors and the staff from the 
Grand Lodge office.

This was another very successful band camp. Again this year we had several returning 
campers and this really helps. They teach the new kids so much about what we expect.

First, this was one of the largest bands we have had. There were 257 band members and 
they sounded great. It seems that I say the same thing every year, but this band came 
together very quick and really sounded very good, very quickly. We had a few people 
cancel during the last few days but less than the last few years.

A new wrinkle this year was that the stadium was under construction and we usually use 
the field for our practice sessions and at no cost. This year we had to move our practice to 
another field where we had to pay so much per day for each band member. That hurt 
financially but in other ways was a blessing. The field was out in the open and if there 
was any breeze we got it. There was very little shade but we were better off than we 
would have been down in the bowl of the stadium. In the past the band directors were 
able to get up in the stands and look down on the band to assess the positions of the band 
on the field. This year, thanks to Dave Watts we had the use of a very tall cherry picker 
on a truck that allowed the band directors to get very high. It did kind of sway in the wind 
and I saw them hanging on a few times but it worked very well. Again, thank you to 
Dave Watts.

Due to not being able to use the stadium, we had to make some other changes. We 
usually take the group picture in the stadium on Tuesday. This year we used the steps in 
front of the capitol building on Saturday afternoon following the parade. After the picture 
some of the band members were able to tour the capitol building and the rest went 
directly to the Scottish Rite for lunch. There were also tours of the Scottish Rite building 
during the afternoon.

Since we had not had a chance to practice on the field we left for Seacrest early and had a 
walk through before people started arriving for the game. After practice the members of 
Lancaster Lodge served a picnic lunch in the adjoining park with lots of cold drinks. The 
drinks especially were very welcome.

The kids did a great job of playing during the half time show and I will have to say that it 
was another successful year.

GRAND MASTER’S RECOMMENDATIONS

M.’. W.’. Ivan Vrtiska began a PowerPoint presentation showing a summary of each of 
the Grand Master’s Recommendations to be voted upon. Grand Master Vrtiska then 
asked Deputy Grand Master Krieger to take the podium and preside over the discussion 
of the Grand Master’s Recommendations. R.'. W.-. Krieger announced that voting on the 
Recommendations will take place by a show of hands. If the outcome is close, a written 
ballot will be taken.

Recommendation No. 1

Amend Section 2-605 - LODGE DUES by adding and deleting certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken. These changes will be effective the year following the passage 
of this amendment.

Sec. 2-605 - LODGE DUES - Beginning January 1, 2007, the dues assessed by 
all chartered subordinate lodges shall be payable on January 1 of the year for which they 
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are assessed and shall become delinquent on the 1st day of March June of the same year, 
if not paid by that date.

On March 1, June 1, of each year, it shall be the duty of the Secretary to notify 
in writing each member that is in arrears for dues of the current year of such fact and 
request payment thereof on or before April 30, September 30 of the same year. If such 
member fails to pay his dues on or before April 30 September 30 of such year, he shall 
automatically stand suspended for non-payment of dues and an entry thereof shall be 
made in the minutes of the lodge at the first subsequent stated meeting. It shall also be the 
duty of the Secretary to notify, in writing, each member automatically suspended for non­
payment of dues. Such notice shall be deemed properly given when mailed by first class 
mail to the last known post office address of such suspended individual.

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 1 was made and seconded. With no 
discussion, the motion carried by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 2

Amend Section 1-312 - (Not used) by adding and deleting certain language, so that such 
section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.

Sec. 1-312 - (Net-used) CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (CHIP) - The 
CHIP Committee shall consist of seven (7) Masonic members and three (3) members that shall 
be at large members not required to be Masons (representing the Dental Profession and Law 
Enforcement Profession and CHIP Coordinator), each to serve for a period of four years and 
who shall be appointedfor such terms as shall retire two members thereof annually, with one of 
the seven required Masons being a past Grand Lodge officer. The Grand Master shall designate 
one of the Masonic members of the Committee as the Chairman of the Committee. The then 
seated Grand Senior Deacon shall serve as the liaison officer. It shall be the duty and 
responsibility of the committee to coordinate, organize and supervise the CHild Identification 
Program (CHIP), financial resources and personnel neededfor the junction ofthe CHIP Events.

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 2 was made and seconded. With no 
discussion, the motion carried by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 3 - Because Recommendation No. 2 passed, Recommendation No. 
3 was not voted upon.

Recommendation No. 4

Amend Section 2-610 - LIMITATIONS by adding and deleting certain language, so that 
such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new language italicized and the 
deleted language stricken.

Sec. 2-610 - LIMITATIONS - That hereafter no subordinate lodge or lodges 
shall establish a Masonic Charitable institution or undertake a continuing Masonic 
Charitable work or become obligated for continuing contribution for charitable purposes, 
nor shall any lodge or lodges or person or persons use the word "Masonic" or other terms 
indicating Masonic activities regarding any such institution or work which has not been 
established or approved by the Grand Lodge, Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons of 
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Nebraska, without first having obtained the authority of the Grand Master Grand-Lodgeto 
do so.

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 4 was made and seconded. After brief 
discussion, the motion carried by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 5

Amend paragraph (b) of Section 2-1601 - DEFINITIONS by adding and deleting 
certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with the new 
language italicized and the deleted language stricken.

Sec. 2-1601 - DEFINITIONS

(b) “Period of membership” shall be determined by computing the aggregate 
time a Master Mason shall have been a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge 
of this Grand Jurisdiction and a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge of any 
other Grand Jurisdiction given fraternal recognition by the Grand Lodge A.F.&A.M. of 
Nebraska, if such be the case. Periods of suspension for non-payment of dues less than 
three years shall be included when making the aforesaid computation, and periods of dual 
membership shall be computed on the basis of membership in the parent lodge only. 
Expulsions for any reason or suspensions except for non-payment of dues longer less 
than three years shall be deducted when computing the number of years a member has 
been in good standing. All subordinate lodges of this jurisdiction shall cooperate with 
any Master Mason in attempting to establish his period of membership and said lodges 
shall also cooperate with the Grand Lodge in all matters relating thereto.

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 5 was made and seconded. With no 
discussion, the motion carried by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 6 - The Jurisprudence Committee found that Recommendation 
No. 6 was not in proper form to be voted upon at the Annual Communication because the 
Recommendation would grant judicial power to the Grand Master.

Recommendation No. 7

Amend the third paragraph of Section 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS by adding 
and deleting certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with 
the new language italicized and the deleted language stricken, to be effective as of 
January 1,2007:

Sec. 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Third paragraph:

Each lodge shall pay annually to the Grand Lodge on or before the 1 Oth day of April, 
for each initiation during the preceding calendar year, the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00) 
Fifteen Dollars ($15.00), and for each member, the sum of Fourteen and 50/100 Dollars 
($14.50) Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) as per capita tax commencing on the 1st day of 
January 3004 2007, with an automatic cost of living dues increase in the amount of three 
percent (3%) each year thereafter for each member, with an automatic-dues increase in the 
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amount of $1.00 per year-for the next 1 years, and for each member. -The Grand Lodge 
shall use $.50 of the per capita tax for the publication and distribution of-a-Masonic 
education newsletter to-each member. Before any subordinate lodge shall be consolidated 
with another lodge, the per capita tax for the year preceding the year of consolidation shall 
be determined and paid.

During discussion it was decided that a written ballot would be taken on Recommendation No. 
7. A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 7 was made and seconded. After 
discussion, the written ballot was taken.

While waiting for the ballots cast for Recommendation No. 7 to be counted, the 
Resolution was discussed and voted upon.

RESOLUTION NO. 1
Submitted at the 148th Annual Communication in February 2005

Be it resolved that Section 2-601 be amended as follows:

In addition to the per capita tax as currently provided, commencing on January 
1, 2006, each subordinate lodge shall pay to the Grand Lodge an assessment of $1.00 per 
member to support the CHild Identification Program. Said assessment shall be due and 
payable in the same manner as the Grand Lodge per capita tax. The funds from this 
assessment shall be separate from the Grand Lodge per capita tax and shall be used for no 
other purpose than provided above.

R.‘. W.'. Scott Krieger asked for one of the signers of the Resolution to explain the reason 
for the submission of the Resolution. Maynard Tatelman came forward, and after a brief 
explanation, made a motion for its adoption. The motion was seconded, and after 
discussion, the motion carried by a show of hands.

♦

Results of Recommendation No. 7

After voting on the Resolution, the results of voting on Recommendation No. 7 was 
announced. The motion on Recommendation No. 7 failed to gain a 2/3rds majority vote, 
with 123 votes for and 110 votes against, or a 53 percent margin.

Recommendation No. 8 — To be used and voted upon only if Recommendation No. 7 
does not pass.

Amend the third paragraph of Section 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS by adding 
and deleting certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with 
the new language italicized and the deleted language stricken, to be effective as of 
January 1,2007:
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Sec. 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Third paragraph:

Each lodge shall pay annually to the Grand Lodge on or before the 1 Oth day of 
April, for each initiation during the preceding calendar year, the sum of Ten Dollars 
(SI0.00) Fifteen Dollars ($15.00)...

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 8 was made and seconded. After discussion, 
the motion carried by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 9 - To be used and voted upon only if Recommendation No. 7 
does not pass.

Amend the third paragraph of Section 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS by adding 
and deleting certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with 
the new language italicized and the deleted language stricken, to be effective as of 
January 1,2007:

Sec. 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Third paragraph:

...and for each member, the sum of Fourteen and-50/4 OQ-Dellars—($-11.50) 
Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) as per capita tax commencing on the 1st day of January 2001 
2007., with on automatic dues increase in the amount of $1.00 per year forthenext-1-years, 
and for each-member. The Grand Lodge shall use $.50 of the per capita tax for the 
publication and distribution of a Masonic education-newsletter-to each member. Before any 
subordinate lodge shall be consolidated with another lodge, the per capita tax for the year 
preceding the year of consolidation shall be determined and paid.

A speaker came forward and called for the question, and made a motion to vote on 
Recommendation No. 9 by written ballot. The motion for written ballot was seconded and 
carried by a show of hands.

A motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 9 was made and seconded. After discussion, 
the motion failed to gain a 2/3rds majority vote, with 165 votes for and 118 votes against, or a 59 
percent margin.

Recommendation No. 10 - To be used and voted upon only if Recommendation No. 7 
does not pass.

Amend the third paragraph of Section 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS by adding 
and deleting certain language, so that such section, as amended, will read as follows, with 
the new language italicized and the deleted language stricken, to be effective as of 
January 1,2007:
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Sec. 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

Third paragraph:

...with an automatic cost of living dues increase in the amount of three percent 
(3%) each year thereafter for each member, with an automatic dues increase in the amount 
of $1.00 per year for the next 4 years, and-fer-each-member.- The Grand Lodge shall use 
$.50 of the per capita tax for the publication -and-distributien of a Masonic education 
newsletter to each -member. Before any subordinate lodge shall be consolidated with 
another lodge, the per capita tax for the year preceding the year of consolidation shall be 
determined and paid.

The question being called, a motion for the adoption of Recommendation No. 10 was made and 
seconded. After discussion, the motion failed by a show of hands.

Recommendation No. 11 - To be used and voted upon only if Recommendation No. 9 is 
voted upon and passes.

Because Recommendation No. 9 failed, Recommendation No. 11 was not voted upon.

REPORT OF THE MASONIC EDUCATION COMMITTEE

The Nebraska Grand Lodge Education Committee is one of the hardest working 
committees, if not the hardest. The calendar year begins with the Grand Lodge Masonic 
Education Breakfast. A very professional Masonic Education Program is presented by 
the talented members of the committee, including, Max Miller, Larry Jacobsen, John 
Parsons, Tom Hauder, Ron Stites, Bob Whipple, Keith Neisler and Ken Fleming. 
Masons from all over Nebraska have the opportunity to attend this presentation and go 
home with a little more knowledge about the Fraternity than what they arrived with. In 
addition, the committee makes book reading recommendations that enable the Masons of 
Nebraska to expand their Masonic knowledge even more.

The second major task for the Education Committee comes at the end of March when the 
Spring Symposium is scheduled. Members of the committee present this Symposium in 
four locations in the state. Again, a very professional program is presented, which will 
allow the attendees to walk away with Masonic history, philosophy, information, etc., 
about the fraternity. In addition, a game of Masonic Jeopardy is presented and enjoyed 
by all.

The third major task is for someone from the Committee to attend the Midwest Masonic 
Education Conference. This conference gives the committee ideas about how to better 
channel Masonic Education to the Masons of Nebraska. Many of the committee 
activities are aided, if not bom by ideas picked up at these conferences. This conference 
gives the committee the opportunity to hear the successes and experiments of several 
surrounding states in Masonic Education.

It is becoming more important for the committee to have representation, for in 2008, the 
conference will be held in Omaha. This is a great opportunity for the Nebraska Grand 
Lodge to host Masons from Kansas, Iowa, Wisconsin, Indiana, Ohio, North Dakota, 
South Dakota and Illinois. Not to mention for the Grand Lodge Education Committee to 
set a new standard for the conference, as far as giving attendees something to take home 
and demonstrating a higher level of organization and planning that many of the 
conferences lack. The 2005 conference was held in Sioux Falls, South Dakota. It is held 
in the latter part of April.
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The fourth major task is to present the Fall Masonic Education Symposium. As with the 
spring symposium, a Masonic Education presentation is performed at 4 locations in 
Nebraska.

Throughout the whole year, Max Miller produces a monthly article called the “To Light 
Moment.”

It is recommended that the presentation be read in Lodge, so 
that members go home with some Masonic education from the regular business meeting. 
All members of the Education Committee continue to request Brethren who have email 
addresses to sign up for this mailing. Contacting the Grand Lodge is all it takes to get 
your email address on the list.

Also the quarterly section of the Nebraska Mason called “To Light” is a product of the 
Nebraska Grand Lodge Education Committee. Thanks to the dedicated efforts of Lany 
Jacobsen and John Parsons, Masonic Education is delivered to the mailboxes of all 
Nebraska Masons. Thanks to utilizing the Nebraska Mason as a delivery method, four 
issues a year are being delivered. Articles are provided by the MSRICF and the Saints 
John Lodge of Education, in addition to members of the Education Committee.

The Nebraska Masonic Education Lodge (Saints John) continues to draw both attendees 
and presenters. Members of this Lodge share a desire to pursue more light in Masonry. 
More information about this Lodge will be available at the 2006 Grand Lodge. Dues are 
rather inexpensive and there are only two functions a year. There are 2 meetings per 
year. The meetings include papers being presented by members and of course, no 
Masonic gathering would be complete without a meal.

Thanks to the members of the committee and other volunteers who take the time and 
effort to make the presentations. The committee thanks the lodges, and valleys that 
volunteer to support the committee in this task.

With all this activity on the part of the Nebraska Grand Lodge Education Committee, the 
largest share of Masonic Education should continue to be in the subordinate lodge. 
Whether the tool is a lodge newsletter, reading the “To Light Moment,” or a program 
during (before or after) the regular lodge business meeting, YOU need to carry Masonic 
Education to the members of your lodge.

The year opened with the convening of the annual corporation stockholders meeting of 
the Association in Calgary, Alberta, presided over for the last time by your chairman, 
Warren Lichty. After transaction of necessary business, officers of the Association were 
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elected. Pursuant to rules, which Lichty had gotten adopted during his turn as President, 
his maximum term of three years had elapsed, and thus, it was appropriate that the First 
Vice President moved up to the presidency. He is Right Worshipful W. Scott Stoner, 
Past Grand Master of Pennsylvania. He has served on the Board of Directors since 1991, 
and continues to serve as Chairman of the Planned Giving Committee of the Association.

REPORT OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE
Terry L. Spencer, Chairman

The Committee on Finance met during the past year to perform the duties of the 
Committee as outlined in Section 1-318 of the Bylaws of the Grand Lodge of Nebraska. 
Those duties include a periodic review of the books and records of Grand Lodge 
procedures, which included:
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1. A comparison of canceled checks to the check register including an 
examination of endorsements to assure proper application of payments.

2. Examination of support documents including invoices, expense records and 
other evidence of obligations to ensure proper payment was made.

3. Review of accounts to which items were charged selecting all items in 
excess of $500 and randomly reviewing other disbursements of lesser dollar 
amounts.

4. Review of the monthly bank statement reconciliation to verify their 
accuracy.

5. Review of income items including lodge assessments.
6. Review of Perpetual Membership and Scholarship accounts.
7. Discussion and review of monthly financial statements.

Following the close of each calendar year, the books and records of the Grand Lodge are 
reviewed through customary audit procedures, by independent certified accountants.

Revenues for the calendar year 2005 totaled $409,023.72 while the anticipated budgeted 
revenues were $404,633.00 resulting in a difference of $4,390.72. The actual expenses 
for 2005 were $461,412.81, while the anticipated budgeted expenses were $487,920.10, 
resulting in a savings of $26,507.29. A total of $68,496 was utilized from the interest 
income of the general investment funds, while the anticipated budgeted amount was 
$83,287.00, resulting in a savings of $14,791.00. The results of the fiscal year show that 
the Grand Lodge Officers and staff have been good stewards of the funds of the Grand 
Lodge operating budget in 2005.

The Finance Committee found satisfactory verification for expenditures within the books 
and records of the Grand Lodge Office and was able to complete its auditing and review 
process in a timely manner thanks to the well maintained files and help and assistance 
provided by Michelle Fulmer as the Office Manager and the staff of the Grand Lodge 
office.

On behalf of the Grand Lodge, the Chairman extends a thank you to each Committee 
Member for your service and attention to detail in reviewing the financial activity of the 
Grand Lodge of Nebraska.

REPORT OF THE GRAND LODGE OFFICE COMMITTEE
James F. Brown, Jr., Chairman

The Grand Lodge Office Committee is charged with the responsibility of overseeing the 
efficient operation of the Grand Lodge Office and its employees. Additionally, the 
committee manages the assets required by the Grand Lodge Office. In discharging this 
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responsibility the committee met formally on two occasions and at other times through 
the use of email. The results of the actions taken by this committee follow:

• New Membership Software - In 2004 the Grand Lodge Office Committee 
approved new membership software to be created by Bizco in Lincoln. By 
email correspondence, that decision was retracted and new software was 
acquired from Wendell Bell and Associates in Colorado. The Nebraska 
Masonic Foundation will contract and pay for the membership software at 
an amount not to exceed $24,000 and charge the Grand Lodge rent for use 
of the system.

• Mileage Reimbursement Amount - The committee raised the standard 
mileage reimbursement amount from 200 to 250 for Grand Lodge Officers, 
office staff, and Deputy Grand Custodians. Further, the committee decided 
that since the financial assets of CHIP are handled through the Foundation, 
that the Foundation should be asked to subsidize mileage expenses incurred 
by the Office Manager in conjunction with travel on behalf of the CHIP 
program.

• Grand Lodge Fixed Assets - The committee reviewed the list of fixed assets 
owned by the Grand Lodge, acknowledged the purchase of a new collator in 
March 2005 at a cost of $5,686.65, and approved the removal and disposal 
of the Rena Labeler from the list of assets owned by the Grand Lodge. The 
chairman noted that last year the committee acknowledged the gift of 
equipment for CHIP from the Foundation. Because the assets of CHIP are 
handled through the Foundation, that equipment will be administratively 
removed from the Grand Lodge list of fixed assets and added to the 
Foundation. The Office Manger requested permission to research the 
purchase of a new laser printer. The current laser printer is four years old 
and has seen heavy use in its time. It is used to print numerous lodge 
mailing envelopes, as well as lodge lists, dues cards and other 
miscellaneous lodge membership reports. The committee suggested that a 
professional printer technician should be contacted to do a thorough 
cleaning of the machine. If this does not solve the problem, the committee 
granted permission for the Office Manager to research the purchase of a 
new machine, with approval to be granted via email, and requested that the 
current machine be kept as backup even if a new purchase is made.

• Annual Communication Mileage - The chairman noted that because of the 
passage of a Grand Master’s Recommendation during the 2005 Annual 
Communication, the Grand Lodge Office Committee no longer has to set a 
mileage amount for travel to the Annual Communication for Deputy Grand 
Custodians.

• Committee Budget - The 2006 budget request for the Grand Lodge Office 
Committee was set at $50.

• Grand Lodge Liability and Insurance Package - The current status of the 
insurance package carried by the Grand Lodge for liability, directors and 
officers, workers compensation, office contents, etc. was reviewed. The 
Office Manager indicated that because the three-year contract with the 
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cunent insurer expires at the end of 2005, the Insurance Review Committee 
put the package up for bids in November, with bids due to the Grand Lodge 
Office by December 10. The Insurance Review Committee will review all 
bids received and choose the best overall package.

• Health Care Costs - The projected changes in Health Care costs for the 
2006-year were reviewed and approved. Our current plan is with Blue 
Cross/Blue Shield and requires at least two participants.

• Disability Insurance Proposal - The committee received a disability 
insurance proposal from a Nebraska Mason. After discussion, the 
committee decided that the budget is unable to handle such an additional 
expenditure at this time.

• Grand York Rite Discussions - Due to Jay Speck’s impending retirement as 
Grand Secretary of Nebraska York Rite, preliminary discussions have been 
held between the Grand Lodge and members of York Rite regarding the 
feasibility of moving the York Rite operations into the Grand Lodge Office. 
The committee discussed current resource capacities and usage levels and 
came to the conclusion that the Grand Lodge does not have office space to 
offer, the office staff does not have additional time, and equipment is being 
efficiently utilized. It would not be in the best interests of the Grand Lodge 
to overload those resources. The committee did decide to offer the York 
Rite the option of using the copy machine in the Grand Lodge Office when 
arranged in advance. The York Rite would need to provide two weeks prior 
notice. There would be a 20 per copy charge, plus the cost of paper, to pay 
for usage and maintenance on the machine.

• Grand Lodge Office Employees - The Grand Lodge Office Committee 
discussed and reaffirmed the policy that raises given to the employees of the 
Grand Lodge should not exceed 5 percent in any fiscal year. Raises for the 
employees of the Grand Lodge were determined and communicated to the 
employees.

• Revision of Employment Policies - The committee will hold a meeting on 
May 8, 2006 at 3:00 pm at the Grand Lodge Office for the purpose of 
reviewing the Employment Policies document.

The Grand Lodge Office committee would like to acknowledge the professional manner 
in which the employees of the Grand Lodge Office perform their duties. Then- 
competence and professional demeanor should be applauded by every mason in 
Nebraska! You are encouraged to stop by the Grand Lodge office the next time you are 
in Lincoln. Your presence is always welcome.

REPORT OF THE INTERNET AND COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE
W. Scott Dodge, Chairman

The I.C.T.C. was busy in the 2005 year. Goals set for the beginning of the year were 
categorized into five distinct areas: “Development & Maintenance, Administration, 
Advertisement, Training, and Infrastructure Support.” Many of these goals were met in 
the first quarter of the 2005-year; others later in the year, and some were held off, 
dependant on the possibility of near future blossoming and upcoming technologies or due 
to scheduling conflicts. Each area, their specific goals for 2005, and their results are 
listed below:

01. Development & Maintenance
At the beginning of 2005 there was a drive to do a final implementation of the “Masonic 
Family Calendar” before the end of the 1st quarter of 2005. This goal was met in the 
2005 year, and although it was not utilized to its maximum efficiency during the course 
of the year, it may become better used in the near future. In the 2005 year, the committee 
was to focus on maintenance and expansion of online reporting for subordinate Lodge 
secretaries. This goal was not fully achieved. Minor maintenance to the reporting system 
was done in 2005. Major fixes, such as the “Summaries” report was not completed due 
to its very possible replacement by another web based system altogether in the 2006 year.

Lastly under “Development and Maintenance,” the idea of creating an “Online building 
usage calendar for Masonic buildings” was put forth as a possible development project. 
Again, due to the possibility of replacement technologies, this project was not developed.

02. Administration
In the first half of 2005 one of the goals of the I.C.T.C. was to implement a set of web 
site rules for governance of hosted subordinate Lodge websites, and appendant body 
websites. This goal was completed and implemented. During the course of the year the 
Committee performed many administration tasks including: updating page content, 
setting up new Lodge websites, resetting passwords, etc.

Lastly, one goal brought up during the first all committee meeting in the spring of 2005, 
was for the Committee to work on improving the Grand Lodge web sites content, to 
include investigating a submission and addition process. This goal has not been achieved 
and is expected to carry over into the 2006 year.
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03. Advertisement
One of the initial goals that came out of the spring all committee meeting in regards to 
help advertising the Grand Lodge website, was to post all Grand Lodge letters and 
communications to subordinate Lodges on the website in PDF format and to include the 
document’s web site address on the communication as if it was physically mailed out 
during the course of the year. Due to possible disk space requirements, this goal is still 
under review and may yet be implemented in the 2006 year.

In advertising the website and its usage, a presentation was made at the secretary’s 
luncheon during the 2005 Annual Communication in Hastings. The presentation was 
well received by those who were in attendance, and a draft of the webmaster’s handbook 
was distributed.

The website was also slated to be presented at the Lodge Leadership Course through out 
the state during the course of the year. This did not occur, due to schedule conflicts. 
A presentation about the website was requested at the March 6 Masonic Unity Meeting, 
held at the Scottish Rite Temple in Lincoln. This was done, and the Masonic youth 
groups were invited to make use of space as a sub-site on the Grand Lodge’s website. 
Inviting the youth groups to make use of the website was also a goal set forth by the 
committee.
The website, more specifically an article on how to use the “Masonic Family Calendar” 
was advertised in the spring edition of the “Nebraska Mason.” This was the first step of 
the goal of increasing the advertising of the website, through this publication.

04. Training
One of the goals set forth at the onset was to explore the possibility of having a 
“webmaster and secretaries training symposium” dealing specifically with the website. It 
was put forth to have this symposium at sites both in the eastern and western portions of 
the state. This goal did not come to fruition due to scheduling conflicts, but will again be 
reviewed for possible implementation in 2006.

05. Infrastructure Support
The I.C.T.C. in 2005 spent time and resource helping the Grand Lodge office 
Committee and the Grand Lodge office in the selection of a new database system to 
replace the limited custom system currently in place. The committee spent time in 
helping evaluate a number of different systems, including the Sentinel System. A 
decision was finally made to purchase a vendor provided system that already is in use and 
has market share with the Grand Lodges of Texas, Washington State, and others. Once 
the final decision was made, help was given in the purchasing of both hardware and 
software, taking advantage of special discounts available.

Infrastructure help was also provided in helping switch the Grand Lodge office staffs 
email accounts to forwarded hosted email accounts. This was an effort to relieve the 
occurrence of email loss due to communication failures to the Grand Lodge’s Linux mail 
server and firewall as well as failures of the Linux server altogether. The outdated Linux 
firewall server was then replaced with a physical appliance.

Lastly the committee provided some infrastructure support in helping to correct a DSL 
communication and router problem at the Grand Lodge office in the course of the 2005- 
year.
In conclusion, the goals for 2005 were aggressive, and although not all the goals were 
completely met, a large portion of work was completed. Much of the work that was 
completed in 2005 was foundation work, which is expected to start coming to fruition in 
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the coming years. With this said, many thanks must be given to the members of the 
Committee, as well as to Michelle Fulmer, and the Grand Lodge office staff.

REPORT OF THE CHILD IDENTIFICATION PROGRAM (CHIP) COMMITTEE 
John T. Maxell, Chairman

After completing its first year of existence the CHIP program has completed the goals set 
in front it by the CHIP committee and the Nebraska Grand Lodge. To promote a program 
that identifies a child from the age of 1-month though young adult, to promote Free 
Masons in the Nebraska community, and to get the Masonic family active in the 
community.

The concept of CHIP in Nebraska is to provide a service to the families of our 
communities and to assist with bringing relevance to Masonry in Nebraska. The 
comprehensive CHIP is composed of five components: 1) a digital photo for use in 
identification and Amber Alert; 2) 3-5 minute videotape interview to learn vital 
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information to child’s habits, mannerisms, and four profiles/views of the child; 3) 
fingerprints and vital stats of the child; 4) Toothprint (tooth impression) which provides a 
dental record, DNA and scent for canine detection and location; and 5) cheek swab for 
long term DNA (if kept frozen is said to retain DNA for up to 30 years). This ID packet is 
all given at no cost to the parents and with only a permission sheet from the parents 
retained by the Grand Lodge.

The Masonic family had 24 events and identified over 6,000 children. All events were 
funded, manned and promoted by a local Masonic family. An additional 15 events have 
been scheduled for the year 2006 with other lodges having events in the planning process. 
Local and County police departments; local dentists and dental hygienists were all 
instrumental in helping with CHIP events.

Over the past year the CHIP committee has put together the manual on how run a CHIP 
event, we assign area Ad-hoc members to help over see CHIP events in their part of the 
state of Nebraska, upgraded and improved the equipment to improve the efficiency of 
CHIP events, raised funds for the purchase of equipment, put together a promotion DVD, 
and meet with Social, Professional and Civic groups across the State of Nebraska to 
promote the CHIP program.

As in all years past, The Nebraska Masonic Home’s employees strive on a daily basis to 
provide a dignified and loving environment for eligible Nebraska Masons and their 
eligible female relatives. Keeping this as our mission and primary goal continues to be 
a challenge in this very competitive and changing industry of healthcare.

A primary change that The Masonic Home staff has been challenged with is the directive 
we received from the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services in June of 
2004 that licensure of our assisted living and nursing facility areas was necessary. This 
required two separate surveys and licenses. It is with great pride that we received our 
official license for our assisted living areas on December 7, 2005. Our current goal in the 
second step of this process is to have all necessary, mandatory inspections and the actual 
survey completed for our nursing facility and Alzheimer’s Unit by the end of April. We 
hope to receive our official license for these areas no later than June of 2006.

The entire staff and Board of Trustees deserve a great deal of praise for facing the 
challenge in a positive and aggressive manner. This approach was definitely necessary 
when so many changes needed to be made. I am gratefirl we have had the full support 
and confidence of the Board of Trustees through the entire process since these changes 
have required large monetary budget increases that will continue to be an annual burden 
to the organization.

The ongoing emotional and monetary support we receive from everyone in The Masonic 
Family continues to give us the strength and inspiration we need to maintain The 
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Masonic Home’s excellent reputation. On behalf of the residents and staff, I extend to 
each of you a special thank you.

With the number of Nebraska Masons declining in Nebraska, it continues to be a 
challenge for the Board of Trustees to address our current admission criteria. At the 
writing of this report, our admission criterion remains the same. A gentleman must be a 
Nebraska Mason in good standing to apply for admission and his eligibility qualifies his 
wife, widow, mother, sister, and daughter. If the Nebraska Mason is deceased, he must 
have been a member in good standing and met the necessary years of service eligibility to 
have his female relatives qualify for eligibility to apply for admission.

The resident census is down compared to last year. The resident census has fluctuated 
this year from a high of 94 in January to a low of 88 in November. Our average census 
was 94 during 2004 compared to 92 during 2005. The current census is 89 and is 
comprised of 71 women, 18 men and 5 couples. As you can all see, The Masonic Home 
continues to provide our excellent services to Nebraska Masons’s female relatives in 
greater number than we are caring for the Nebraska Masons themselves.

On June 7 Narcissus Kensington treated our residents to a lovely picnic dinner with 
dozens of food and dessert choices.

On July 10 Home Chapter No. 189 of Plattsmouth served our residents a delicious fried 
chicken indoor picnic dinner with all the trimmings, which were provided by Chapter 
members.

These two traditions are special annual favorites of all our residents and employees. It is 
always an honor to receive the Grand Chapter of Nebraska Order of Eastern Star officers 
and their companions as our special guests at the Home Chapter picnic. Many Grand 
Chapter officers and their companions travel quite a distance to visit on that special day 
and a guided tour always follows the meal. I am always proud to show off our beautiful 
facility to our guests and make them proud that they are such faithful donors to such a 
worthy cause. Our residents truly enjoy the social aspect of both annual picnics and look 
forward to a day of companionship with their brothers and sisters.

Many Masonic groups have chosen The Home as their place to gather for one of their 
regular monthly meetings. Our staff enjoys the Masonic groups that return every year for 
a special meal, a meeting room, and tour if desired. When Masonic groups return 
annually, it is a testament to all employees that they are doing a great job and all of their ( 
daily efforts continue to make The Home as pleasant and welcoming to our guests as it is j 
to our residents.

Grand Secretary Bruce A. Watkins announced that he had received no 
resolutions to be read and laid over until the session next year.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON CODIFICATION OF LAW
Reginald S. Kuhn, Chairman

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 1 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws 
(Feb/2006), Section 2-605 is amended as follows:

Sec. 2-605 - LODGE DUES - Beginning January 1, 2007, the dues assessed by all 
chartered subordinate lodges shall be payable on January 1 of the year for which they are 
assessed and shall become delinquent on the 1st day of March of the same year, if not paid 
by that date.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 2 of the Grand Lodge 
Bylaws (Feb/2005), Section 1-312 is a new section of the bylaws:

Sec. 1-312 - CHILD IDENTIF ICATION PROGRAM (CHIP) - The CHIP Committee 
shall consist of seven (7) Masonic members and three (3) members that shall be at large 
members not required to be Masons (representing the Dental Profession and Law Enforcement 
Profession and CHIP Coordinator), each to serve for a period of four years and who shall be 
appointed for such terms as shall retire two members thereof annually, with one of the seven 
required Masons being a past Grand Lodge officer. The Grand Master shall designate one of the 
Masonic members of the Committee as the Chairman of the Committee. The then seated Grand 
Senior Deacon shall serve as the liaison officer. It shall be the duty and responsibility of the 
committee to coordinate, organize and supervise the CHild Identification Program (CHIP), 
financial resources and personnel needed for the function of the CHIP Events.

Section 1-301 will now read in the second paragraph:

The Standing Committees shall be the following: Codification of the Law, Jurisprudence, 
Fraternal Relations, Masonic Relief, Masonic Education, Board of Grand Trustees, George 
Washington Masonic National Memorial Association, Nebraska Work, Finance, Appropriations, 
Grand Lodge Offices, Lodge Advisoiy, Masonic All Star Band, Public Relations, Membership, 
Youth and CHild Identification Program (CHIP). Except as otherwise provided by these 
Bylaws, all Standing Committees shall consist of not less than three nor more than nine (9) 
members and shall be appointed by the Grand Master within ten days after his installation.

Upon concurrence of the Jurisprudence Committee, the Codification of the Law has 
incorporated those two amendments and now Section 1-302 shall read:
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Sec. 1-302 - SEAT AND VOICE - Each member of a standing, regular, or special 
committee of the Grand Lodge except the Masonic All-Star Band committee and the Child 
Identification Program Committee shall be entitled to a seat and voice, but not a vote, at the 
Annual Communication. Each non-Mason who is a member of the Masonic All-Star Band 
Committee and the Child Identification Program Committee shall be entitled to a seat and voice 
during committee meetings held in public sessions at the Annual Communication or otherwise, 
but not a vote by virtue of such appointment.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 4 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws 
(Feb/2006), Section 2-602 is amended as follows:

Sec. 2-610 - LIMITATIONS - That hereafter no subordinate lodge or lodges shall 
establish a Masonic Charitable institution or undertake a continuing Masonic Charitable 
work or become obligated for continuing contribution for charitable purposes, nor shall any 
lodge or lodges or person or persons use the word "Masonic" or other terms indicating 
Masonic activities regarding any such institution or work which has not been established or 
approved by the Grand Lodge, Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons of Nebraska, without 
first having obtained the authority of the Grand Master to do so.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 5 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws 
(Feb/2006), Section 2-1601 is amended as follows:

Sec. 2-1601 - DEFINITIONS - The following definitions shall apply to this 
chapter:

Paragraph (bl:

(b) “Period of membership” shall be determined by computing the aggregate 
time a Master Mason shall have been a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge 
of this Grand Jurisdiction and a member in good standing in a subordinate lodge of any 
other Grand Jurisdiction given fraternal recognition by the Grand Lodge A.'.F.'. & 
A M of Nebraska, if such be the case. Periods of suspension for non-payment of dues 
less than three years shall be included when making the aforesaid computation, and 
periods of dual membership shall be computed on the basis of membership in the parent 
lodge only. Expulsions for any reason or suspensions except for non-payment of dues 
less than three years shall be deducted when computing the number of years a member 
has been in good standing. All subordinate lodges of this jurisdiction shall cooperate 
with any Master Mason in attempting to establish his period of membership and said 
lodges shall also cooperate with the Grand Lodge in all matters relating thereto.

As a result of the approval of Recommendation No. 8 of the Grand Lodge Bylaws 
(Feb/2006), Section 2-601 is amended as follows:

Sec. 2-601 - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS -

Third paragraph:

Each Lodge shall pay annually to the Grand Lodge on or before the 1 Oth day of April 
for each initiation during the preceding calendar year an initiation fee in the sum of Ten 
Dollars ($10.00). The initiation fee shall increase to Fifteen Dollars ($15.00) on January 1, 
2007. In addition, each Lodge shall pay annually for each member the sum of Eighteen and

50/100 Dollars ($18.50) as a per capita tax commencing on the 1st day of January 2005. 
The Grand Lodge shall use $.50 of the per capita tax for the publication and distribution of 
a Masonic education newsletter to each member. Before any subordinate lodge shall be 
consolidated with another lodge, the per capita tax for the year preceding the year of 
consolidation shall be determined and paid, in addition to the per capita tax as currently 
provided, commencing on January 1, 2006, each subordinate lodge shall pay to the Grand 
Lodge an assessment of $1.00 per member to support the CHild Identification Program. 
Said assessment shall be due and payable in the same manner as the Grand Lodge per capita 
tax. The funds from this assessment shall be separate from the Grand Lodge per capita tax 
and shall be used for no other purpose than provided above.

The first reference providing for an “Assistant Custodian” was made in 1869. In 1870, the 
Committee on Work recommended the establishment of five districts and the appointment of an 
equal number of brethren. These, together with the Grand Lecturer, were to constitute a “Board 
of Custodians” to serve for five years. From that time until now, there have been appointed 
assistant custodians. It is the purpose here to list all that have, at any time, served the Grand 
Lodge. They are fisted in terms of first appointment. The number following each name 
represents the lodge of which each was, or is, a member.
